Cotton grows very we.ll between
ten and thirty-five deg rts a" uth.
which extends to regions south ut
Brasil.

A large field of cottoi. superiu-
tended by an Amaersa. st.mtntt twen-
ty-three degrees south. In the prov
iue of Rio de Janeiro, now to b.ll.
(lay 7th) is not constlderedi a sne-
cess, being mtuch infertor to cultt ii,
