G'ates, Trumbull and Harts.

Your letter of the 2Mtlh ult., which
prompted the Executive Cotniuittee
oftthe Social, Civil and Statistical
Association of the colored people of
Pennsylvania to engage in the move-
Inent, was heartily indorsed.

The Meican E•miqrattir Swin-
die.-The Era of thu 23d ult., (a
iaiench paper publishud in the city
F of Mexico,) commenting on the
abuses committed in the immigra-
tion scheme, says that it claims the
serious attention and interference of
the Government. Attracted by the1
promtis es of MLr. Maury fur the acqui-
sition of lands and every assistance

from the agents, the immigrants ar
i rive at Jordova in large numbers,
and when once there have to rely on
th..ir own resources, while the pro-
prietora are becoming more and more !
exactingt. The greater part returni
to the U snited States and there spread
unfaivorable reports as to the resultsa
of the settlement. Last week a group
left ut fifty colonists pal t of eight
or nine thousand individuals there,
Snearly all well provided ; others,
that have not the meansn to return, are
cutnpelled to rnemain in Cordova,
where: they spend their last r.:sources
and will ultimately b. cattle new
bur-deu to the country, ilsteand of ob-
taininlg thel bIn.'fits' ,ftheir labor.
