be should consider himself bound to
come into the Confederate lines and
report himself to Gen. Morgan•gC  a
prisoner of war.

On the 12th Burbridge, who aband-
oning his designs upon Virginia.had
followed Gen. Morgan, advanced to
attack him with over six thousand
men. General Morgan was encum-
bered with two thousand seven hun-
dred prisoners, and a large number of
wagons, which under the cover of
heavy skirmishing, lie succeeded in
moving off in a northeasterly direc-'
tion titardls Augusta. Wtlen they
had racTedl .a safe distance, after
skirmishing with the enemy for an
h ,ur or mo e, he retired by the Au-
gusta road without the loss of a sin-
gle prisoner or wagon.

Gen. Morgan then moved towards
Flelningburg, a town forty miles east
of Cytnthiana, paroling his prisoners
as lie went .luni, and dropping them
in squads at difibrent point, so as to
prevent their being speedily collect-
ed and reorganized in ease their pa-
roles were disregarded. At Fleming-
bh rg he destroyed large quantities of
bacon and o.ther supplies, and retired
thence into Virginia with all the
wagons, he had captured during this
expedition, .,ild aher bha'ing lust an
inconsiderable number of prisoners.
The command reached Abingdon,
Virginin, on the 21st day. of June,
after an absence of two weeks.
