And so we turned our
faces on the old "Saddle-bags Hotel"

Strong lines of entrenchmentshave been thrown up, encircling the
city Irom near I'ogriver round to the
Alabama river, and no less than
twelve large independent earthworks
have been constructed in rear of the
line of entren-chments. ()n Point

Pintos is a line.-gun battery, corn-manding the line ofentrenchmentsannd
one of the channt Is approaching the
city. At Garrows Bend is a five-
gun battery, also commanding time
obstructions and the main ship chan-
nel for a distance of nearly three
miles.

The remaining earthworks in thevicinity of the city are intended more
particularly to repulse a landing of
rtoops on the western shores, ors
latnl attack, which could be made at

I'ortcrville from the MississippiSound, marching thence up the road

to Spring Hill. The entrenchmentsare about fifteen miles in length, and

were built some time ago.
A tract of marshy land has been

made solid by means of piles andearth, and on this has been erected a

casetnmated battery mounting ten most
powerful gutns, viz: three 1(0 ponn-
der ritles, tour 9 inch Dahlgrens, and
three long 32-1 o:ndners.
