TIIE CANADA WAR.
DeaCENr oF Trn PArRnT IN PPEReen CANADA.

The civil war has hnrken not again in Upper Ca.
nada. An extra sheet from the Orndenshtrg Timntes
and Advertiser issued on the I1tIt of November
contains the follnowwig important intelligenen:

OonrEneuno, Nov. 12.--Erly this morning it
was discovered that two schnnonere loaded with
armed men. lay in the river between this place
and Prescott. Experts ion was soon rife and ex.
ei'ement pervaded the whole population. It was
ohvious that Fort Wellineton was the point onl
attack, and nor citizens soon thronged the shore,
eager to catch every movement.

A small armed ereamhnnt wnhlving at the np-
posite wharf, and the people of Prescott. parading
up and down from the village trn the lort, gave
evidence that no smell dog.ee of hubbub and ex-
citement pervaded tile population.
One of the schooners containing the rebel or.

mament had gone aground during the night, and
a hand of armed men seized the ateamboat United
States, and pressed some of the hands into their
service for the purpose of getting her off. She
however was not able to reach the sehnner, as
the water was not siffirient for her draft, and she
came into the port for a lone hauser. As she went
out again, the Experiment (a British Armed steam.
boeat) greeted her with two luhotg, whicht missed,
and she paserd down tihe river.

About 9 o'clock, A. M., one of the detachment
of the forces. made a lInding on the Canada shore
about a mile below Fort Wellington, and whether
they were nrta;etd or not is uncertain.
