WAR WTH GREIT BRITAIN.--If Great IBritnin
should persist in bel demands upon the territory of
Moile, every man of common sense must acknowledge,
that a war between the United States and thleat power, is
iievitahle. Nay;-should the dispute now on the car-
pet he nmicably adjuated, any attempt on the part of
England to hold poassesrion of the country south of the
forty-fifth degree of north latitude in the Oregon terri-
tory, will kindle into the blaze of war. Nor is this all.
Etgland will never be permitted to tl;te possession
ritller by treaty or by firee of the Island of Cuba, with-
oat conming into eonflict with the United States. Here
Ilhn are three great causes which will plunnge the two
countries into war, should the Englisll government
move on the political chess board as above suggested.

Tle eonscquencelr of a war between tihe twio cou.t-
tries to the United States, have been amply detailed by
tile illmals birth at i home and in England, but no one
has flavored the public as yet with a iicture of tile re
bulls Io flow froa m such acoalllet, to the mighty kingdomss
of Great Brit in. The glowing predictions of ruin to
our trade and to our he ie interests in the event of a
war, hasv: clle upon tile ear from the four winds of
Heaven. The lifeeling that could dictate such deepen-
dent "latnentations,"-for they are euch,--i nearly
a kin to that which would sacrifice patriotism at tile
shrine of self-interest. The Er.glish papers abstain re-
ligiously from any prophecies of evil to Great Britain
to arise from a war with the United States. They are
wise, and their course should arouse American writers
to a similar one. But since they are so profuse in tle
utterance of their opinions upon the results to America,
it might be as well, while waiting for the news by the
Great Western, t pointt out onme of the consequences
likely to affect Great Britain, should the two nations re'
sort to tie "last appeal."

A war between Great Britain and the United Sta te,
would be a war between a monarchy and a republics
between the tyranny of feudalism and the freedom of
equal rights, between a gover ament of the few and a
government otl : aoney. The sympathles of all men
in political bo!nd h g i •l het with the United States.
For the last twety • ,•;:~i, the British Lion has teent
striving to throw off the i etters, 'he chnine, which were
fastened upon him ages ago, by tile tyraniy of the few.
Millions of FnglishmeR asid Irishmen are sighing for
thie blessed lilrty enjoyed by Amerleans. Thousands
upon tlhousands of them avre broken the silken cord
that bolnd them to their native soil to fly to the States,
for the realization of that liberty which tyrants at home
Iave denied them. Even at this moment the great mass
of the people in England, Ireland and scotland, are
moving slowly towards the goal of their rights. A can
t-t with tihe republic of tie United Stataes will only
hurry them on.* Ever suspiciouas f the inroads of
titled governors, of men who claim the divine right of
governing tile many, the working classes of the three
kingdoms will look on a war with America, as a direct
attack upon republicanism, and the consequrene will
be a rousing up of their deepest sympathies in our favor.
They will reluse the supplies, and in doing sn, humble
tlleir self-styled governors into submission to the real
sovereigns of the Island, the people. If resistance
should be made to the demands of the many by the
landed proprietors of Great Britain, then will come the
horrors of civil war. The people of England will find
in the people of Ameriea firm friends, whose mighty
arnl will be raised in their favor to strike royalty from
its high seat, sand extend tie glorious principles of free
government.

At the mment when the signal of war, between this
country and England, shall have been given, the colo.
ties of the latter power, smarting under the recollection
tf I ant wrongs, will rise against tie home government
and assert their rights. Her West india possessions
populated by hosts of free blacks will rise and join
the St. Domingo league, and drive for ever from amidst
them the British power. Any attempt to conquer the
blacks and reduce them to slavery again, will prove as
abortive as that made by the French upon Hayti. Can.
ada ripe for rebellion, will raise the standard ofrevolt.
Thousands of Americans along tile northern frontier,
will bInten to the support of men battling for their
libertees. War then between this republic and the
kingdom of Great Britain, will uproot the British power
on this contineot.

Vern Crum on the 13th, round by Sacrificious,Tampico,
lMatamnras. &me, to learn something of the operations of

Mexia. Five Freneh vessels and a small portion of the y
British were tobe left at Vera Cruz. The British 0o
sloop of war Satellite had sailed for Canada with a
large amount of pecie for the troops there. The day '
the Tannamara sailed, the Mexican Conduteor arrived t
at Vera Cruz, with $3,000,000 of speci on board. The
regulation of the port of Varn Cru, as reported Iy the
Tannamars, is to allow live vessels to discharge at once t
Twenty seven sail of merchantmen, about eight of
them British, were in port.
