F. D. McMillen appeared before the Board 
relative to some buildings which are situ­
ated in the right of way of the state road at 
Cascade river and the Board authorized the 
Baid MoMlllen to remove said buildings At his 
own expense. 

The following resolution waB presented: 
Whereas, at a meeting of this board on July 

1st, 1915, the Chairman of this board and the 
Couuty Auditor were authorized and in­
