Arthur Tietz, residing near Maple-
ton, suffered a loss of more than $2,
000 when his barns were destroyed by
fire and ten head of horses burned to
death.

Mrs. Mary Pfeffer, aged sixty-six
years, committed suicide at St. Paul
by jumping from the Wabasha street
bridge into the Mississippi river.

Colonel A. P. Connolly, seventy-nine
years of age, Civil war veteran and
Indian fighter, is dead at Minneapolis.
He came to Minnesota in 1857.

In 1916 approximately $860,000 will
be spent for road work in St. Louis
county under the supervision of the
state highway commission.

Fred D. Sherman, immigration com-
missioner, was continued in office un-
til next August at a meeting of the
state board of immigration.

Thomas Chappel, one of the oldest
bricklayers in the state, was killed at

Mrs. Fergus Fahey, seventy-six
yvears of age, who came up the river
to St. Paul in 1856, is dead in that city.

J. W. Shaw, a veteran of the Civil
war and commander of the Long Prai-
rie Grand Army post, died suddenly.

T. M. Foster, a prominent citizen of
Austin and former city recorder, is
dead after a long illness.

ADMIRAL GHENG IS SLAIN

Governor of Province of Shanghai
Assassinated.

Shanghai, Nov. 11.—Admiral Tseng
Ju Cheng, governor of the Shanghai
district, has been assassinated. His
secretary, who was with him at the
time, was seriously wounded.

Tseng Ju Cheng, who was a mem-
ber of the monarchist party, was mo:
toring to the Japanese consulate to
attend the coronation reception when.
at the Garden bridge, two revolution-!
aries fired eighteen shots at them .
from automatic pistols. Ju Cheng was {
immediately taken to a hospital, but
died shortly afterwards.
