Baton Rouge, Sept. 6th 1852. 

The undersigned committee, to whom 
was refered the subject matter in relation 
to the piece of ground bounded South by 
Florida strei®, East by Corporation line, 
North by lands owned by ,'ohn Gallis, aud 
West by the street lately opened and con­
necting" Florida with Church street, pur­
chased from John Buhler, by the city of 
Baton Rouge for a Cemeteiy, beg leave to 
make the following report 

1.—The above mentioned piece of ground | 
shall be known under the name and style of i 
"Magnolia Cemetery." and shall be forever j 
used as a public place of Burial, under such [ 
rules and regulations as iliay be hereafter j 
adopted. 

2.—The affairs of said Cemetery shall be 
managed by a Board of Trustees, consisting 
of five persons, who shall be elected by the 
city council, on the first Monday in Septem­
ber in each year. Said Board shall be 
known under the name and style of the 
'"Beard of Trustees for the Magnolia Ceme­
tery," one of whom shall be elected Presi­
dent by the members thereof; said bo;.id 
shall have power to fill vacancies, and make 
their own By-laws and Regulations. 

3.—Any Three members of the Board 
shall constitute a quorum Ibr the trans;i< tion 
of business, and in the absence of the Pres­
ident may choose one Irom among themsel­
ves to act as President pro tan. 

4.—The said ''Board of Trustees" shall 
elect annnually, a Secretary. Treasurer, and 
Sexton, who shall leceive such compensa­
tion for their services as the Board may de-

! termine. 
".— It shall the duty of the '"Board of 

! Trustees" t.'lay off the ground in such a 
! mauner as they may deem proper, and to 
i sell the same to individuals, benevolent so-
! cietics or churches in such quantities, aud 
! at such prices, as they may think just and 
; equitable—provided however, that at least 
j one Fourth ot said ground shall be reserved 
j as a burial place tor the use of the public, 
! for which no c'.iar»e shall be made. 
' 6.—The said '"Board of Trustees" shall 
j have the power to expend such sums of 
] money, arising from the sale of lots or from 
! any other source as they may deem necess­

ary, tor enclosing, laying off, improving aixl 
ornamenting said Cemetery. 

7.—Said '"Board of Trustees" shall keep 
a Book, in which shall lie recorded all theii 
proceedings, which shall be subject at all 
times to the inspection of the Mayor, or any 
member of the board of selectmen 

8.—The said "Board ol Trustees," shall 
be require;! to make a semi-annual report W 
all their proceedings, V-v1"" cilj council, 
showing a statement <>0)ieir receipts and 
disbursments during that period.
