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S E R M O N
By the Rev. Bishop Ames.

The following is merely a sketch, 
written from memory, of an excel­
lent sermon by the Rev. B ishop 
A mes, delivered on Sabbath, Decem­
ber 22, 1867, in the Ames Methodist 
Episcopal Church. The congrega­
tion was large, and among other 
prominent citizens present was his 
Honor, the Mayor of our city. The 
attention was unbroken, and the in­
terest profound :—[Ed.

The text was from Matthew 1, 23: 
“ And they shall call his name Em­
manuel which, being interpreted, 
is God with us.

The bishop began by saying: 
“ That spiritual and gracious pro­
cesses arc fitly illustrated by facts 
in the natural world. Thus our Sa­
vior pronounced his great doctrines 
of eternal life, and of personal reli­
gion, and then turned to the world 
for a commentary. Under his teach- 
iuo-s nature became an illuminated 
missal, lettered by the lilies of the 
field, and penciled with hues that 
played through the leaves of Olivet. 
The wild birds in their flight, bore 
upward the lesson of Providence, 
and the significance of the kingdom 
of heaven was contained in a mus­
tard seed. So, on this day we may 
follow his illustrious example, li 
the workings of Providence for the 
accomplishment of some great end, 
God is  never in  h a s t e . Iluste is ev­
idence of weakness, and of a con­
scious want of power. Far down in 
the unfathomed depths of ocean, are 
innumerable insects—the polypi— 
silently at work building the coral 
reefs, from which, in process of time, 
islands and continents arise, covered 
with nodding forests, and adorned 
with tropical fruits. So with God, 
in His ways of providence and grace. 
An eminent English writer has said:
‘ The mills of God grind slowly, but 
grind exceedingly tine.’ With Him 
‘a thousand years are as a day.’ 
The means by which lie carries on 
his work are at once simple and 
mighty. The numberless streams, 
whose shining waters come dancing 
down the sides of the Rocky Moun­
tains, transport a vast quantity of 
debris—the materials to bridge the 
ocean. The process is slow, but 
sure. So with morals. The christ­
ening of Christ was in eternity; ere 
God hung the world on nothing, or 
the sons of God shouted for joy.’ A 
long time elapsed ere the Messiah 
came, but during that long period 
God was preparing the proof of His 
son’s incarnation, which at length 
shone in glory around the brow of 
Salem’s peaceful king.

The history of the church clearly 
proves that God appoints agents to 
work out some great problem of His 
providence, and at the chosen time 
those agents appear on the stage of 
life. This is God’s method. In the 
darkest hour of Jewish history the 
Lord raised up Moses, who worked 
out the great question of Hebrew 
emancipation. The work was at­
tended with difficulties, but difficul­
ties are inseparable from great 
?chievj^;nts. This is a dark day 

tional history, and many 
e former days were better 
tesc.’ Such look upon the 

dark side of the picture ; but I pre­
fer to look upon its bright side. The 
world to-day is better than ever be­
fore, and the sun of to-day shines 
upon a better world than yesterday. 
Sometimes things trouble us, and 
alarm our fears for the safety of the 
church. We are like the man who, 
standing on the banks of the Missis­
sippi, sees near the shore a sawyer 
or snag, and as the waters dash 
against it, and then recede, declares 
that the current is flowing up 
stream. But let him look out into 
the middle of the stream, and there 
he will behold the mighty river 
sweeping on to the sea. So with 
society. Calamities befall us ; bad 
men rise up and do much injury, and 
cur fears ure alarmed ; but remem­
ber God is at the helm, and at the 
set time His chosen agents will 
appear. Moses has often been 
praised for his unselfish choice, and 
in this he is worthy ; but there are 
not a few in this, and in every Chris­
tian congregation, who, were it put 
to them to choose between Christ 
and Mohammed, would not hesitate 
for a moment, and would cry out :

ljP lili Itr t t n n f1 Lead on.’ No matter what suf­
fering might follow. Moses had 
difficulties, but was not daunted, and 
at length triumphed. I should like 
to die like Moses, for in his death 
there is much of the moral sublime. 
God took him up to the heights of 
Moab, where from his outlook he saw 
fho land of promise 1 unto the utmost 
sea,’ and then angels kissed his soul 
®way. He died in the highlands of 
glorious vision.

