Toe D r a y m e n .— A portio:. of the dray­
men of this city have held a meeting for 
the purpose of, probably, petitioning the 
common council to reduce the sum charged 
as license on their profession. They assert 
that their stock or working tools have de­
preciated In value, while prices for sustain­
ing them have increased, and in considera­
tion of these two important facts they can not 
afford to pay the Uconae demanded by the 
ordinance of 1858.

"TROUBLE BREWING."
All right, let it brew. What would we 

poor mortals be if it were not for trouble ? 
There is a deal of philosophy in trouble. 
The man or the nation that cau not. he 
troubled is not much of a man or much of a 
nation. Trouble stirs up character, and 
shows the world oi what stuff it is 
made. Trouble stops rovery and dream­
ing, and tells men and nations to go 
thoughtfully at work. Aud at this moment 
we admit there is a great deal of trouble 
all over the land. The poor are troubled 
to get bread; the rich are troubled to col­
lect the money due them; planters are 
troubled on account of bad crops; mer­
chants are troubled on account of bad 
debts ; politicians are troubled about can 
didntes; statesmen are troubled about gen­
eral principles ami theories of government: 
judges arc troubled about law, and the 
president is troubled on account of 
the whisky bill just passed bj 
congress. The only man we know 
of who is not troubled is General Ilaucock 
who says in long letters that the millenium 
is approachiBg, and that Texas will be the 
first state in which the quiet and order of 
heaven will prevail. It is very unfortunate 
for the nation that General Hancock has 
such a wonderful digestive npparutus. 
It is impossible to get a man with a good 
belly into trouble. He can digest fifty 
massacres as well as a street fight when 
only bloody noses are the result, and feel 
well after the dinner, lie can swallow 
rebel as well a' an old soldier who fought 
bj' his side in all his campaigns. A Texan 
cut-threat is simply mustard, and a Tesftn 
bully pepper to his palate; and all the 
compound villanies from the Mississippi to 
the Rio Grande ho can wash down with his 
port and his sherry, and feel highly ex­
hilarated after it. Charles Lamb said he 
never had any trouble uutil he discovered 
that lie had a stomach. Falslaff 
never had any trouble worth talk­
ing about, but Caesar and Cissiu3 
had the trouble of the nation on their minds, 
and could not sleep at nights. Falstaff 
from having a good belfv was a merry dog, 
and the merry wives of Windsor were the 
only creatures that ever gave him any 
trouble. Affiirs of state, what were they 
to the jolly old knight? But General Han 
cock isn’t Falstaff, oud sweet Anne Page 
hasn’t yet conspired to tumble him into the 
Thames or the Mississippi. With General 
Hancock uli is “quiet on the Potomac.” 
Ah! the Potomac ! General Hancock, you 
fought nobly beside that classic stream, for 

noble cause, for a noble people. Regi­
ment after regiment, brigade after brigadei 
division after division, and corps after 
corps under your command wont down 
into their graves and now rest in quiet and 
in peace. From Hanover Junction to 
Petersburg you carried the trouble of the 
nation on your shoulders, and none more 
nobly bore it than yourself. We honor 
you; tho nation has honored you for 
what ycu did if that long trouble 
of a brave people. We love you; your 
old soldiers love you, for they can 
not forget what Is burnt into their memo­
ries by the red-hot hand of battle. But 
love and grief more often walk together 
than love and joy. Your old soldiers still 
take you by the biuid, but tears s’eal down 
their eyelids when they see their old com­
mander calling around him Bragg, uud 
Beauregard, and Hood, and all ;'he great 
leaders of the rebellion, whose gigantic 
crime laid so many of their companions in 
graves on every hill and in every valley in 
the South. In the name of your old com­
panions in arms we tell you peace does 
not reign throughout the South, and civil 
law is not the law of the land.

