tain it among the kings and emperors? 
From the sellet ot apples and peanuts on 
the street corners to Stewart among mer­
chants the word is in constant use. From 

poor lawyers hanging around police 
courts to the chief justice it is held of 
value. Even in the lowest haunts of vice we 
hear its repetition, and respectable prosti 
tutes and respectable houses of prostitu­
tion are talked of, and singled out for com­
mendation or censure. And in churches 
dedicated to the worship of God it enters 
and struggles to command the best seats, 
the best clergymen, the best musicians, and 
in the end and in the same way the best 
mansions in heaven. Among artists, 
poets, literary men, and men of 
science, it has a deeper and more 
truthful meaning, and creates its grades 
in „ the republic of letters from the 
pure gold ot genius, but it still sees some­
thing above to aspire to. and something be­
low to recede from, and savants, in whose 
capacious brains all knowledge seems con­
centrated, talk of men of respectable at­
tainments when they mean those who tread 
ch  stars as on paving stones, and walk the 
streets ef the universe crowded with burning 
worlds as easily as they do the cities of our 
little earth. From the rag-picker watching 
the morning’s sweepings to Humboldt, Re­
spectability has a meaning, and one extreme 
is about as near realizing it as the other. 
It is ever in sight, and yet constantly eludes 
the grasp. .So much lor respectability in 
general: a word now for a special phase of 
respectability—that so frequently talked 
about in conservative political circles.

One of the purest spirits in English liter­
ature, and one whose whole life was de­
vote 1 to the elevation of the common 
people—the Rev. F. W. Robertson—said 
that in principle he had always been demo­
cratic, in taste aristocratic. And his con­
flict between taste and principle explains 
the reason why so large a class of people 
who consider themselves and are generally 
admitted to be respectable, refrain from 
participating in the details of political 
strife.

The idea of attending a caucus or pri­
mary meeting is revolting to them. The 
clouds of smoke, the smell .of bad whisky 
breaths, the coarse oaths, the vulgar jests, 
the bribes, the corruption, the tricks, all 
the dirty work necessarily entering into the 
laying of the foundations oi parties they 
despise and loathe and can not be induced 
to assist in. But when the rough work is 
accomplished, when the platform is laid, 
principles proclaimed, and standard bearers 
named, then they come oat from their 
pleasant homes, and if a distinguished and 
eloquent speaker iB to be heard, attend 
a great mass meeting, and have themselves 
announced as presidents and vice-presi­
dents, and their names published in the 
morning in all the papers. And on elec­
tion days their tastes again triumph over 
their principles, and rather than be jostled 
in crowds at the polls on a rainy day, they 
stay at home, lose their vote, and have the 
satisfaction of learning the next morning 
that their principles were defeated while 
their tastes were .being gratified.

After candidates are nominated how fre­
quently we hear these relatively respecta­
ble men ask who such anu such men are, 
where they are froru, and what are their 
qualifications? and after having their inter 
rogations answered, see them turn away 
with a sneer and say, “ Not a respectable 
man on the entire ticket’’

“Not a respectable maal” Next to 
Washington stands the name of Abra­
ham Lincoln. Bat a few years ago 
Abraham Lincoln was called a baboon, a 
giraffe, a country lout, and the respectabll- 
of Chicago and the Nofifhwest could not be 
prevailed upon to admit him within its 
charmed circle. And Douglas, carried 
drank sight after night from saloons, and 
tippling houses, respectability stood aloof 
from, and held up her hands in holy horror 
at tha freedom of his social habits. But 
Douglas at last reached the senate of the 
United States, and Lincoln the seat 
where Washington sat Both made the 
state of Illinois and the nation of the United 
States illustrious through their talents and 
when their ambition culminated in success 
none were so quick to do them reverence 
as the very respectability that frowned 
upon their every effort while in humble 
life. We say therefore to our young 
men on our state and congressional 
tieket be not afraid of the tauntB of 
respectability. Respectability worships 
success and nothing else. Achieve success, 
and respectability will take you by tho 
hand, admit you Into her social circles and 
never ask you how you obtained it. Two- 
thirds of the congress of the United States 
came from the gutters of the United States, 
and the gutters have sent the best talent; 
it brought the nation through the war and 
will bring the nation through the conflicts 
ef peace. We had rather see one self- 
made man in congress than ten raised In 
the hot-houses of respectability. Sett­

le men come from the people, know 
it the people want, and return to the 

people what Inherently belongs to them. 
Be not discouraged therefore if respecta­
bility is agfiast you. It is impotent, it 
can not work because it will not. Be 
active therefore, work with all your might,

