There is not a 
man who can say he has been promised 
anything, either office, money, or favors of 
any kind, for his support of the ticket 
nominated.

All the charges made by the Tribune 
against the convention have been success­
fully and repeatedly refuted. It charged 
that Ludecke voted when he had no right 
to a seat in the convention. It is proven 
that he never was in the convention. It 
charged that Pierce, ot Bossier, was im­
properly excluded from the convention. 
It is proven that Pierce was not accredited 
by his parish to the nominating convention, 
but that another gentleman was. 
charged that Learnard was not a delegate 
from l'laquemine. It is proven that Lear­
nard was accredited by a large mass meet­
ing held in his parish, and that no one else 
applied either for admission or to exclude 
Learnard. It charges “ informalities,” but 
every specific allegation is refuted by un­
doubted testimony. But this faultfinding 
of the Tribune becomes absurd when it is 
remembered that these delegates were 
admitted by the unanimous vote of the 
convention, and that by a vote of the 
convention all of its nominations were de­
clared to be unanimous. Are we 
Arced to believe that had the convention 
nominated the Tribune's candidates we 
would have heard no complaint from that 
paper? It well knows that a fairer 
nomination was never made in Louisiana 
than that of our state ticket: and those who 
were present and heard the cheers that 
rung through the hall when the result was 
announced on the last ballot for governor 
well know that the successful candidate 
was the favorite of the hundreds who 
crowded the lobby, as well as the majority 
who sat in the convention.

The Tribune says “ we now demand of 
the members of the late nominating con­
vention” “lo insist that a new ticket shall be 
prepared.” What stronger assurances can 
the Tribune give that it will support the 
nominees of any other convention than it 
gave that it would support the ticket now 
nominated: for it fully indorsed and recog­
nized the late convention until U failed to 
nominate its own candidates. Its ** de­
mand ” is simply absurd.

It is full time it was understood that the 
Radical Republican party of Louisiana is 
not owned or controlled by any one man, 
or any s£t of men, but that it is tbe party of 
the people, who are able and determined 
to speak and to act for themselves. We 
are glad to know from the mouths of many 
of onr more prominent colored citizens that 
the Tribune does not at all represent 
the people in this matter, and that those 
who were strongest in the support of the 
candidates of the Tribune are now loudest 
among those who denounce its course. We 
know of no approval of its position except 
that which we have seen, with mortifica­
tion and regret, in the columns of the New 
Orleans Times, and similar pnpere.

Upon dissensions and divisions in our 
party the enemies of reconstruction rely 
for success, and all their ability, their 
energy, and their money will be used to 
excite and foment them. But tbe loyal 
people of our state have determined that re­
construction in Louisiana shall succeed, that 
our constitution shall be adopted, and that 
our candidates shall bo elected.

It combines 
tried radicalism, high character, ability, 
energy, and patriotism, and as much 
strength as any ticket which could have 
been presented.

Permit me to say a few words concern­
ing affairs in general through the columns 
of your paper. The labor question, which 
is exciting so much bitter feeling on the 
part of the planters, is somewhat subsid­
ing, as some sugar planters from St. James 
and Ascension were here this week offer­
ing twelve dollars per month for first-class 
laborers, including five pounds of meat, 
and one peck of bolted meal per week; 
second-class ten dollars, third-class eight 
dollars. The above rates are considered 
very good as the payments according to 
contract are to be made at the end of each 
month.

The planters oil East and West Feliciana 
are not so anxious to get labor, and are 
offering lrom eight to ten dollars per 
month, half cash, and half at the gathering 
of the crop, but the plan proposed by our 
planters does not meet with success, as they 
offer no guarantee for the balance of tbe 
wages.

three miles from here. Mr. Davis had quite 
a heavy load of baggage, and it is rumored 
here among the knowing ones that the 
weight was by several thousand dollars, 
which the oW fellow is taking to a safe 
place.

THE VICE-PRESIDENCY,
As the time draws near for presidential 

nominations the question of who shall be 
chief executive of the nation for four years 
after the 4th of March, 1869, assumes in­
creased interest and importance. The ap­
proaching Bummer will necessarily be one 
of unusual political excitement; local 
questions^11 for a time fade into com­
parative inslgnilicance, and the peeplo will 
earnestly devote their attention to the 
choice of such a chief magistrate as will 
best represent their desires with regard to 
onr fnture national policy.

The candidates for the presidency for 
both parties will probably be selected from 
the Northern states. The Republicans 
haTe a list from which to chooae, contain­
ing among others snch eminent names 
as Colfax, Chase, Grant, Fenton, and 
the Democrats have their assortment, com­
prising McClellan, Seymour, Vallandigham, 
Pendleton, and Morrissey. The matter of 

vice-president remains almost un­
touched. Yet it is important* that this 
officer should be the right man, capable not 
only of presiding ovsr the senate, but, jn 
case of vacancy in the office of president, 
of discharging the high functions of the 
executive. The experience of the nation 
in the case of John Tyler and Andrew 
Johnson must not be forgotten. Now, 
if tbe Soutben states should be 
admitted In congress in time to take their
