F lf ly .S c c a a d  M a y ’s  P r o c e e d in g s .
Mr. McMillan offered the following:
Resolved, That hereafter no delegate 

shall be allowed to speak more than ten 
minutes upon any subject under considera­
tion without the consent of two-thirds ef 
the members of tho house.

Adopted.
Mr. Burrel offered the following :
Resolved, That the collectors of taxes of 

the different parishes be instructed to pay 
to the delegates of his parish the amouut 
due on his warrant* instead of paying to 
the state treasurer.

Resolved further, That the state treasurer 
shall receive the warrants of said delegates 
when indorsed by them, and so accredit the 
said collector. Laid over under the rule.

The order of the day was called up, and 
the following articles were adopted :

A r t . 118. Taxation shall bo equal and 
uniform throughout the state; all property 
shall ha t*T*»d in nmnnrlifln tn it® value, to 
be ascertained as directed by law; the gen­
eral assembly shall have power to exempt 
from taxation property actually used for 
Church, school, or charitable ̂ purposes. The 
general assembly may levy an income tax 
upon all persons pursuing any occupation, 
trade, or calling, and all such persons shall 
obtain a license, as provided by law. All 
tax on income shall be pro rata on tbe 
amount of income or business done. Tbe 
general assembly sball levy a poll tax on all 
male inhabitants of this state over twenty- 
one years old, for school and charitable 
purposes, which tax shall never exceed one 
dollar and fifty cents per annum. ^

A rt . 119. None of tbe lands granted by 
congress to the state of Louisiana for aid­
ing in constructing the necessary levees 
and drains to reclaim the swamp and over­
flowed lands of the state sball be diverted 
from the purpose for which they were 
granted.

Art. 120. No liability, either state, 
parochial, or municipal, shall exist for any 
debts contracted for or in the interest of 
the rebellion u gainst the United States 
goverament.

A r t . 121. The general assembly may de­
termine the mode of filling vacancies in all 
offices for which provision is not iqade in 
this constitution.

Art. 122. The general assembly Bhall 
pass no law requiring a property qualifica­
tion for office.

Art. 128. All officers Bhall continue to 
discharge the duties of their offices until 
their successors shall have tieen inducted 
into office, except in cases of impeachment
or Ntspension.

But arriving at the proposed abolition of 
the tacit mortgage system, the convention 
discussed the following article proposed in 
the majority report.

A r t . 124. The general assembly shall 
provide for the protection of tho rights of 
married women to their paraphernal prop­
erty, and for the registration of the same, 
but no mortgage or privilege shall hereaf­
ter affect third parties unless recorded in 
tbe parish where the property to be affected 
is situated. The tacit mortgages aud privi­
leges now existing in this state sh l̂l cease 
to have effect against third persons alter 
the first day of January, one thousand eight 
hundred and seventy, unless duly recorded. 
The general assembly shall provide by law 
for the registration of all mortgages and 
privileges.

Articles 125, 126, and 127 of the majority 
report were adopted.

The following was adopted as article 128 
of the constitution:

Art. 12S. It shall be the duty of the 
general assembly to make it obligatory 
upon each parish to support all paupers 
residing within its limits.

The conventicn then adjonrned until 
this morning at 10 o’clock.

The secretary being absent, on motion 
Mr. F. G. Horens acted as secretary.

Several communications were rc^d and 
on motion received aud filed.

Mr. Seth W. Lewis introduced the follow­
ing resolution:

Resolved, That we earnestly invite those 
members of tbe central executive commit 
tee who, ignoring the action of the late 
state nominating convention, have set up 
candidates in opposition to those selected 
by said convention, to reconsider their 
action and to aid us in electing the regular 
Radical Republican state ticket.

Mr. Southwortb offered the following as 
a substitute to tbe resolution:

Resolved, That all members of the cen­
tral executive committee of the Radical 
Republican party of Louisiana who oppose 
the nominee  ̂of the state nominating con­
vention of our party shall be regarded as 
disorganizers, and their seat® r,ball be 
declared vacant.

Adopted by twenty-eight yeas to on-- 'ay.
Mr. William George offered the follow ing 

resolution:
W h e r ea s , The New Orleans Tribune has 

ceased to represent the principles and pol­
icy of tbe Republican party of Louisiana, 
therefore

Resolved, That we hereby repudiate it 
as tbe organ of our party and of tkircom- 
raittee, and appoint the New Orleans Rh- 
publican as the or^n  of ouc.party and of
this committee.

Mr. Blandin moved to defer aGtion for one 
week. Laid on tbe table.

Mr. J. B. Noble moved as a substitute to 
tbe resolution that a committee of three be 
appointed to confer with the editor of tbe 
New Orleans Tribune as to his views re­
garding the Radical Republican party of 
Louisiana. Laid ou the table.

Mr. Blandin, ou tbe part of Mr. Fa il A. 
Basilique, staled that the latter gentleman 
had signed the fetter to Judge Taliaferro 
without knowing its contents, and that he 
now repudiated the said letter, and should 
support the regular ticket.

The question recurring on Mr. Geoige'a 
resolution, the sune was adopted.

Mr. Llorens moved to adjonrn to next 
Thursday evening at 7 o’clock. Carried.

which have bound together with tbe strong 
cords of lovo and affection the so(d>en, 
sailors, and marines who have stood to­
gether in many battles, Beiges, engage­
ments, and marches. Second, to make 
these tics available in works and results of 
kindness, of favor, ot material aid to those 
in need of assistance. Third, to make 
provision where it is not already done, for 
the support, care, and education ot tbe 
orphans of soldier*, sailor.-, and marinee, 
and for the maintenance of the widows of 
deceased soldiers, sailors, and marines.
Fourth, lor the protection and asMBfauce of 
disabled soldiers, sailors, ami marines,
whether disabled by wounds, sickness, old 
age. or misfortune. Fifth, for the estab­
lishment and defence of the rghta
(ot laie soldiers, sailsrs, and marines
of the Uaited States, morally, socially, 
aud politically, with the view to 
inculcate a proper appreciation ef their 
services tb their country, and to a rt*cog- 
nition of such Services and claims by the 
American people. Sixth, the maintenance 
ot true allegiance to the United States, 
based upon paramount respect lor und 
fidelity to tbe national const’llntion and 
laws, inauifosted by discouutenancing what­
ever may tend to weaken loyalty, iucite in­
surrection, treason, or rebellion, or in any 
manner imp iir the efficiency and permanen­
cy of free institution*, together with 
the defense ot universal liberty, equal 
right*, and justice to all men.- Governed 
by these objects and principles, our order 
has, in tho past year increased to sn extent 
unexampled in history, and Is ntpiuly 
spreading over tbe whole country wherever 
comrades are to bo found in numbers suffi­
cient to establish posts.” General Logan 
establishes his headquarters at Washington 
for tbe present, directs that all official com­
munications be addressed to N. P. Chip- 
man, adjutant-general, and that the staff 
will be announoed in future orders.
