the fresdmen's barean, 1o advancs supplies
to planters st tho rate of about $1500 for
overy twenty bands employed, has boea
yocelved by (ho planters with mony ex-
prosslons of sulisfaction. Alrcady many of
them have visited the city for the purpose
of availing themselves of Lbe lberal offer
of the government. For the monvy comes
from the government, or rather lrom con-
gress, whioh ropresonts the republican party
of the United States. Planters who bad
grown despondent at the gloomy prospects
beforo them, now express themmolver ua
quite hopeful. 1t fs well konown to every
man who §s st all scqualatod with thie
State that a conslderable numbor of the
planters have boen serlously erippled fn
Aheir means by overfiows, bad managoment,
the fall in the price of colten, nad in some
lustances powibly by damages Inflicied on
the crops by worms, Thoy stund to-day
entirely without resonrcen. Their fuctors
are unable 1o sdvauce the weans (o pre-
pare for tho next crop, or unwilling (o do
%0 on terms less favorable than nearly ruin-
oat. Not a barrel of pork or of meal, not
& dollar's worth of wupplics of any kind
cun bo obtained by them in this market ot
soy other without the cash, which they
must obtaln by borrowleg. And If any
ono would know the rale of lolerest be
would have to pay lot bim apply for a loan
atone of our banks. No mobey csn be
ruised in tuls city oo the soourity of a lea on
crops net yet plsnted. Sowething more
tangible s required.  And where credit
can be obtained the planter Is obliged to
pay inthe end & round rate Interest for the
mooey avd & lmndsowe ecommlsion for
purchasing the supplies.
