G e n t l e m e n — I have nothing of importance 

to report to you touching this department 
for the past month. The number of meu 
employed was much smaller than has been 
employed for many years by this department 
lor cleauiDg the public streets.

There is much need of repairs on many of 
the streets paved with round stone, more 
especially in the first district near the great 
centre ot trade, between Julia aud Canal 
streets. At the pre«cnt time the city has no 
ballast nor paving Band on hand for that 
purpose, and 1 have been uuab'e to attend 
to it in consequence.

Many of the round stone paved streets 
through which the right of way has been 
lately given to railroad companies have been 
very imperfectly replaced; in some places 
they are nearly impassable from this cause. 
If I am to be held responsible for their con­
dition it will be necessary that this depart­
ment be furnished with the necessary ma­
terial to make such repairs as these com­
panies may neglect. Your honorable body 
should lose no time in providing for tho 
cleaning of the draining canals, both as a 
matter of public health and economy, for if 
the proper season for the performance of the 
work is allowed to pass by, it will be hard to 
count the cost in life and money, besides 
which the work of this department will bo 
rendered so much easier.

For the winter mouths, and during the 
cold weather, I have ordered the dumping 
the offul from privato houses at tho head of 
SL Joseph and Orange streets, for tho pur­
pose of filling up the batturc.

G en t l e m e n —Your committeo have tho 
honor to report upon the following subjects

Upon the communication of the City Sur­
veyor staiiug that Frank Marquez, 
tractor for building shcllronds on Con­
stance, Firet, Eighth, and Ninth streets, had 
failed to comply with the specifications of 
his contracts, and that said contractor had 
up to the date ol tho City Surveyor’s com­
munication failed to repair tho roads in a 
proper manner, and that said contractor 
had disregarded repeated notifications from 
said Surveyor to make needed repairs. 
Your committeo would report that 
on the 24th ultimo they made a 
careful inspection of CoBstance, First, 
Eighth, aud Ninth streets, compsiring the 
work with the specifications under which 
the contracts were sold and executed.

The specifications for all these roads re­
quire a coating of twelve Inches of good 
shells well rolled with a 6000 pounds roller, 
so that when well compressed aud made 
solid there should be a thickness of six 
inches of shells, aud that they be maintain­
ed for one year iu perfect good repair and 
condition ut the expense of the contractor, 
ten peijccut of the amount paid by tho city 
for building these roads to bo retained in 
the city treasury in guarantee of the faith­
ful performance on the nart of the con­
tractor of this portion of his contract.

From the appearance of Constance street 
tho four blocks from Calliope to Melpomene 
streets were fairly constructed, approximat­
ing nearly to tho requirements of the speci­
fications, but this portion of the road con 
not be considered to be in good and 
proper repair and condition necessary 
when a road is to be turnod perma­
nently over to the city until it is first fur­
nished with a coat of two inches of shells, 
as d irected by the City Surveyor. That por­
tion of the road from Melpomene to Race 
street has tho appearance of never having 
been so well constructed as tho portion 
above mentioned, as there are several bad 
places in it, but had the requirements of the 
City Surveyor to put on this part of the road 
three inches of good sheila been complied 
witli it would bo in good order. The action 
of the City Surveyor in refusing to receive 
this road from the contractor, and to issue 
to him the certificate for the ten per cent 
retained iu guarantee was proper and rivht, 
and as it is thi Surveyor’s duty to examine, 
and upon his judgment to receive or reject 
the work upon this und all new roads, and 
thus protect the interests of the city, his 
action in this matter was the only course by 
which the city's right* wuld be secured.

Since making tne examination of Con 
stance street, we are informed by tho City 
Surveyor that the contractor has recon­
sidered his action in the matter of bringing 
suit to compel the issuing of the certificate 
for ten per cent retained, and that said con­
tractor is now making tlio repairs called for. 
We, therefore, recommend that the matter 
be still left in the hands of tho City Sur­
veyor. aud action on the port of the Com 
monCouudl be suspended for the present.

The shellroads on Firet, Eighth, and 
Ninth streets are generally iu bad order, 
cleariy showing from their present appear­
ance that they weTo not faithfully built ac­
cording to specifications, and that they have 
not beeu “kept in perfect good repair and 
order.” Their present condition is not cred­
itable to the city, and not what the travel­
ing public have a right to expect. Sonic
{tortious of the reads last mentioned have 
ittlo resemblance to shellroads at all.
Your committeo therefore recommend 

that these roads be repaired by th e  city a t 
tho expense of the contractor, deducting 
from the ten per cent retained in guarantee 
iu the city treraury the amount of th e  ex­
