At least three thousand freedinen were 

prevented, it is said, from voting at Hayne- 
ville in Lowndes county, in consequence of 
the mismanagement of the polls at that 
place by the board of registration, who 
were in sympathy witn the rebels, and 
opposed to the constitution. It is said the 
sheriff, an officer specially iostructed by 
General Hayden to keep order and the 
peace, made a most unprovoked assault 
upon one of tho managers of the election, 
because the manager had made some pro­
test against the outrageous conduct of said 
sheriff.

At least two thousand persons were pre­
vented from voting for the constitution at 
Union Springs, Bullock county, during the 
late election, in consequence of the oppo­
sition of the managers of the election.

At Wetutnpka there were crowds of 
bitter rebels armed at the polls, and as 
white Union men would vote^ this armed 
mob would hiss and howl at them. The 
managers of the polls refused hundreds of 
votes because names were not printed cor­
rectly on the poll lists. In Lee the scenes 
ef 1860 and 1861 were re-enacted, and all 
kinds of threats and intimidation used to 
prevent votes from being polled.

In Bullock county at least 2000 freed­
inen were prevented from voting. In 
Lowndes county, the rebels took entire 
control of the ballot boxes, and destroyed 
them, so that no vote can be counted from 
that county. In Choctaw, organizations 
are formed to run all Union white men out 
of the county who voted for the constitu­
tion. In Pike county, treedmen were kept 
from the polls by armed men. In Macon, 
armed men stood at the polls, swearing 
that “no negro should vote there.’’

But one place of voting was opened in 
Barbour county, and that at Clayton. The 
polls at Clayton were not opened until 
about 12 o’clock on Wednesday, but as 
soon as"the polls were opened, the votes 
were taken in with a rapidity unprece­
dented in the history of voting, until Friday 
evening, the registrars not receiving the 
notice of extension during Saturday.

At almost every poll in every county 
organized baxds of armed rebels crowded 
the polls, and claimed the right to chal­
lenge every vote cast, thus making voting 
tedious, and otherwise hindering votes 
from being cast, thus proving con­
clusively that no impartial election can he 
held in Alabama only under the protection 
of a military force. Iu a large number ot 
counties the polls were kept open only two

There is no excuse for the inefficiency of 
mail transportation acd delivery in Louisi­
ana, Mississippi, and Texas, unless it may 
be found in the indifference of mail con­
tractors and postmasters. If this is the con­
trolling cause, the remedy should be 
promptly applied. There is no good reason 
why letters and papers can not be trans­
mitted as fast as passengers can travel, 
while it is notorious that letters due here 
in two or three days are frequently eight or 
ten days behind time. We propose to agi­
tate this subject frequently, until the proper 
efficiency is infused into Southern mail 
management from postoffice clerks to mail 
contractors.

The signs of tbe times look somewhat 
propitious, as though a better day was 
dawning to dispel that gloom that is hang­
ing over the depressed and overburdened 
industries of tbe nation. There is deficiency 
ot production, and a still greater deficiency 
threatened, while non-producing capital, 

iously employed, has been going on per­
fecting its arts and processes by whioh the 
productive industries of tho country have 
been literally robbed. The issue is 
being rained In a most distinctive 
form between producing and non produc­
ing capital. Mr. Sherwood, who has an­
nounced himself as a candidate for the 
presidency, is taking the lead. In connec­
tion with this great scheme for a national 
system of equal rights, equal speed, cheap 
freight railways, ho has taken the appeal 
to the producing interests. If we mistake 
not, his appeal will be regarded by the 
people with that friendly consideration 
which ail public benefactors deserve.
