The state of Louisiana snail 
never assume nor pay any debt or obliga­
tion contracted or inenrre aid of the 
rebellion; nor shall this state ever in any 
manner claim from the United States or 
make any allowance or compensation for 
slaves emancipated or liberated in any way 
whatever.

Art. 130. Ail contracts made andjentered

TITLE VII.—PUBLIC EDUCATION.
A rt . 135. The general assembly shall es­

tablish at least one free public school in 
every parish throughout the state, and 
shall provide for its support by taxation or 
otherwise. All children of this state be­
tween the ages of six (C) and twenty-one (21) 
shall be admitted* to the public schools or 
other institutions of learning sustained or 
established by the state, in common, with 
out distinction of race, color, or previous 
condition. There shall be no separate 
schools or institutions of learning estab­
lished exclusively for any race by the state 
of Louisiana.

A rt . 136. No municipal corporation shall 
make any rules or regulations contrary to 
the spirit and intention of article one hund­
red aud thirty-five (135.)

A rt . 137. There sh ill be elected by the 
qualified voters of this state a superintend­
ent of public education, who shall hold his 
office for four years. His duties shall be 
prescribed by law, and he shall li 
supervision and the general control of all 
public schools throughout this state. He 
shall receive a «alary of live thousand dol­
lars per annum, payable quarterly on his 
own warrant.

Art. 138. The general exercises iu the pub­
lic schools shall be conducted in the En­
glish language.

Art. 130. The proceeds of all lands here­
tofore granted by the United States for 
the use and support of public schools, 
and of all lands or other property 
which may hereafter bo bequeathed 
for that purpose, and of all lands which may 
be granted or bequeathed to the state, and 
not granted or bequeathed expressly for 
any other purpose which may hereafter be 
disposed of by the state, and the proceeds of 
all estates of deceased persona to which the 
tate may be entitled by law, shall be held 

by the state as a loan, and shall be and re­
main a perpetual fund on which the state 
diall pay an annual Interest of six percent, 

which interest, with the interest of the trust 
fond deposited with this state by the United 
States, under the act of congress approved 
June the twenty-third, eighteen hundred 
aud thirty-six, and the rent of the unsold 
lauds, shall be appropriated to the support 
of such schools, aud this appropriation shall 
remain inviolable.

Art. 140. No appropriation shall be made 
by the general assembly for the support of 
any private school, or any private institu­
tion of learning whatever.

Art. 141. One half of the funds derived 
from the p^ll tax herein provided for shall 
be appropriated exclusively to the support 
of the free public schools throughout the 
state, and the university of New Orleans.

Art. 142. A university shall be established 
and maintained in the city of New Orleans. 
It shall be composed of a law, a medical, 
and a collegiate department, each with ap­
propriate faculties. The general assembly 
shall provide by law for its organization and 
maintenance; Provided, That all depart­
ments of this institution of learuiug shall be 
opened in common to all students capable 
of matriculating. No rules or regulations 
shall be made by the trustees, faculties, or 
other officers of said institution of learuiug, 
nor shall any laws be made by the general 
assembly violating the letter or spirit of the 
articles under this title.

A rt. 143. Institutions for the support of 
the insane, the education and support oftl 
blind and the deaf aud dumb, shall always 
be fostered by the state, and be subject to 
such regulations as may bo prescribed by 
the general assembly.

TITLB V III.—MILITIA.

Art. 144. It shall be the duty of the gen­
eral assembly to organize the militia of the 
■state; and ail able-bodied male citizens be­
tween the ages of eighteen and forty five 
years, not disfranchised by the laws of the 
United States and of this state, shall be sub*„ 
ject to military duty.

Art. 145. The governor shall appoint all 
commissioned officers, subject to confirma­
tion or reaction by the senate, except the 
staff officers, who shall be appointed by 
their respective chiefs, and commissioned 
by the governor. All militia officers shall 
take and subscribe1* to the oath prescribed 
lor oiAcora of the Uuited States army and 
the oath prescribed for officers iu this state.

A rt . 146. The governor shad have power 
toi'call the militia in.to active service lor the 
preservation of law and order, or when the 
public safety may require i t  The mllitlu 
when in active servico shall receive the 
same pay and allowances ra officers and 
privates, as is received by officers and pri­
vates in the United States army.
TITLE IX.-<~MODE OF REVISING THE CONSTITU­

TION.
Art. 147. Any amendment or amend­

ments to this constitution may be proposed

in the senate or house of representatives,
and if the same shall be agreed to by two- 
thirds of the members elected to each 
house, such proposed amendment or amend­
ments shall be entered on their respective 
journals, with the yeRs and nays taken 
thereon; and the secretary of state shall 
cause the same to be published three 
months before the next general election for 
representatives to the general assembly, in 
at least one newspaper in every parish in 
the state in which a newspaper shall be 
published. And 6uch proposed amend­
ment or amendments shall be submitted 
to the people at said election; and 
If amajority of the voters at said 
election shall approve and ratify such 
amendment or amendments, the same shall 
become A part of this const itution. If more 
than one amendment shall be submitted at 
onetime, they shall be submitted in such 
manner and form that the people may vote 
for or against each amendment separately.

TITLE X.—SCHEDULE.
Art. 149. The ordinance of secession of 

the state of Louisiana, passed twenty-sixth 
of Jauuary, eighteen hundred and sixty-one, 
is hereby declared to be null and void. 
The constitution adopted iu eighteen hund­
red and sixty-four, and all previous con­
stitutions in the state of Louisiana, are de­
clared to be superseded by this constitu­
tion.

Art. 149. All rights, actions, prosecu­
tions, claims, contracts, aud all laws in 
force at the time of the adoption of this 
constitution, and not inconsistent there­
with, shall continue as if it had not been 
adopted; all judgments and judicial 
sales, marriages, and executed contracts 
made in good faith, and In accordance with 
the existing laws in this state, rendered, 
made, or entered into, between the twenty- 
sixth day of January, eighteen hundred and 
sixty-one, and the date when this constitu 
tion shall be adopted are hereby de !ared 
to be valid, except the following laws:

“ An act to authorize the widening of the 
new canal and basin," approved March four­
teenth, eighteen hundred and sixty-seven.

"Au act to amend and re-enact the 
one hundred aud twenty-first section of an 
act entitled, ‘ An act relative to crimes and 
►flenses/” approved December twentieth, 
lghteen hundred and sixty-five.
“ An act for the punishment of persons 

for tampering with, persuading, or enticing 
harboring, feeding, or secreting la­

borers, servants, or apprentices,” approved 
December twenty-first, eighteen hundred 
and sixty-five.

An act to punish, in certain cases, the 
employers of laborers and apprentices,” 
approved December twenty-first, eighteen 
hundred and sixty-five.

“ Au act in relation to exemption from 
state, parish, and city taxes for the years 
eighteen hundred and sixty-two, eighteen 
hundred aud sixty-three, eighteen hundred 
and sixty-four, and eighteen hundred and 
sixty-five, in certain cases.” Certified six­
teenth March, eighteen hundred and sixty- 
six.

“ An act granting ferry privileges to C.
K. Marshall, his heirs, or assigns.” Ap. 
proved March tenth, eighteen hundred aud 
sixty-six.

An act to authorize the board of levee 
commissioners of the levee district in the 
parishes of Madison and Carroll to issue 
bonds,” etc., etc. Approved March twenty- 
eighth, eighteen hundred aud sixty-seven.

Section third of “ An act to organize the 
police of New Orleans, aud to create a police 
board therein.” Approved twelfth Febru­
ary, eighteen hundred and sixty-six.

A rt. 150. The laws relative to the duties 
of officers shall remain in force, though 
contrary to this constitution, and the 
several duties be performed by the respect­
ive officers, until the organization of the 
government under thiB constitution.

Art. 151. The general assembly shall 
provide for the removal of causes now 
pending in the courts of this state to 
courts created by or under this constitu­
tion.

TITLE XL—ORDINANCE.
Art. 152. Immediately upon.the adjourn­

ment ot this convention this constitution 
shall be submitted for ratification to the 
registered voters of the state, in conformity 
to the act of congress parsed March second, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-seven, entitled 
“ An act to provide for the more efficient 
government of the rebel states,” and the 
acts supplementary thereto.

A r t . 153. The election for the ratification 
of the constitution shall be held on Friday 
and Saturday, the seventeenth and eight­
eenth days of April, eighteen hundred and 
sixty-eight, at the places now prescribed by 
law; and the polls Bhall be kept open from 7 
o’clock A. M. to 7 o’clock P. M. At that 
election all those in favor of ratifying the 
constitution 6hall have written or printed 
on their ballots “For the constitution,” and 
those opposed to ratifying the constitution 
shall have written or printed on their bal­
lots “Against the constitution.”

Art. 154. In order to establish a civil gov­
ernment, as required by act of congress, 
passed March twenty-third, eighteen hund­
red and sixty-seven, an election shall be 
held at the same time and place at which 
the constitution is submitted fur ratification 
for all state, judicial, parish, and municipal 
officers, for members of the general assem­
bly, and for congressional representatives, 
at which election the electors who are 
qualified under the reconstruction acts of 
congress shall vote, and none others; Pro­
vided, That any elector shall be eligible to 
any office under any municipal corporation 
in this state.

Art. 155. At the election for the ratifica­
tion of the constitution, and for officers 
of the civil government as required 
by congress, all registered electors may vote 
in any parish where they have resided for 
ten days next preceding said election, and 
at any precinct iu the parish, upon presenta­
tion of their certificates of registration, 
affidavit, or other satisfactory evidence that 
thtey are entitled to vote as registered elec­
tors.

A rt . 156 .-The same registrars and com­
missioners who itliall be appointed by the 
commanding geriernl of- the fifth military 
district to superintend the election for the 
ratification or rejection of the constitution 
shall also, at the san.a time and place, su- 
pei^utend the eleptlota for all officers and 
representatives herein ordered; provided 
they be authorized so to act by the com­
manding general. And in case the com­
manding general should not so authorize 
said registrars aud commissioners, the com­
mittee of Beveu appointed by this conven­
tion t£> take charge of the whole matter of 
th ; ratifleatinn of the constitution and the 
election of civil officers shall appoint one reg­
istrar for each parish in the state, except the 
pririshof Orleans, and oneth each district of 
the parish of Orleans, counting Orleans 
right bank as one district, who shall, each 
in his parish or district, appoint a sufficient 
number of commissioners of election to 
hold the said election for the said civil offi­
cers and representatives at the same time 
and place as herein provided for.

Art. 157. Returns shall be made in dupli- 
cate, sworn to by the commissioners hold­
ing the election, and forwarded within three 
days thereafter to the registrars of the par­
ish or district. The registrars shall immedi­
ately forward one copy of said returns to 
the chairman of the committee of seven, 
appointed by this convention, who shall, 
within ten days after the last return has 
been received, make proclamation of the 
result of said election.

Art. 158. All civil officers thus elected 
shall enter upon the discharge of their du­
ties on the second Monday after the return 
of their election shall have been officially 
promulgated, or as soon as qualified accord­
ing to law, and shall continue in office for 
the terms of their respective offices herein 
prescribed, said terms to date from the first 
Monday in November following the elec­
tion.

Art. 159. The general assembly, elected 
under this constitution, shall hold its first 
session in the city of New Orleans cn the 
third Monday after the official promulgation 
aforesaid, and proceed immediately upon its 
organization to vote upon the adoption of 
the fourteenth amendment to the consti­
tution of the Uuited States, proposed by 
congress, and passed June thirteenth, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-six; said general 
assembly shall not have power to enact any 
laws relative to the per diem of members, 
or any other subject, after organization, un­
til said constitution pi airier ftoent shall have 
been acted upon.

a r t . 160. All registrars and commission­
ers appointed under this constitution 
shall, before entering upon their duties 
take and subscribe the oath of office pre­
scribed by congress, approved July second, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-two, entitled 
“An act to prescribe an oath of Offie 
said oath of office shall be administered to 
each registrar by the chairman of the com­
mittee of seven and to each com mil 
by the registrar appointing him.

A rt . 161. All registrars, commits 
and other officers necessary to carry into 
effect the provisions of this ordinance, ex 
cept as otnerwise provided for by the re 
construction acts of congress, shall be paid 
out of any funds raised by virtue of the tax 
ordinance adopted by the convention, De 
ceraber twenty-fourth, eighteen hundred 
and slxtv-sefen, not otherwise appropri
