THE UNHOLY ALLIANCE.
The attempts made by the New Orleans

Tribune to sell and transfer a portion of the 
Republican vote to the support of the 
rebels, although relating to a matter of 
deep concern to the people of the state, is 
well calculated to amuse those who witness 
its bimgling performances. Ever since 
that paper could not with imperial sway 
dictate its commands to the Republican 
party and have them obeyed with slavish 
subserviency, it has turned its back upon 
its former loyal supporters and allied itself 
with the followers of such traitors as Eeau- 
regard and Bragg. -Rule or ruin” is the 
maxim by which its political course is 
governed.

The plain meaning of all this is, that the 
rebels are to be allowed to have the parish 
and city offices, provided they throw away 
their votes for Crane and Taliaferro, 
pretty little arrangement between the 
Tribune and the Times of “ tickle me and 
I ’ll tickle you,” looks well on paper, 
but it can't min.

Fortunately for the cause of reconstruc­
tion and of liberty and equality in this 
state, the motives of these contracting par­
ties are understood. The exposures we 
have heretofore made of the results to 
which the Tribune's course would inevitably 
lead have now been verified. A paper 
which falsely proleaaed to be Republican, 
sad in a spirit of extraordinary and indecent 
vanity claimed the power to cast tbe bal­
lots of onr colored fellow-citizens just as it 
pleased, finding itself checked in its spirit 
of selfishness, and its attempts at dictation 
in Its opposition to tbe nominees ot the 
Radical Republican party of Louisiana, has 
gone over to the enemy, and now co-oper­
ates with the New Orleans Tunes, and the 
Kenoers, Beauregards, and Braggs of con­
federate infamy.

How these parties are to settle the ques­

victory certain, notwithstanding all 
combinations of rebels, belters,

both branches of the national legislature 
must have much to commend it, and we
are much mistaken if it is not received with 
pleasure and satisfaction throughout the 
entire country. The unanimity with which 
the bill was passed is the more remaikable 

hen it is remembered that the secretary ol 
tbe treasury addressed to the finance com­
mittee of tbe senate a letter strongly re­
monstrating against the measure, and de­
claring that if it were passed tbe revenue 
would be so curtailed as to render it im­
possible to carry on the government with­
out an iucrease of the public debt. Mr. 
McCulloch complains that the reduo 
tion consequent upon the abolition 
ot the cotton tax’, added to that 
which would follow the passage of the then 
proposed bill, would amount to $120,000,- 
o00. He is strangely forgetful of the fact 
that congress has not taken his estimates of 
last December as the figures at which the 
expenditures of the government would 
stand for the next fiscal year. The total of 
Mr. McCulloch’s estimates lor the year end­
ing -Tune 30,1800, including the interest on 
the debt, was $"72,000,000. But by judi­
cious and timely retrenchment congresRbas 
made it possible to carry on the govern­
ment for the next fiscal year for $250,000,- 
000, thereby saving $122,000,000, which 
Mr. McCulloch would otherwise have de­
manded of the people. Thus the relief now 
to be afforded by the exemption of manufac­
tures from taxation is thoroughly justified, 
and the people may thank their represent­
atives fer saving to them just that amount 
of money, which would otherwise have 
gone into the coffers of the public treasury, 
there to be locked up with the already 
enormous sum which the secretary of the 
treasury always keeps lying idle.

The new law goes into operation on the 
first day of April. Its effect is to relieve 
from the present internal revenue tax all 
articles of domestic manufacture except 
gas, illuminating, lubricating, or other min­
eral oils, or articles made from crude pe­
troleum, wines, and distilled or iermented 
spirits, and all the uianufactureb of tobacco. 
Articles made from petroleum are to be 
taxed at one-half the present rates, and 
manufacturers whose sales exceed $10,000 
annually are to pay two dollars for every 
$1000 above $10,000 of sales.

This will do very well for a beginning— 
and we hope it is only a beginning in the 
good work of still lurther lightening tbe 
burdens of taxation. The true principle 
of direct taxation is to select those things 
that are not essential to the comfort and 
health of the citize.i—that he cau dispense 
with, if he pleases, without injury to him­
self and to his family--and which are 
luxuries only; and tax these f.o heavily 
that the necessaries and comforts of life 
may remain free. The sum of $200,000,000 
ought to be derived f rom whisky alone; the 
people now pay that sum every year, but 
instead of going into the coffers of the gov­
ernment it is diverted into the pockets of 
the “ring.’’ Bat even if the tax were 
reduced to one dollar and twenty-five cents 
per galloB, and this sum was honestly col 
looted and paid over, no other direct tax 
wouid be required. $125,000,000 from 
whisky and $150,000,000 from the tariff 
would carry on the government with all 
possible ease. The income tax, the stamp 
duty, the tax on 9ales, and the fees for 
licenses, could all then be abolished. These 
are still felt as burdens; but the whisky 
tax is not felt at all. Let congress, in an­
ticipation ot the beneficial results that will 
flow from the expulsion of Mr. Johnson 
from office, resolve mat the whisky tax 
must be collected, and then it can at once 
relieve the country from all its other 
burdens.

Aud this unknown writer “traduces our 
people” does he ? What people? The 
great army of loyal people in Louisiana 
who love their country, and believe that 
country to be the United States of 
America? The ninety thousand loyal 
voters who are in a few days to 
bring the state with rejoicing into a new 
road to prosperity? No. He does not 
traduce them. If he did he would be 
in the eyes of Camp street a most delight­
ful gentleman. “Our people” whom he 
ventures to criticise are the little army of 
rebels and their flunkies who nurse their 
spite, and think themselves able now, as 
they once were, to muzzle free thought and 
free speech by threats of “popular scorn 
and indignation.” which if carefully nursed 
might grow into actual violence.

In the pleasing and pastoral times when

Wh e r e The act of congress of the 

twenty-third of March, 1807, sets forth an 
one of the purposes of the assembling of 
this convention “ to establish a civil gov­
ernment for the state;”

mitted by this convention, or with the law 
fql authority of the district commander, 
exercised in pursuance and furtherance of 
said acts and provisions, but shali be in co­
operation with and furtherance of the same. 
Their authority shall extend to all matters 
of execution or detail ntot tally provided for 
in said reconstruction acts and constitution, 
and in case of the non-action of any officer 
of the state, or district commander, or any 
omission in carrying out said law, regula 
tions, or ordinances, or detail “necessary to 
carry into eff.ft the purposes” of said act, 
according to tlu-ir letter or spirit.

Be it further ordained, etc , That they 
shall bo empowered for the administration 
of oaths of oflice and the issuing of commis­
sions to act in case of vacancy or the non- 
action or omis.-ion to perform their duties 
of any or all elective officers.

lie it further ordained, etc., That it shall 
be the duty of said board to tix the salary 
aud regulate the duties of all officers of 
elections ordered to be held by the recon­
struction acts and the constitution, and the 
salary and expenses incurred in carrying 
this ordinance into effect, shall be paid 
upon the certificate of the chairman of said 
committee, out of any funds raised by the 
tax ordinance of this convention, passed 
December J4. lso7, not otherwise appropri­
ated: Provided, That the board offregistrars 
shall not have the power to fix their salaries 
at a greater sum than $5 per (lay.
