tolored men cf Louisiana:—The grandest 

hour of your life is at hand All that is 
dear to you in this world is at stake. If 
you fail to do your duty n o w , the tears and 
sweat of the next twenty-five years can not 
wash out the error. Ou the s e v e n t e e n t h  

and eighteenth daye oi Atbil will be held 
the state, parish, and city elections. At that 
election you will be called upon to ratify 
the n e w  C o n s t it u t io n . That constitution 
Is your political B ib l e . By its provisions 
all your rights as m en  and c it iz e n s  are 
secured to you. It makes you the po l it ic a l  

eq u a l  of any and every w h it e  man in  

L o u isia n a . It declares that you and yonr 
children shall never be sl a v e s  again. It 
gives yeu the right of f r e e  s p e e c h  and f r e e  

m e e t in g s . It opens to you all places 
of public amusement, and gives you equal 
rights on all steamt#eats and railroad cars. 
By that constitution you may be elected 
to any eflice ia the state: you may be 
armed and equipped as a part of the state 
militia, and your children may attend any 
public school in the state.

But you must vote for this constitution 
or yon can not enjoy these rights. Re­
member that your old masters, the Demo­
crats, do not offer you any kind of a con­
stitution. They are opposed to your 
voting, and will do all they can to defeat 
the constitution which offers you so many 
blessiugB. Do not vote the ticket which 
they vote, and you will vote right. When 
they say n o , you say y e s , and th e  constitu­
tion will be ratified, the state will be 
saved, and you will have all your rights.

The adoption of this constitution will 
bring prosperity to Louisiana. Our levees 
will be rebuilt; Northern men will come 
with money and settle among us; and the 
rich men of the North will invest their 
funds in the lands and trade of our state. 
You will then obtain higher wages for your 
labor, and in a short time you will be rich 
enough to buy a little farm. And in the 
possession of your property you will be 
protected by well organized courts and by 
a powerful militia force composed of Union 
men.

To secure the adoption of such a consti­
tution It k  your duty to make any sacrifice.

Do not 
fail to take your registration papers with 
you on the day of election, and if any of 
yon have not registered, go at once and get 
your papers.

Colored men of Louisiana, you are in the 
majority in this state. You are Eighty 
T housand  strong. If you all vote one way 
the constitution will be adopted, bnt yonr 
greatest danger is you may divide among 
yourselves, and if yon do. All is L ost. In 
your Union there is S t r e n g t h . All vote 
one way.

Let us warn yon of another danger. 
There are three tickets in the field—one 
Democratic, one Republican, and another 
that is said to be Republican. If yon di­
vide and vote on the two Republican tick­
ets, the Democrats will run in between and 
carry the state. Suppose there are one 
hundred and twenty-five thousand votes 
polled. Now, suppose you divide, and 
fbrty thousand of you vote for Warmotb and 
forty thousand vote for Taliaferro and for­
ty-five thousand Democrats vote for Baker.

order. They have had enough of rebels 
and their plans for governing the country, 
and their business has suffered immensely 
in consequence of following the advice of 
secession leaders and office-seekers. They 
are new determined to vote for their own 
interests as a class, and in this they con­
sult the interests of the whole people. 
Wbea commerce thrives all branches 
of ludustry prosper. The Bulletin has seen 
the bandwriting on the wall, and caught 
the spirit of our mercantile community, 
and lays down some propositions concern­
ing the new constitution which are founded 
on truth and which consequently must 
astonish its Camp street cotemporariee. 
The same paper is equally explicit in stat­

That proverbial insanity which precedes 

and betokens destruction has received a 
new and striking illustratien in the con­
duct of the Democratic central committee 
in nominating E. Abell for the office of 
judge of our chief criminal court. Their 
nominations as a batch are absnrd enough, 
and have already been bitterly repudiated 
by aJarge portion of their press and party, 
but in presenting the name of Abell they 
have exhibited a madness which surely 
preludes defeat. If the man had learning 
we might pardon bis want of dignity and 
discretion. If he had dignity and discre­
tion we might pardon bis want of learning. 
If he had a natural sense of justice we 
might forget his former politics. If his 
former politics bad been such as to give 
promise of an educated regard for right 
we might forget his want of any natural 
sense of justice. But as he is, his nomina­
tion, in the dark comer of a committee-room, 
to the office in question, is an insult to our 
community. He represents nothing but ig­
norance and intolerance. During the short 
time he was on the bench he was every 
thing that a judge ought not to be. His 
instructions to petty juries, instead of en­
lightening them, only had the effect to fill 
their minds with a little et ibe gioss dark­
ness that clouded his own. His charges to 
the grand jury, instead of calling their at­
tention to matters of public interest within 
their jurisdiction, were adapted only to in- 
fl iine their hearts with a little of his own 
political malice. To convert his court into 
a mass meeting, in which he might rant 
against congress, against Republicanism, 
and against the rights of the colored man, 
was his daily delight. To cause the mem­
bers of the convention of I860 to be in­
dicted because they were mobbed and mas­
sacred, was the crowning glory of his offi­
cial career.

This, in brief, is the man whom the Dem­
ocratic committee in their secret caucus 
have decided to put upon the bench of our 
chief criminal court.

years heaped reproach, misrepresentation, 
ridicule, and contempt on this class of onr 
citizens, it now appeals to them to reject a 
constitution which eonfera on them the 
rights of true manhood. A vulture with 
a carpet-bag would be a prodigious sight, 
indeed, but not qaite so astounding as this 
logic^of the Flunky. There is an old say­
ing that “when the sky falls we shall catch 
plenty of larks.”

The politicians oi the South who before 

the war proclaimed themselves the especial 
friends ot the people, and for their own sel­
fish and mercenary purposes urged them 
into a war to destroy the government of the 
United States,now proclaim that their rights 
have been invaded by the legiolation of con­
gress, which confers upon all the loyal peo­
ple the right of franchise, and the right to 
participate in the administration of the 
government.

By what authority did these demagogues 
obtain the exclusive right to control the 
destinies of the people, communities, and 
states ? Where did they obtain authority 
to vote and exclude from suffrage other 
men because their complexion did not hap­
pen to be white ? All governments repub­
lican in form are derived from the people, 
and the demagogues who now proclaim 
from the rostrum er through the press that 
only a portion of the loyal people are en­
titled to vote will be forced to the conclu 
sion that the franchise once conferred by 
congress on a class of men to whom it has 
hitherto been denied will never be taken 
from them.

Demagogues may excite the passions and 
inflame the prejudices of the classes whom 
they address, but they can never revoke 
the decree enfranchising the race that was 
loyal to the government of the United 
States in its hour of deepest peril. The 
sooner, therefore, the sway of passion and 
prejudice yields to reason and inevitable 
destiny, the sooner will prosperity be re­
stored to the South.

EEBEL REGISTRATION.
The rebel cry now is “ register, register,”
