GRAND REPUBLICAN MEETING IN CONGO

To the thousands who came from the 
meeting to the Republican office, and 
greeted us with cheers and good wishes, 
we return our hearty thanks.

“ THE TELEGRAPHIC LIE.”
Under this heading the Picayune of yes­

terday quotes from the New York Tribune 
of the twenty-eighth ult., to the effect that 
lion. Thomas W. Conway was the author of 
the dispatches sent to that paper concern­
ing the “grand rebel carnival } which oc­
curred here on the occasion of the late 
firemen's parade, and that any persons 
desired further particulars concerning 
that disgraceful affair might comrifttnicate 
with him in this city

The Picamie also compliments the 
Tribune for gmng the name of the individ­
ual who sent those dispatches.

The plain truth ot this matter is that a 
week since Mr. Conway published in the 
Free South, a paper published in this city, 
a letter addressed to the New' York Tribune 
averring that he was the author of the dis­
patches in question, and proving by ex 
tracts from the rebel papers themselves tha 
in all material points they were true. Mr. 
Conway's telegrams to the New York Trib- 

stated that cheers were given by fire 
companies for Jefferson Davis and for 
Major General Hancock, and that “Dixie” 
and the “Bonnie Blue Flag-’ were placed 
in our streets, etc., and they might truth­
fully have stated that the whole affair was 
a disgrace to this city, to this community, 
and to the Major general commanding this 
district.

Lut it seems that the president of the 
Associated Press of this city also tele­
graphed North through the agent of the 
New York Associated Press, denying the 
truth of Mr. Conway's telegrams.

Now, that there was a “grand ovation to 
treason" on the fourth of last month in 
front of the St. Charles hotel, during 
which the air rang with cheers for 
the arch-rebel and traitor, and in the 
presence of thousands of our citizens, and 
that it was recognized and publicly ac­
knowledged by Jefferson Davis, are facts 
which will not be denied by any sane man 
in New Orleans. The Picayune, edited and 
owned by the gentleman who sent the 
telegraphic denial referred to, on March 
5 says:

Quite a number of the fire companies yes­
terday presented themselves before the 8t. 
Charles hotel and paid their respects to Jef­
ferson Davis, whom to name is enough to 
call forth the most respectful homage of a 
people who ever honor high-souled devotion 
to principle and fidelity to his own convic­
tions of rieht and duty. Men may differ as
to the rightfulness of his course. None 
doubt his sincerity, iortitude, or courage

i it.
The Times and ( rescent have exhausted 

icurrility and billingsgate in denunciations 
of Mr. Conway and “ that telegram,” and 
yet the latter on March 5 says:

Mechanics' 6, Jackson 18, Washington 20, 
Pelicau 4, Perseverance 13, Orleans 21, Mis- 
sippi 2, and other companies, remembering 
that Jefferson Davis was a guest at the St.
Charles hotel, stopped at that place and ser- 
anaded him. Mr. Davis appeared upon the 
balcony and bowed his acknowledgments.
The throng that had gathered in the neigh­
borhood, anxious to catch a glimpse of the 
ex-chief of the confederate states, rushed up 
stairs, itnd for half an hour Mr. Davis was 
engaged in shaking bauds with every one.

One o f the most significant and pleasing 
demonstrations that occurred yesteiday;
(March 4) was the marked respect paid by 
the fire department to General Hancock.

As they marched in procession by his 
quarters on Camp street national airs were 
played, and every company, in  passing, un­
covered in respect to  him.

The New Orleans Bee o f  the same date 
sa y s :

Among the incidents o f the day was a ser­
enade to Jefferson Davis, as elsewhere 
noticed. Mrs. Davis herself looked on with 
manifest interest as the procession passed 
by the balcony a f the store of Mr. Uiiten- 
berger, on Camp street, near Commercial

filace, where she was seated with her fam- 
ly. * * * * Thousands of

spectators enjoyed the spectacle at some 
point or another as the procession passed. 
General Hancock was, o f  course, duty com ­
plimented.

On March 16 the editor o f the Picayune 
telegraphed North. “ The only truth con­
tained in the dispatch (that o f Mr. Conway) 
was that Jefferson D avis was then in the 

city, and that six  companies o f  firemen 
carried the United State* fl?*.” “ Tele­
graphic Ue,” “ lying telegram,” are not nice 

phrases, bat they com e with an exceedingly 
bad grace from our Camp street cotem­
poraries. Their course in this matter should 

receive from all truthiul and honorable 

m en the sternest rebuke and condemna­
tion. The personal abuse with which 

they are honoring Mr. Conway is like that 
whieh the same papers gave to the loyal 
correspondents of the Northern press after 
the July m assacre; but the greater their 
abuse the higher w ill Mr. Conway be e s ­

teemed by  loyal men.
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JAMES G. TALIAFERRO.
For weeks this gentleman has been pub­

lishing an electioneering letter as a  stand­
ing editorial in the Exchange alley organ, 
purporting to be addressed “to the people 
of Louisiana." It consists mainly of pati- 
tudes and flashy generalities of which 
we have nothing to say, but it begins with 
an assertion which is amazing from a mac 
of the age and position of Judge Talia­
ferro. He says : “Having been placed be­
fore the people of the state as a candidate 
for the office of governor by the Repub­
lic an party of the state of Louisiana.' This 
assertion is untrue. “ The Republican 
party of the state of Louisiana” has held 
but one State Nominating convention, and 
in it Judge Taliaferro received but 
five or six votes for the “ office 
of governor; ” and that convention 
did nominate Judge H. C. Warmoth “ for 
the office of governor,” and did unani­
mously ratify that nomination. There is 
no preteuse of any other state convention, 
or that any other nomination for governor 
has been made. James G. Taliaferro has 
“ been placed before the people of the 
state as a candidate ” only by his own mis­
guided. reckless ambition, and the deter­
mination ot the New Orleans Tribune to 
rule or ruin the freedmen of Louisiana. 
These facts are so well understood that 
without rebel votes he will be more igno- 
miniously defeated in the state than he was 
in the Nominating convention. But the 
rebels, with the unerring instinct of prairie 
wolves, have discovered that the Taliaferro 
of to-day is not the Taliaferro of the past; 
that the weakened intellect, and the 
unfixed political principles which allow 
him to endanger the success, nay, the very 
existence of the Republican party of Lou­
isiana. to gratify personal aspirations and 
ambitions prove that he is as 
good a tool for their use as 
one taken from their own immediate ranks. 
Again, he was born and reared in the 
school of elavery, and was himself an 
owner of men, women, and children, and 
the lessons and habits of youth and early 
manhood are likely to form the character 
and govern the conduct in old age. These 
considerations doubtless influenced the 
rebels to adopt Judge Taliaferro as their 
candidate, and they are doubtless encour­
aged by their great success in winning and 
using the apostate. Andrew Johnson. But 
Andrew Johnson has cost loyal men and 
the Republican party much too dearly for 
them ever to forget his treachery, and it is 
fortunate that the disloyal press and people 
of Louisiana have indicated their prefer­
ence for Taliaferro before the election.

There are now but two candidates for 
governor, and the lines are plainly drawn 
between them. The Rebels, Democrats, 
Copperheads, and Conservatives will vote 
for James G. Taliaferro; the Republicans 
will vote for Judge H. C. Warmoth, the 
candidate they hare nominated, and whom, 
God willing, they will elect.

ISSUE OF CITY CURRENCY.
From the report of the treasurer it ap­

pears that the amount of city currency is 
sued by the administration of 18G1-1862, 
in excess of that destroyed, was $1,492,- 
620 25. The amount issued by the mili­
tary government of the city, in excess of 
that destroyed, was $1,897,510. The 
amount issued by the Monroe administra­
tion, in excess of that destroyed, was $1,- 
164,230. The present city administration 
has destroyed $67,958 more of the city cur­
rency than it has issuedj'and all its issues 
have been made for the sole purpose of 
supplying small notes to take the place of 
large notes.

On the twenty-sixth of March there was 

$1,486,408 25 city currency in circulation, 
$2,656,850 25 of which was issued by the 

rebel administrations of 1861, 1862, and 

1866, and $580,000 was issued by the mili­
tary administration for the payment of old  

bonds on account o f the consolidated debt 

o f  previous administrations. Thus it ap­
pears that the rebel municipal administra­
tions are responsible for the issue of $3,- 
236,850 25 o f the w hole city  currency in 
circulation.

The military administration running from 

the spring o f 1862 to the spring of 1866 

issued $1,897,516, $580,000 o f  %hich was 
to pay old  bonds. The present city ad­
ministration has reduced the issue in the 

amount o f $67,958, and this, too, under 
very embarrassing circumstances.

he rapid editorial writer of the Bulletin 
who i* generally correct, but sometimes 
glances at a proposition and gets the fig­
ures m ixed, has m ade an inexcusable 
blunder in stating that the present city  

administration has issued $1,702,772 more 

currency than it has destroyed. The writer 
was led into the blunder by deducting from

$67,958, instead o f  stating that the amount 
destroyed by the present administration 
was $1,838,688, or $67,958 more than the 

issue.

itures. It has paid $67,958 o f  this indebt­

For weeks past the buying and selling 

and cheating in tlie political rings outside 
of the Republican party have been remark­
able, even in the state of Louisiana. But 
at last the cunning of the TrOmne people, 
the energy of ex-Governor Wells, and the 
perseverance of Stille, Field, and others 
of that ilk have won the day, and the 
rebels have gone over to Taliaferro for 
governor, Taliaferro and Roudanez for the 
United States senate, and the whole of the 
rn&une-Taliaferro-Wells programme. It is 
quite delightful to observe the amiable 
simplicity with which the Democratic lead­
ers have Yvalked iuto the trap so kindly 
opened by Taliaferro, and so sweetly baited 
by Wells and the Tribune. Of course tie 
Democrats are promised an ample “consid­
eration” for their votes. They will have 
an exceedingly good time in getting it.

There is trouble in the Democratic camp 
in New Hampshire since their defeat at the 
recent state election. Now that corruption 
has failed of its object, charges of cheatiug, 
stealing, etc., arc 'freely bandied. J. Ware 
Butterfield, secretary of the Democratic 
state committee, has resigned in disgust, 
publishing a letter in which he talks of 
Democratic villainy, Democratic money, 
and railroad influence, all of which, no 
doubt, is well founded. It is intimated that 
Mr. Marshall, chairman of the state commit­
tee, will probably also resign, and that a 
split in  the party is inevitable.

ORDINANCES CREATING THE BOARD,

NOTICE TO TAX COLLECTORS AND SHERIFFS,

Com m ittee R oomp, Bo \:

The board of registration was organized 
by the election of S. B. Packard, chairman, 
and R. C. Richardson, secretary.

On motion, resolved, that the following 
ordinance aud resolution creating said 
board, aud fixing its duties, be published iu 
the official paper of this board:

ORDINANCE.
Whereas, The act of congress of the 

twenty-third of March, 1867, sets forth as 
one of the purposes of the aasenibliug of 
this convention “ to establish a civil gov­
ernment for the state:**

Be it ordained by the people of Louisiana 
in convention assembled, That a board of 
registration for the state be appoiuted by 
this convention, to consist of seven members 
thereof, whose term of office shall begin 
with the adjournment of the convention, and 
end with the inauguration of state officers, 
as provided for in the constitution.

Be it further ordained, etc., That it shall 
be the duty ot said board to elect a chairman 
from amoug its members, and a secretary, 
and that all public notices, proclamations, 
and orders shall be signed by the president 
and attes'ed by the secretary.

Be it further ordained, etc., That the said 
board shall have power and authority to 
make rules, regulations, and orders con­
cerning the registration of voters, the duties 
of registrars, the holding of elections, the 
duties of commissioners of the respective 
polls, the making of returns, and the an­
nouncement of the result of the election: 
Provided, That such ruleri, regulations, and 
orders 6hall in no wise conflict with the pro­
visions of the act known us the reconstruc­
tion act, or with the schedule or ordinance 
contained iu ttie constitution to be sub­
mitted by this convention, or with the law 
ful authority of the district commander, 
exercised in pursuance and furtherance of 
said acts and provisions, but shall be in co­
operation with and furtherance of the same. 
Their authority shall extend to all matters

and in case of the non-action of any officer 
of the state, or district commander, or any 
omission in carrying out said law, regula 
tioii8, or ordinances, or detail “necessary to 
carry into effect the purposes’’ of said act, 
according to their letter or spirit.

Be it further ordained, etc., That they 
shall be empowered for the administration 
of oaths of office aud the issuing of commis­
sions to act in case of vacancy or the non­
action or omission to perform their duties 
of auy or all elective officers.

Be it further ordained, etc., That it shall 
be the duty of said board to fix the salary 
and regulate the duties of all officers of 
elections ordered to be held by the recon­
struction acts and the constitution, and the 
salury ■ind expenses incurred in carrying 
this ordinance into effect, shall be paid 
upon the certificate of the chairman of said 
committee, out of any funds raised by the 
tax ordinance of this convention, passed 
December 24, 1867. not otherwise appropri­
ated: Provided, That the board of registrars 
shall not have the power to fix their salaries
