nouncement of tne result of the election : 
Provided, That such ruleu, regulations, and 
orders shall in no wise conflict with the pro­
visions of the act known as the reconstruc­
tion act, or with the schedule or ordinance 
contained in the constitution to be sub­
mitted by this convention, or with the law
