This advance would 
make an aggrega > in ten years of four mil­
lion five hundred thousand dollara, instead 
of two million, which it is proposed to sell 
the markets for. He estimated that for the 
next two years the market revenues 
would be paid in greenbacks and 
for the remaining eight years in gold 
and silver. He maintained that the 
small amount and small payments now 
proposed would not appreciate the city cur­
rency, and would ntteny fail to accomplish 
the purpose! intended. He was unwilling 
to support the plan and bear the reproaches 
with which Ills fellow-citizens would justly 
upbraid him if he did support it. The pre­
sent city administration is not responsible, 
he said, for the condition of tho currency, 
and the only practical thing for it to do is 
to wait lor the Legislature to authorize the 
city to fund the debt.

L ond o n . May 5, Midnight.—In the House 
of Commons Mr. Gladstone referred to the 
Duke oi Richmond's assertion in the House 
of Lords that the Queen left it to the min­
istry to dissolve Parliament whenever they 
pleased. He said such a power was uncon­
stitutional, as it left the ministry at liberty 
to deal with questions that have not yet 
arisen. He asked for an explanation of that 
statement, and contradicted Mr. Disraeli’s 
statement in the House.

Disraeli said there was no discrepancy be­
tween his statements. He had offered to 
resign, but the Queen had declined it. His 
advice to the Queen was to dissolve Parlia­
ment when business permitted. Disraeli 
stated that the right to dissolve Parliament 
was ouly reserved iu case an issue on the 
Irish church question should be pushed by 
the others.

He gave a 
lengthy and able charge, sustaining the 
constitutionality of the civil rights bill, 
holding th it  freedmen are citizens, cot by 
virtue of Congressional legislation but by 
ran&titutional law. beimr born on the soil.

Constitution of the United States proposed 
by Congress, and known as ‘article four­
teen/ and said article shall have become s
Sart of the Constitution of the United 

tates.” These and other provisions of tbe 
reconstruction acta clearly show that what­
ever government mar exist in Georgia be­
fore the fulfillment of the above conditions 
must “ bedeemed provisional only.” The 
ninth section of the supplementary recon- 
strnction act, passed July 19,1867, ‘Tequirea 
all officers elected or appointed tinder the 
provisional government of a State, to take 
•and subscribe the oath of officeprescribed by 
law for officers of the United States.” Thia 
makes a condition of eligibility to office 
under a provisional government very mate­
rially different from either eligibility to 
registration as a voter, or eligibilitv to office 
under the provisions of the proposed con­
stitutional amendment.

Before entering upon his dutie?, a pro­
visional officer is required, among other 
things, to swear that he has neither sought 
not accepted, nor attempted to exercise the 
functions of any office* whatever, under any 
authority or pretended authority in hostil­
ity to the United States.

Mr.-------held office under the authority
of the State of Georgia while that 8täte was 
in hostility to the United. States. He is 
consequently ineligible to office under the 
provisional government. It Î3 not deemed 
necessary here to discuss the effect this 
view of the law may have as to other 
officers. But legislation has tc be taken 
while the State is yet under provisional 
government; and the members oi the Légis­
lature must be qualified to hold office under 
that provisional government.
