Resolved, That we ex officers, soldiers, 
and sailiirs of Louisiana iu mass meeting 
assembled declare our choice for President 

ioldicr who has led the armies of the 
United States to victory.

Resolved. That we heartily indorse Gen­
eral U. S. Grant lor our next President, in 
whom we put our trust to put down all 
rebellion and restore the country to peace 
and prosperity.

Resolved, That our delegates to tlie Chi­
cago National Soldiers’ aud Sailors’ Conven­
tion are hereby instructed to sustain and 
use all their iufiueuce and power to secure 
th nomination of General U. S. Grant at 
the approaching Presidential election.

Which were unanimously adopted us ex­
pressing the sense of the meeting.
