Be it o. daimd by the Constitu­
tional GoiiXkxLionaß Mate o f Louisiana,
That the sheriff and t  x collectors of the 
State, exceptofr v city of New Orleans, Or­
leans Right Ba -, and parish of Jefferson, 
nhall give notice to the taxpayers of their 
respective parishes to pay the tax of one 
mill perceut, levied by ordinance of the
twenty-fourth December, 1867, by this Con­
vention; and thirty days after servie«? of said 
notice, those who shall not have paid the 
tax due by them shalli be considered in de
fault, ami the sheriffs and tax collectors 
shall exact un additional tax from such per­
sons ot tioeniy-Jive per cent upon the sum due 
by them for the first default, and an addi­
tional tax often per cent to be computed on 
the original tax for every subsequent thirty 
days said persons shall continue to be in de-

G e n t l e m e n — In the event of the non- 

acceptance of the proposition of Mr. Patric k 
Irwin to purchase the revenues of the 
markets iu block for the term of ten years, 
and the failure of the Council to accept the 
lottery scheme of Mr. Bernard Avegno 
(which by the way is worthy the considera­
tion of the Council). I respectfully beg 
leave to offer the following as one of the 
modes fo* retiring the circulation of the 
city now no longer a currency:

able the same year of assessment. * Ail the 
cash payments to be made in the circula­
tion of the city by the year ending in De­
cember, 1870; all the notes will be taken up
and destroyed, and an abominable city debt 
of lour millions of dollars wiped out 
without the payment of any interest.

For the tutortnatiou of any who wish to 
purchase the market reveuues, I give the 
Beef market, Second District, as an exam 
pie. This market contains 208 stalls, and 
sold, for this year only, at au average of 
sixty-four cents per stall per day «ith the 
city raoue; at ten per cent discount. With 
the mouey at from thirty to forty per cent 
discount the stalls brought for the ten 
year» offered an average of thirty-eight 
cents per stall. The rent for beef «tall*, 
charged by the city is twenty-five c«*uta per1
stall, but the privileges given the farmers 
for each animal slaughtered and offered fur 
sale are so great that some of the stalls are 
knowp to vield over five dollars per day. 
There is no better investment for city money 
than the purchase of the revenues of the 
markets.

The wharves and levees are in fine con­
d i t i o n ,  better thau they have been for many
years. By their sale we get rid of an euor- 
mous drag on the treasury. If you will ex 
Hminc the Ostroller's reports since the 
day o» co solidatiou you will find that not 
a dollar has ever been realized from the 
reveuues after deducting the exp'-n-tes of 
repairs, etc. The first sa e made was for a 
term of three years and brought a hand­
some uet revenue to the city, fhe second

Whereupon Mr. Sullivan stated that this 
matter had alr«My bet a brought before the 
Finance Committee,who had examined into 
the matter aud who considered the com­
plaint a just one, and had reported the fol­
lowing resol utlfcl, which he obtained a sue- 
pension of the fees to introduce :

A calculation had originally been made on 
the basts of $5 » 00,000 of the paper to bo 
retired from circulation. That calculation,
however, has licen submitted to a natural 
modification, since it now appears that the 
currency does n *t exceed $4 000,000. Th« 
latter being assumed as the amount of cir­
culation, we have accordingly altered our 
calculations as well as the drawings of the 
obligations.

To sum up the question, the proposition 
is to effect a conversion of the city paper to
the amount of $4.060.000, in consideration 
of a sum total ot $6,6U0 000 lor the payment 
of interest sud the complete quenching of 
the capital in a period of ten years and in 
monthly quotas, the payment of which to 
be guaranteed ior some fixed and determined 
day, as the essence of the plan is involved 
in its certainty.

Slitfuld the Gity Council accept his basis, 
the projectors on their part will bind them­
selves iu a guai an tee for the pay meut with a 
like punctuality of the premiums attaching 
to the obligations, aud liable to be reim­
burse dj^t each of the drawings.

That guarantee we propose to supply 
through a bauk deposit specially devoted to 
that object.

On this basis of $4,000,001* the projectors 
calculate that the sum ol $6,680,000 paid in 
a period of ten years, at the rate say of 
$.53.000 per mouth, the projectors assuming 
the payment of the premiums, will extinguish 
the total debt and interest at 7.30 per annum.

The city shall offer for public subscrip- 
tiou 200,000 obligations only, ot $20 each, 
iu order to cover the sum required tor the 
retirement of its notes. But besides the e 
it will reserve 50,000. on which neither in­
terest nor capital shall accrue,and the num­
bers of which only shall participate iu the 
drawiugs aud bo the ouly ones sold for 
chances in the projected premiums.

This being established und accepted, tlie 
force of our calculations will demonstra­
tively poiut out to the Council profits ia 
which the citv will be admitted to share, 
and which will, consequently, reduce iu a 
sensible degree the amount which is neces­
sary as a basis for the success of the «per- 
ation.

Ac it seems patent to us that the city of 
New Orleans could not for the fiint months 
supply the monthly quotas of $55 000 to 
meet the terras of the conversion aud of 
the sinking ot ifs debt, we engage to pro­
cure them for it for a period of three 
mouths, namely, to supply it with the suin 
of one hundred and sixty-five thousand dol­
lars. which shall be reimbursed between the 
third and fourth months of the operation.

The two hundred thousand obligations of 
the issue shall not be delivered by the city 
except as against the tender of its notes, in 
proportion as from time to time said obliga­
tions shall have been subscribed.

As to the fifty thousand which will not 
have been subscribed for, and which will 
exclusively be used for the drawings, they 
will in like manner remain in the possession 
aud control of the city.
