When the Jimplecate pitches into the 
Tangipahoa Jiaimer of Light, or the Amite 
City Stars and Stripes, country people 
think that the hair is actually flying. But 
when the great Chicago and St. Louis 
papers “ go in ” the cudgeling is indeed 
really glorious. According to the St. Louis 
journals Chicago has the best selected and 
most audacious rascals of any city in the 
world, and more of them: also the bluest 
beef, the sharpest sales, the biggest boasts, 
and the hollow est credits: her buildings 
are made of splinters and shavings; whole 
streets are liable to tumble down at any 
moment: the whole city had in fact recent­
ly a narrow escape from being blown 
ftway.

But the Chicago Tones has ripped tb«’ 
climax by calling the ice furntebed for the 
use of the unhappy people “ frozen night- 
soil,” declaring that the great drainage 
problem which has so long distracted the 
city has finally been solved by compelling 
the people to ‘ swallow the sewerage,and 
intimating that wh°n the people of the city 
are thus compelled to swallow themselves 
they ought to be capable of sharp things.

Iu New Orleans our City Fathers have 
condemned U3 not exactly to swallow but 
to snuff our “sew erage.” The odorous lakes 
of filth in the rear of the city threatening 
pestilence are monuments to official inca­
pacity that outranks the seventy individ­
ual stinks of Cologne, and actually smell 
to heaven.” Let the City Fathers be com­
pelled to take up their residence on the 
banks of the cess pool, and our word for 
it the great drainage question will be set­
tled in three days.

The hangers-on around coffeehouses 
and street corners are generally in sympathy 
with the rowdie-, and it is considered à 
capital good joke to defy the police. That 
low and despicable character a “bully” re­
ceives more attention, and cau receive 
more votes in 3 demoralized city than a 
man of unswerving integrity and uniforrr.

The remedy, the only remedy,is an impar­
tial and rigid enforcement of the laws. 
Those who are orderly and industrious 
should be protected, while outlaws and va­
grants, irrespective of race, should be se­
verely punished.

With 
ample security topersonjund property our 
country can be prosperous even under our 
present Constitution, bad as it Is.
