THEE FREEDMEN AND THE PUBLIC
L8,

We stated s few days ago that between
four and five thousand colored children are
in regulsr aitendance ot the eighteen pub-
lie schools devoted to their instruction in
New Orleans, These schools owed their
origin mainly to the Freedmen's Dureau,
and the conditions under which they were
turned over to the city authorities seem to
have been faithfally complied with by the
latter, so far as the appropriations have
permitted.

Perbaps five hundred children of freed-
men atlend private schools in the city, and
some fifteen hundred children belong-
ing to what were formerly known as “free
people of color™ are also receiving exoel-
lent imstruction in private schools. In.
cluding schools of every Kind, not half—
perbaps not one-third of the colored chils
dren of New Orleans are provided for in
the way of edncation of even the most
elementary kind. Taking the whole State
the proportion is even mmch smaller. In
fact, we regret to say that in the whale
State of Louisiana, with about eighty-five
thousand  registered colored  voters,
there are to-duy probably less than ten
thousand colored olildrea in regular
attendance at school, And this notwith-
standing the great and noble efforta of the
Freedmmen's Burean, of charitable associa-
tions at the North, and of the freedmen
themselves, We do not mention this as »
discouraging circumstance ; we wish only
to indicate the magnitude of the work to
be done. The simple fuct that there are
ten thousand colored children in
Loulsiana receiving instruction at schoo! Is
tself a most wonderful and encouraging

Many
planters have not yet finished scraping, i. e.
thinning out and cleaning the young plants
frem early grass and weeds. Some of
them have replanted the fields already rav-
aged by the worm in corn, a plan which
we frust will be generally followed, as
there is yet plenty of time to make a geed
corn crop.

Many planters claimed that the destruet-
ive ravages of the cotton worm in 1804 re-
sulted from the circumstance that the flelds
hud not been cultivated for two or three
years. Everybody sald that the worms
would not come two years in succession;
oonsequently whoever had money, or conld
borrow it in 1865, and especially in 1866,
weat into the planting business. The re.
sult we all know. Tt is evident that there is
butlittle ifany whoily really veliabie knowl-
odge of the laws that govern the generatien
and advent of this ephemeral but ravenous
creature. Bome sclentific Tight npon this
all important subject is certainly a great
desideratum.§ We bope that the incoming
State Government will put us in the way of
getting the results of the hest knowledge
and experience thereapon.

The schools st Opelousas and Wash-
ington. fn St, Landry parish, were broken
up some months ago. Teachers recently
seqt to both of these places report that they
dare not reopen theschools.
