THE VICE PRESIDENTIAL NOMINATION

The National Executive Committee.

Tlie Chicago papers have very full report! 
of the proceedings of the Republican 
National Convention at Chicago. The lim­
ited space in our columns precludes the 
entire republication of the proceedings.

The time having arrived to receive the 
reports of committees, that on resolutions 
was called:

T h e  P l a t f o r m .

Colonel Thompson, of Indiana, chairman 
of the committee, said:

The committee to whom the subject of 
preparing resolutions for this Convention 
was referred have instructed me to submit 
to the Convention the following report:

The Union Republican party of the United 
States, assembled in National Convention 
in the city of Chicago on the twentieth of 
May, 1868, make the following declaration 
of principles:

I. We congratulate the country on the 
assured success of the restoration policy of 
Congress as evinced by the adoption of all 
the measures of Congress for the reconstruc­
tion of the States lately in rebellion—the 
Constitution securing equal civil and polit­
ical rights of the people—and we regard it 
as the duty of the government to sustain 
these States, and to prevent the return in 
them of anarchy and misrule.

II. The guarantee by Congress of equal 
suffrage to all loyal men of the South was 
demanded by the considerations of the pub­
lic safety, of gratitude, and o! justice, and 
must have meaning. Still, the subject of 
suffrage in all the loyal States properly be-

to the people of those States.
We denounce all forms of repudiation 

as a national crime. The nation requires 
the payment of the public indebtedness 
with the utmost good faith to ail the credit­
ors. both at home and abroad, not only ac­
cording to the letter, but the spirit of the 
laws uuder which it was contracted.

IV. It is due to the labor or the nation 
that taxation should be reduced, as far as 
the public interest will permit.

V. The national debt, contracted as it 
has been for the national salvation, should 
be extended over a fair period for redemp­
tion,and it is the duty of Congress to reduce 
tbe rate of interest thereou, whenever It 
can honestly be done.

VI. The best policy to diminish our bur­
den of debt is to improve her credit, so that 
capitalists eball loan us money at lower 
rates of interest than that now paid—a most 
important benefit—to pavas fast as possible 
consistent with our agreements—to warn 
off all repudiation, threatened or suspected.

VII. The government of the United States 
should be administered with the strictest 
economy; and the corruptions which have 
been so shamefully nursed and fostered by 
Andrew Johuson call loudly for radical ré 
form.

VIII. We profoundly deplore that the un­
timely and tragic death of Abraham Lincoln 
should require the accession of Audrew 
Johnson to the Presidency; he has acted 
treacherously to the people who have elected 
him, aud to the cause he was pledged to

»ort; has usurped high legislative and
juS/cial functions; ke has refused to execute 
the laws, and has used his high office to 
influence other officers to ignore and violate 
the laws; haa employed his executive power 
to render insecure the proper peace, liberty, 
and life of ail citizens: he has abused the 
pardoning power; has denounced the Na­
tional Legislature as unconstitutional; has

Speech of Speaker Colfax.
As wc have already been informed by 

telegraph, a large number of the Repub­
licans of Washington complimented Gen­
eral Grant and Speaker Colfax with sere­
nades on the night their nominations were 
made public.

Weed's room at the Astor House, with 
Messrs. Weed, Woolev, Hastings, of Albany, 
General Sheridan ana Mr. Shook present.

Mr. Wooley afterward left for Washington.. 
Several obscure dispatches passed between 
Messrs. Wooley and Weed, which Mr. Weed 
did not understand beyond that they refer­
red to impeachment. Messrs. Shook and 
Hastings came to Washington.

The above is based ou Mr, Weed’s evi­
dence. It is then shown that Mr. Wooley 
had ten thousand dollars at one time ana
