Two young men whose residence û  i 

Ouachita pariah arrived  in  New Orleaae a 
day or two .since, having been compelled 10 
leave the ir homes by the persecutions and 
annoyances to  which they have been sub­
jected by the rebel sympathizers o f tha t 
section. Both o f them resided there before 
the war. and one o f them, who was in  the 
n in th  Connecticut vo lunteer in fan try  during 
a considerable period o f the war, wraa dur­
ing tha t time severely wounded and is now 
a pensioner o f the government.

He ia a Republican, and tha t is his great 
offense; b u t added to  th is is the fact tha t as 
a commissioner o f election at Trenton pre­
cinct, Ouachita pariah, he would not violate 
his oath o f ofiice and com m it frauds in  the 
election to aid the Democrats. He applied 
to the commanding officer o f the post at 
Monroe, Captain Webb, for m ilita ry  protec­
tion, but was afforded none.

The parties who have threatened Mr. B ut­
ler uIbo broke in to  the office o f the election 
commissioners on the days o f election v iith  
arms in  the ir hands, threatened the lives o f 
the commissioners, and drove colored men 
from the Dolls.

In  tha t parish numerous outrages are 
committed against ind iv idua l Republicans, 
but the m ilita ry  decline to  in terfere.

A tld re a s  o f  P re s id e n t H n w le y ,
This is the address o f Mr. Hawley, the 

President o f the Republican National Con 
ventiou at Chicago, on tak ing  the chair:

Gentlemen of the Convention—I tender 
you my most g ra te ful thanks for the high 
honor you have conferred upon me. Deep­
ly  impressed by a sense of the responsibility 
of the position, I earnestly so lic it your in ­
dulgence and your aid.

Arkansas admission wu3 up. Mr. Drake 
opposed admission u n til the fourteenth 
artic le  became part o f the fundamental law 
of the land, m aintaining tha t twenty-eight 
States were required to ra tify , aud that 
Ohio and New Jersey had a r ig h t to recall 
assent. M r. Drake added: There is no h u r­
ry : we have done w ithou t these States seven 
years and can do w ithou t them seven 
mouths longer. This produced a sensation.

The Senate went in to  executive session 
and adjourned.

House—The commerce committee re­
ported a b ill a llow ing im portations for the 
Western States to be appraised and paid for 
at d ts tina tion— creating Ohio, Illino is , and 
Missouri collection d istricts, and making 
Chicago, C incinnati, and St. Louis ports o f 
entry. Passed, to ti4.

The Ind ian b ill was resumed, when the 
corruption committee introduced a resolu­
tion  instructing the sergeant-at-arms to f it 
up a guard room in  the capito l for Mr. 
Woolley’s confinement.

The Democrats iu  the House are s till 
fillibustering, and business progresses slow­
ly, w ith  a call o f yeas aud nays on every 
excuse which offers.

The Senate rejected Thomas Sims as 
l  nited States Marshal o f South Carolina.

General Schotield’.s nom ination was dis­
cussed. The d ifficu lty appears to  lit in  the 
verbiage o f his nom ination, which reads, 
‘ •Vice Stanton, removed.’’

Affairs a t the war office remain un­
changed.

Mr. Drake’s movement opposing the im ­
mediate admission o f Arkansas creates as­
tonishment. I t  is not known who w il l fo l­
low his lead. The Senate is divided in to  
four parties on the subject.

The Senatorial caucus considering Mr. 
Forney's resignation adjourned to  Monday. 
When the acquitta l Senators entered, 
Messrs. Wade, Chandler, Cattell, aud other 
extreme Radicals withdrew.

Ex-Senator Fogg, o i North  Carolina, is 
among the applicants for Mr. Forney's place.

I t  is believed th a t Secretaries Seward, 
Randall, aud McCulloch w il l soon retire 
from  the Cabinet. I t  is asserted positively 
that Secretary McCulloch w il l re tire  on the 
first o f  June.

The b il l extending the c ity  charter has 
become a law by the lapse o f ten days.

M r. Stauton's son has resigned his c le rk ­
ship in  the war office.

A t half-past ten P. M. the House parsed 
a resolution confining Woolley iu  the guard- 
room o f the capito l under police u n til he 
•ha ll fu lly  answer, and no one shall com­
municate' w ith  h im  h i w riting  o r verbally 
except by order o f the House.

I t  is thought this resolution w il l be re­
considered to-morrow.

The resolution introduced by the corrup­
tion  committee to-day was that the sergeant- 
at-arms be instructed to  t it up two rooms as 
guard house in  the caoitol.

Mr. Bingham adm itting  they were for 
Woolley’s occupancy, moved the previous 
question.

The Democrats filibuste red  fo r a short 
time, but were stopped by Mr. Colfax, who 
ru led tha t continuing tne managers as a 
committee continued to them all tne p r iv il­
eges pertaining to them as managers, whose 
business could not be delayed by but one 
motion, to adjourn.

Other bones were 
found belonging to  a dragon whose 
wiqgs were eighteen feet; and subse­
quent discoveries justified  the  be lie f tha t 
auother o f these “  scaly”  creatures, reason­
ing from like  analogy, had wings twenty- 
nine feet flora t ip  to  t ig . He was perfectly 
satisfied tha t dragons are among the extinct 
reptilia, and tha t they wer« both o f aquatic 
und terrestria l formations. As to the fiery 
qualifications elleged to  have belonged to  
these creature», there m ight even be a 
shadow o f reasoning alleged. Mauv o f 
them—those o f aquatic formation—fed on 
fish, aud the decomposed particles remain 
ing in  tho teeth o f the reptile being h ig h ly  t 
phosphorescent, may have given to  the 
dragon’s mouth an appearance of fire, and 
thun orig inated the lauo ilu l and fr ig h tfu l 
legends w ith  which the dragon is a lw a ja   ̂
