absent the unpaid taxes were funded by the 
issuing ot currency equal to the amount of 
said taxes, w hich currency was to  be de­
stroyed upon the payment of the taxes 
upon which it was based. This rule at first, 
we believe, was generally followed, but in 
after years, when other men filled the offices, 
the issue of currency was largely ificreased 
and soon ceased to represent tha t for which 
it was originally intended. In the mean­
time the expenses of the city went on.

The exact condition of affairs a t present 
is tha t we have a circulation of something 
less than four (4) millions of dollars, which 
is the property of our citizens, while 
on the other hand the citizens owe to the 
city In the shape of unpaid taxes nearly the 
same amount.

After the cessation of hostilities, and at 
the next session of our Legislature a  bill 
was passed and approved March 8, 1866, for 
the purpose of reimbursing parties who had 
paid their taxes. See acts of Louisiana, 
1866, 112, chapter 64.

In the-sam e year another act was also 
passed exempting property which had been 
seized by the Federal Government from tax ­
ation for the years 1862, ’63, ’64, and ’65. See 
acts of Louisiana 1866, p. 234, chapter 121, 
122. The last two acts did not receive the 
signature of the Governor.

On the nineteenth day of February, 1866, 
by Ian act of the Legislature (see act of 
1866, page 41. chapter 24) all State aud par­
ish taxes were suspended till January 1, 
1868, and on March 8, 1867 (see acts of 1867. 
page 7», chapter 47) this act was extended 
to January 1, 1870, and by an act of 1867, 
chapter 149, page 285, all costs aud interests 
on taxes were ordered to be refunded.

The act of 1866, chapter 121,' page 234, 
says: “That all seizures for city taxes tor 
1861,1862, 1863, and 1864 be and are hereby 
postponed until the reorganization of the 
civil municipal government.”
• A city government, so far as the people of 
the city of New Orleans were concerned, 
was eleoted and organized about the first of 
April, 1866. That citv government has since 
been suspended, and one in its place ap­
pointed by the military power.

Now it appears to your petitioners, after 
a careful examination oi all the foregoing 
acts, that the last cited is the only one 
which applies directly to the unpaid taxes 
doe the city of New Orleans; still there are 
those who hold to the contrary. Whether 
this be so or not, one thing is certain, that a 
fair and equitable construction of the acts 
will, we think, shew that the citizen* «f 
New Orleans can not well complain, under 
the circumstances, if they are forced to pay 
up their taxes, and particularly as they can 
do so a t this time with the city money at 
almost forty per cent discount, which dis­
count will far exceed the back interest and 
costa which may have accrued.

The citizens of New Orleans who remained 
a t home have paid their taxes as they were 
assessed, but those who were away are per­
mitted by the Legislature an exemption till 
1870.
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. 3, and the com-
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. ^ . ; one portion of our citizens
and against the other, and any State, city, 
or other corporation which sanctions such 
legislation must inevitably become insol? 
eat.

Your petitU w rs respectfully ask your 
attention to  the said acts, and tha t 
after due consideration you will 1» 
pleased to issue an order setting aside all of 
said acts or so much of them as will permit 
the city of New Orleans to collect at once 
all taxes due to  It. believing as we do that 
such an order at this time will work for the 
general good of both city and citizens.

some general plan as a starting point on 
Canal street for railroads.

The first two privileges granted by the 
city for city railroads are claimed by the 
companies to be exclusive, thereby render­
ing the neutral ground on Canal street of 
no importance to the city, as one rtilroad 
company claims to have control of nearly all 
of the neutral ground.

Canal Btreet, one of the most important 
streets in the city, with its wide banquettes, 
neutral ground, and paved street, did 
through the influence of the property hold­
ers on said street cause the necessary mu 
nicipal legislation which gave the street its 
present attractive appearance.

The large number of city railroads which 
have their starting point on Canal Btreet 
have been located without any regard for 
the appearance or convenience of business 
on said street. Some of the companies have 
their cars standing in the centre of Canal 
street, and others close to the intersections 
of said street. The latter have a tendency 
to obstruct greatly the travel through each 
thoroughfare. Since police regulations 
have been established iu the city of New 
Orleans carriages and cabs have never been 
permitted to stand or occupy the centre 
of the streets. Granting the extension to 
the Crescent City railroad will further em- 
barass Canal street, and we therefore report 
unfavorably.

The city of New Orleans has less debt in 
proportion to the inhabitants and wealth, 
and a smaller rate of taxation, than any other 
large city in the Union.

In 1862, when many of our citizens were 
absent, the unpaid tuxes were funded by the 
issuiug of currency, equal to the amount of 
said taxes, which currency was to be de­
stroyed upon the paymeut of the taxes upon 
which it was based. This rule, a t first, we 
believe, was generally followed, but iu after 
years, w hen other men filled the offices, the 
issue of currency was largely increased, and 
soon ceased to represent that for which it 
was originally intended. In the meantime 
the expenses of the city went on.

The exact condition of affairs at present
that we h tve a circulation of something 

less than four millions of dollars, which is 
the property of our citizens, while on the 
other hand the citizens owe to the city in 
the shape of unpaid taxes nearly the same 
amount.

After the cessation of hostilities aud at 
the next session of our Legislature a bill was 
passed, aud approved March 8, 1866, for the 
purpose of reimbursing parties who had 
paid their taxes. See acts of Louisiana, 
1866, p. 12, chap. 64.

In the same year another act was also 
passed exempting property which had been 
seized by the Federal government from tax ­
ation lor the years 1862, 1863, 1864, and 1865. 
See act of Louisiana, for 1S66, p. 234, chaps. 
121 and 122.

The last two acts 4id not receive the sig­
nature of the Governor.

Now, it  appears to 
your petitioners,after a  careful examination 
of all the foregoing acts, that the last cited 
is the only one which applies directly to the 
unpaid taxes due the city of New Orleans;] 
still there are those who hold to the contra­
ry. Whether thie be so or not, one thing is 
certain, that a fair and equitable 
construction of the acts will show that the 
citizens of New Orleans can not well com­
plain under the circumstances if  they are 
forced to pay up tneir taxes, and particu­
larly as they can do so at this time with the 
city money at almost forty per cent dis­
count, which discount will far exceed the 
back interest and costs which may have

The citizen» of Hew Orleans who remain­
ed at home have paid their taxe» as they 
were m essed , but those who were away are 
permitted by the Legislature an exemptidn 
till 1870. This is doing injustice, and is 
special legislation in  favor of ono portion of 
o a r citizen» and against the other, and any 
State or city which sanctions such legisla 
tion muât inevitably become insolvent.

Y our petitioners respectfully ask your a t­
tention to  the said acts, and tha t att -r due 
consideration you will be pleased to 
issue an order setting aside all of said acts* 
or so n»uch of them as will permit the city 
of New Orleaus to collect a t once all taxes 
due to it, believing as we do that such an 
order a t this time will work for the general 
good of both city and citizens.
