Co..sidcrable time elapsed, when some 

persons standing in front of the office of the 
chief of police saw an army officer walking 
down bt. Charles street accompanied by or 
accompanying J  R. Conway and J. W. Over­
all. They turned down Girod street, and 
thence came down Carondelet aud along 
Lafayette enter ing the side door of the City 
Hall. Iu what seemed to be ten minutes 
after they were seen to turn into Girod 
street the trio  entered the mayor’s office, 
Captain De Russey. of the First United 
States infantry, presenting to Mayor Heath 
an order reading like this :

Captain D e  Russe » — You are hereby di­
rected to proceed to the Mayor's oflice with 
J. li. Couway aud induct him into office.

To this Mayor Heath replied verbally:
I was duly appointed by military author­

ity, and my appointment was confirmed by 
Congress. I know of no election by which 
Mr. Conway was elected Mayer, and I do 
not recognize any authority iu General 
Buchanan to direct that Mr. Conway shall 
enter upou the duties of tha t office.

Captain De Russey then suggested a ̂  the 
crowd arouud the Mayor was quite large he 
should like to ta  k with him more privately. 
The spectators fell buck, and then when 
Captain De Russey suggested th a t he 
should l kc to have hitngo out quietly, and 
did not want any publicity given to the 
proceedings Mayor Heath replied that he 
should not vacate the oflice voluntarily, and 
should not vacate a t all unless he was com­
pelled to by superior force.

CUptain De Russey then said th a t he 
should be compelled to use forc e.

Mayor Heath replied that he could takq 
any course he saw fit.

This he <iid bv putting his 
hand on the Mayor's shoulder.

Captain De Russey immediately went off, 
leaving In the Mayor's office Mr. Conway 
and Mr. Overall among the other spectators, 
and in about half an hour, some two 
minutes before the Mayor’s clock denoted 
tha t the hour of three had arrived, re tu rn ­
ed with Mr. Smith Isard, one of the aids of 
the chief of police, and some half a  dozen po­
licemen, whom it is presumed the com­
manding general instructed the chief to 
furnish.

Heath should turn over the keys of the 
office to him. This he declined to  do unless 
he gave him a writteu order to that effect. 
Captaiu De Russey said he would give him 

tt in  order if he would go over to the 
office of the chief of police with him. He 
did so, and Mayor Hcatli now has the order 
in his possession. They returned to the 
Mayor's office in a few minutes, when Cap­
tain Dc Russey took the keys that were 
hanging up, Mr. Couway in tlie meantime 
having seated himself iu the Mayor’s chair.
