With reference to the plan proposed by
Mr. Avegno fur the payment of the currency 
debt of the city by means of a  lottery, the
undersigned being unable to concur with

to submit the following miuority report: 
We believe tha t lotteries are not pro- 

motive of good, and that they are a  very
ready mode of procuring money from the 
poor and the adventurous, a be whole
civilized world through their governments, 
with few exceptions, have abolished lotter­
ies as a State institution, and we do not be 
lieve it true policy for tho city of New 
Orleans a t this time to attem pt to vie with 
Baden Baden or the valleys of the Black 
Forest.

Our city, with its wealth and favorable 
position for commerce, can pay its debts iu 
a legitimate manner, aud wc think its citi­
zens do not desire to stain her credit at 
home and abroad, which the proposed “ lot­
tery plan." in  our opinion, will do. The 
proposed adventure will keep a cloud over 
the credit of the city for ten years, aud

adoption of such a scheme little save pecun­
iary necessities, which must have reudered 
our ciiy well nigh despicable.

The scheme Is not only unwise but 
lawful. The statutes of 1338 aud 1841 (see 
revised stats, p. 119 and 150) forbid not 
only a lottery but the veuding of tickets of 
lotteries legally established elsewhere, aud 
it becomes the duty of the criminal judge to 
call the attention of the grand jury to the 
act at each term of the court.

fn ly*0 (sec acts ot legitdature, p. 38, 
chap. 21,> au act was passed permitting the 
veuding of tickets by paying a iicenee fee 
of te n ' thousand dollar»" The argument 
used in this case was, that tickets in the 
Havana and other lotteries were eecretly 
and unlawfully sold, and that if the Stute 
put on a heavy license fee the result would 
be to either drive the business out of the 
State, or in case one or two parties should 
pay the license fee they would be u police 
iu themselves to prevent ofheri- from engag­
ing in vending lottery tickets.

By the eleventh section of said act the 
Legislature *ay :

“Nothing contained in the provisions of 
this act shall be construed to authorize the 
establishment of any lottery in this State.”

Thus it will be seen tha t if the city of New 
Orleans enter into the proposed lottery they 
are not only violatine the principles of mo­
rality ond expediency but the statutes of 
our Stute, aud in our opinion every c*tizeu 
openly engaged in this affair is liable to an 
indictmcut by the graud jury.

We are therefore of the opinion that the 
plan proposed by Mr. Avegno should not be 
adopt, d.