And in looking along the track of 
j*ges we see God raising up William 
Tell, to defend the Swiss mountain- 
Mrs against the tyrant Gesler. So 
m Scotland he called forth Bruce 
and Wallace. And it is a signifi­
cant fact that the men thus chosen 
were not foreigners, but native to 
the soil. When our Revolutionary 
war broke out, we had in Burk and 

itt strong friends, but they were 
not equal to the emergency ; so the 
Lord raised up Washington and 
rraukliu, our own countrymen, and 
1 thank God for our fathers.
, “f tins thought is more com­

pletely illustrated in the manifesta­
tions of God in the flesh. All was 
. ■ The race was without a sa- 

V1°r- Neither angels nor men could 
tedeem mankind, so God gave 1 his

only begotten sou,’ who, when born 
was called ‘ Emmanuel—God with 
us.’ Many complain that Christ's 
divinity is a ‘ big mystery ;’ but 
mysteries do not admit of degrees 
of comparison. When the mariner 
is ordered to cast the lead, and when 
he can’t touch bottom, lie does not 
say ‘ almost bottom,’ but replies ‘ no 
bottom, sir.’ So with the angels : 
they do not stumble at tilings in­
comprehensible, but cry out, ‘ O, the 
depth,’ and leave the matter there 
It is sometimes said that ‘human 
souls were not worth this monifest- 
ation of divinity.’ But it were im­
possible to form an adequate idea of 
the value of a human soul. Were it 
possible for us to erect scales of 
sufficient proportions to hold the 
universe in one side, and a death- 
loss human spirit in the other side, 
the world would ‘ kick the beam '— 
one soul would outweigh the uni­
verse ! I love to see a child open 
its great wondering eyes, so full of 
thought. And how often do chil­
dren comtato us with their great 
questions, which we can’t answer, 
and we say : 1 Run away, little
ones, grandpapa is busy now*’ So we 
children of larger growth can’t get 
our questions answered satisfacto­
rily. Yet, shall we reject the fact 
of Christ’s divinity, because it is a 
mystery ? Nay, let us rather accept 
the fact confirmed by -all history, 
both secular and sacred, that God 
raises up men to accomplish the 
lofty purposes of His will, and that 
in harmony therewith Jesus Christ 
came into the world to work out the 
great probkmof human redemption.
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CHRISTMAS FESTIVAL.
At Marine - Freedmen’s, Hospital.

The employees, orphans, and con­
valescents, numbering about four 
hundred, sat down in the large hos­
pital dining room, which was ap­
propriately decorated for the occa­
sion, to a most substantial Christmas 
dinner. Surgeon-in-chargc Dr. D. 
Mackay, presiding, executive officer 
Dr. AV. A. Gray, coupier. After a 
most fervent grace by George Smith, 
one of the blind patien s, their 
happy thankful hearts made the 
‘■welkin ring” by singing that soul 
stiring doxology “Praise God from 
whom all blessings flow,” and when 
the good cheer on the festive board 
bad been duly disposed of, the fol­
lowing programme was carried out 
in the most recherche style : Open­
ing address by Dr.-D. Mackay; song 
“America,” by the company stand­
ing, followed by an eloquent speech 
by Dr. AV. H. Gray, in which he 
stated that the meeting was typical 
of tlie progress our country had 
made toward a grand and purer 
civilization, finishing his address by 
the recitation of Longfellow’s 
"Building of the Ship of State.” 
Then the children sang “No Slave 
Beneath the Starry Flag.” followed 
by a recitation from Master Alphonso 
Smith,“AVork While You AVork.” At 
this stage the Rev. Mr. John Jones 
responded to a call from the chair, 
and in most appropriate language 
expressed his most liearfelt satisfac­
tion at the scene before him. Mr. 
Burns, the wardmastcr of the hos­
pital, then sung most aflectingly, 
“Bonnie Jean.” After a speech 
from Dr. Hershey, the children sung 
“The Home Beyond the. Tide,” fol­
lowed by a most apropos recitation, 
“My Policy,” by Master Gilbert 
Newman. The matron of the or­
phan asylum, Mrs. II. M. Roberts, 
then spoke of the glorious Star 
Spangled Banner which floated over 
their heads, depicting the suffer­
ings and sacrifices our forefathers 
had made, and urging them by every 
act of their lives to preserve its 
escutcheon forever untarnished, 
ending by proposing three cheers 
for the “Brave Old Flag,” which 
were given and repeated with all 
the hearty vim that four hundred 
throats could give. Then followed 
a few remarks from Miss Sampson, 
teacher of the orphan’s school, whose 
labors in training the children can 
not be too highly estimated. A re­
citation was then given by Miss 
Rosetta Parlyte. The chairman 
then said that this country owed 
more to old John Brown, than to 
any or all of her legion of patriots, 
for he it was who set the ball roll­
ing which has crushed slavery for- 
every. The company standing then 
sang the “John Brown” chorus, tin* 
whole terminating with “Auld Lang 
Sine,” when an happy a crowd as 
ever partook of a “Christmas feast” 
separated with many wishes 

"T h u s to  m eet ag a in .”

Later in the evening “Santa 
Claus” came in loaded down with 
presents for the children. Alto- 
gther there could hardly be con- 
eived a more happy Christmas than 

that enjoyed by all at the United 
States Marine Hospital, and the 
officers return many thanks for the 
liberality of those who donated to 
produce the above result.