Trouble is brewing and will continue to 
brew if you daro to prove traitor to those 
men who made you vrhat you are. Congress 
did not pass the reconstruction act and 
create the military districts for yon to ele­
vate Beauregard, and Bragg, and Hood into 
confidential relations with yourself. It 
gave you the power to put thorn in jail if 
necessary, and apply the law to them in all 
its rigor, and bring its reconstructing 
virtues to bear upon them first of all. 
The only men who need reconstructing 
in too South arc rebels ; but you 
seem to act upon the theory that 
congress had in view only loyal men. 
Governor Pease and General Reynolds, 
who are on the ground, say there ia no 
civil law in Texas. You who have just 
come from your confidential interviews 
with Davis and his chieflien ten ants declare 
there is, and that it shall be enforced in 
spite of the civil law from which you de­
rive all your life and all your prerogatives. 
Twenty miles from Galveston, Houston, 
Marshall, Texas, the man who would 
daro say he is from Boston would be shot 
the moment he uttered the words. And 
would civil law punish or protect the mur­
derer ? Can you paint to a single instance in 
which it has punished the murderer ? The 
very papers yesterday that contained year 
letter to Governor Pease also contained 
the reports of murders in every quarter of 
the state, and in themselves refuted every 
word you uttered about civil law affording 
protection to the people. Why not be frank, 
like a good soldier as you Are, and say that 
yon are here to run the fifth military 
district in the interest of Andrew Johnson, 
and not in that of the country at large ? 
Poor politicians and poor presidents 
prate about civil law and constitutions: 
good soldiers execute the paramount laws 
placed in their hands, and, If they have 
presidential aspirations, consider that the 
infest way to realize them is to execute the 
laws to the letter. Congress declared the 
laws of the rebel states to bo subordinate 
to the laws of congress. You have trans­
posed the relation, tad brought ibe judi­
ciary of Jefferson Darts in conflict with 
if yea base not placed it above the ju 
di clary of Abraham Lincoln. Appeals to 
tho judiciary are the last appeals before 

conflict of arm* What the supreme

and tho venality of judges. “Trouble is 
brewing.” Again we say, let it brew. By 
brewing all things may be made clear.

By brewing the dregs will siak to the 
bottom, and the scum rise to the top. By 
brewing strong drink will be made lor 
strong men, aud tho cup will be put to the 
lips with a will, and all it may contain 
drank to tho bottom.

Brewing ! It is a good word. The uni 
verse is nothing but a great beer vat. All 
the conditions of life and existence are con­
tained ia a grain of inalt, and General Han­
cock is the most miserable of all philoso­
phers if he thinks he can stop the brewing 
of trouble by any little pauacea he can in­
vent. Brewing! The nineteenth century 
is the result of the brewing of all the centu­
ries before it, and through the brewing of 
revolutions alone man has reached bis pres 
ent dignity and power. Let trouble brew, 
then; we Lave faith in what it will bring 
forth, and will take the cup to our lips with 
gratitude and thanksgiving.

JEFF DAVIS AS RAILROAD PRESIDENT.
The Picayune suggests that Jeff Davis be 

made president of the railroad about to be 
constructed by Beauregard aud Bragg from 
New Orleans to China, with a high bridge 
across the Pacific ocean. We second the 
suggestion upon the one condition that bo 
raise all the stock in the celestial empire. 
As a railroail president Mr. Davis has had 
more experience than any other ma 
tho world. Vanderbilt, Corning, Cameron, 
Osborne, and Ogden are as nothing when 
compared with him in that line. For four 
years he ran all the roads south of the Ohio 
aud Potomac without a cent of money. 
What Northern railroad king can say 
much? His stock was so valuable that it 
never once got a foothold on Wall street 
for bulls and bears to fight about. It 
never was sold short; it never was sold 
long; it never got covered. Jeff had 
everything his own way. For four 
years ail went on smoothly, for there were 
no bills to pay. Sir Morton Feto. taking a 
lesson from Davis, tried to build and run 
railroads without money, but failed just 
when he ought to have been successful 
But the big railroad scheme of Davis, ’ike 
that of Sir Morton, one bright morning in 
April collapsed, and when the shareholders 
came to look at it what a sight they e 
The roads they had built aud Mr. Davis 
hid run were in complete ruins. From 
Richmond to New Orleans thsre was one 
long lineef dead locomotives piled in huge 
heaps all along the route. And burnt 
depots and blown-up machine shops and 
smashed cars and bent rails and broken 
bridges spoke in eloquent language of the 
transcendent genius of Jefferson 
Davis as a railroad engineer and 
president. Sir Morton Peto ruined fire rail­
roads; Jefferson Davis ruined fifty. Beau­
regard and Johnson and Hardee, Davis's 
chief engineers and conductors, have all 
been restored to the confidence of the orig­
inal stockholders, and placed at the head 
of leading roadc; why not, therefore, put 

at the head of the new road from New 
Orleans to China ? There are lots of rebels 
in China, and Davis is just the man to make 
rail connection with them. And how the 
coolies will rush out here whea the road is 
finished. Our coolies in the convention 
won't have it all his own way then, for the 
Chinese think no more of tossing a “ foot 
ball ” up to the moon, than our cooly does 
to tumble one about awkwardly in the Me 
chanics’ Institute. Let tho railroad be 
built—let Davis be made president, and let 
Bragg, Beauregard, and Hardee be its chief 
engineers and conductors.

THE CITY.
A decided wintry feeling in the weather 

has at last drawn people into the permanent 
use of overcoats and thick clothing. For 
tho past three days especially, out ot door 
exercises have been indulged in only by 
those whose business imperatively required 
it. Toward the clcso of yesterday there 
were symptoms of moderating in the tem­
perature, which may give us more genial 
weather for a few days.

The Mechanics’ and Agricultural Fair 
opened Tuesday, with a moderate display 
ofarticles ou exhibition. But the attend­
ance thus far has not been what could 
be desired, and the receipts are 
necessarily limited. One of the causes 
that have produced this was no 
doubt the rough weather. Bat the mana­
gers of the fair also suffer from the uni­
versal dullness and stagnation in business. 
The people generally are too poor to be 
able to indulge in gala days.
. The convention has made good progress 

in the work of preparing the constitution. 
It is nOw believed the whole business will 
b$ concluded this week, and the members 
ready to go borne. About the ooly re­
markable change that baa been made dur­
ing the week from the old provisions is the 
section, in reference to the qualification of 
the governor. By the provision reported I 
no oilier qualification further than citizen

Mechanics’ Institute for the election of 
officers. The result will be found in 
another colamn of this morning's paper A 
remarkable feature of this encamp­
ment is the straightforwaid, outspoken 
resolution which was adopted, indorsing 
the congressional policy of reconstruction. 
This measure received the unanimous con­
currence ot the delegates. This patriotic 
and influential organization now numbers 
over thirty thousand men—all voters, and 
they will sustain the action of their dele­
gates at the ballot box. Let onr Demo­
cratic friends bear this fact in mind when 
they prate about the “ will of tho people” 
of this state. Heretofore the Grand Army 
of the Republic, as u body, have refrained 
entirely liom the discussion ot political 
measures. It is true that most of the mem­
bers were Republicans, as were four-fifths 
of the gallant Union volunteers in the war 
against the rebellion ; but political matters 
have always been excluded from the de­
liberations of the several posts. This action 
of the encampment will exert a powerful 
influence for good iu the coming election.

There seems to be no demand for real 
estate. Mr. Charles T. Nash offered on 
Friday a most desirable description of city 
property at auction, by order of the solicitor 
of the United States treasury. But as the 
highest bid was below the appraised value, 
the property was withdrawn. A per­
emptory sale will be ordered to be held at 
an early day. Another auctioneer attempt­
ed to make a sale yesterday, but finding 
(here was nobody in the crowd who was 

disposed to take any houses and lots he 
had to offer, even as a gift, ho finally gave 
up in despair—

“ Twre his hair, and foaming fled the fight.”
New Oi leans is virtually a country vil­

lage, without business, without capital, and 
without public spirit. And such it will re­
main until the state is reconstructed on the 
congressional plan.

The recent rise in the upper rivers will 
no donbt cause a little breeze of business 
to spring up in produce, but there is not 
stamina enough in the country to keep up 
much trade till next May.

W H A T CH^’AP COTTON COST.
The Chicago Post says it is far more im­

portant to the negroes and the country at 
large that reconstruction should be estab­
lished upon a basis of eternal right and im­
partial justice th ru that tho present year's 
cotton crop should be the largest on record. 
The immense and cheap crops of the South, 
grown by slave labor, have proved enor­
mously expensive to both sections—to the 
slaveholding planters and to the Northern 
manufacturer. We want no more of the 
cheap cotton that costs a civil war of four 
years, millions of lives, billions of dollars, 
and an incredible amount of misery and 
suffering. Every bale of slave raised cot­
ton has actually proved more destructive 
to the nation than if it had been gun-cotton 
and had all gone off simultaneously la one 
grand explosion.

“Paid for carrying dead from station 
houses to workhouse yard, eight loads, 
three dollars, $24.

“Paid for fifteen loads wounded from sta­
tion to freedmeff's hospital, four dollars, 
$60.”

It would seem that it was cheaper for the 
city of New Orleans to transport loads of 
dead than wounded. A dollar a load ! 
That was the reason, perhaps, they mur 
dered and crushed the life out of so many. 
There is economy for you!

“Pa'd carriage and cab hire for myself 
and aids during the week of the riot, $75.”

Thus, while the dead and dying Union 
citizens—the lamented Dostie, for example, 
were sent by loads iu a cart to the 
station houses and to the workhouse yard, 
this chief of police and his aids, their mur­
derers, were riding in “carriage and cab’’ 
at the expense to tho city of seventy-five 
dollars.