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another party’s good name, or by borrow­
ing. Some men have a singularly graceful 
knack at either of these things. They run 
up bills at tho baker’s, the butcher's, the 
shoemaker’s, the grocer s, or the' hotel, 
everywhere but the railroad depot, with a 
felicity of manner that would work won­
ders in a good cause, and that astonishes 
au honest man. While he is harassed al­
most to death, in these haru times, to pro­
vide things honest in the sight of all 
these gentlemen with nothing a year seem 
to have few anxieties. He is almost 
tempted to try the same game, could he 
only learn the happy secret. ,But we ad­
vise our friend to be content. Let him not 
envy these gentlemen, their dainties, or their 
bliss. There is a worm gnawing at the root, 
and by and by the green bay tree will come 
dowu. SooneT or later a payday comes to 
every man, to every nation. If they have 
lived too fast and drawn upon the future, 
that future will have its retributions, 
will at last appear, and that's what we arc 
driving at—that they who live on nothing 
a year live on som&ody else'8 something a 
year. Somebody must earn the money. 
tSomebody must meet the condition, “By 
the sweat of tby brow shaft thou eat 
bread.’’ And that somebody will at length 
discover that he has been sweating for him­
self and another man too, and he won't 
stand it any longer. He demands a reck­
oning. Then comes a revolution in affairs. 
The account D looked into, and woe to 
that man—that community— which has 
been trying to live on nothing a year,

Has not just this been the ruin of the 
South? It has tried to live on bor­
rowed capital; not on this year, but the 
next: and what is this but living on nothing 
a year? Multitudes who, if an instant 
settlement had been demanded would have 
been bankrupt, because living on the year 
to come—always a year ahead of their 
means—were accustomed to indulge in lux­
ury and extravagance of every kind. 
They would smoke the best cigars, 
drink the most costly wines, eat
the most sumptuous dinners, 
wear the handsomest boots, sport
the daintiest gloves, be crowned with the 
most exquisite hat, and drive the fastest 
horses, as if they were made of gold. How 
the waiters and bootblacks adored them. 
How the ladies worshiped them—they 
were such glorious fellows. Flush with 
their money, they despised the Yankee who 
could not forget his grocer, and tried to 
keep within his means. And yet these 
magnificent fellows were living on nothing 
a year. Does not the present exhausted, 
prostrate, bankrupt condition of the South 
prove it? The payday has come, and there 
is nothing to pay. The future having been 
drawn *pon to exhaustion refuses to answer 
any more demands. The iearful truth has 
come to light—these people were living on 
nothing a year ; for what else can we call 
living on that which one can not truly call 
his own. The only remedy is to turn over 
a new leaf. Tho old game can not be re­
peated. Nobody will trust these men. 
Capital shuns them. They must conform 
to the stern exigencies ef the times. They 
must live within their means, live upon 
their own means, their present means, and 
not borrow from the future. If they can 
not run a large plantation, let them sell 
off what they can not work, and try 
their fortune upon a small farm, which they 
can oversee themselves. The trouble has 
been too many consumers, too few pro­
ducers. Reverse the order. Multiply pro­
ducers. Let every man go to work and 
earn something. Don't let him try to live 
on nothing a year. It is hazardous busi­
ness. The old system has brought disaster 
and ruin. The new system faithfully car­
ried out wijl bring prosperity.

Let lha young men especially take to 
heart the sound advice of one of their own 
number, nearly a year ago, o' the thirty- 
fifth anaiversary of Dolbear Commercial 
collegev “ This is an age requiring work, 
hard work, and he is most useful to his fel­
low man who is not ashamed to labor, and 
endcarors to develop tMnnrcM of onr 
section.’

We were glad to receive the following 

communication from our friend J. Willis 
Menard, who was lately one of the pro- 
scribed class, bat is now an active worker 
in the Radical Republican party:
