There is no occasion for surprise, conse-
quently, in the fact that complaints both
loud and deep are made that the fees which
be deducts from the nssets in his hands are
outrageously exorbitant and unjust, In
one case, of very recent occurrence, so vig.
orous a protest was entered that Judge
Durell felt compelled to reduce the swelling
bill of the general assignee wpicard of
two thizds of the amount charged! The
reader may possibly be able to conceive
how out of all"proportion the original must
bave been.

As we bave before remarked, a grent
evil and  source of fature trouble in
connection with these Lankruptoy cases

lies in the illegality of the mode of pro-
cedare, Reports already reach us that
dissatisfied parties ars preparing to contest
certain settlements on the ground that the
law has not been complied with in the
regular election of an assignee, and in pub-
lishing the notices in each case after the
manner prescribed by Congress,

There is another grave omission and
gross illegality to which we have not before
adverted, but which should receive the
most serions consideration. Soction thir-
teen of the bankrupt law says:

The judge at any time may, sud spon
the request in writing of any creditor who
en his claim, shall reqaire the sa-
#ignee to give good and sufficient bond to the
United States, with u condition for the fuith-
fal performance and discharge of his duties ;
the bond shall be approved by the Judge or
Re er by his indorsement thereon, shall
ed with the record of the case, and inure
to the benefit of all creditors proving their
claims, and may be prosecuted In the name
and for the benefit of the injured party. If
the assiguee falls to give the bond within
such time ns the judge orders, nof erceading
ten days after notioe to him of such order,
the judge shall remove him, and appoint
unother in his place,

‘We are reliably informed that not in one
of bis six hundred cases has the General
Assignes given a bond * for the faithful
performance and discharge of his duties.”
It is rumored that since we called public
sttention to his proceedings he has given
o sort of genersl bond for ten thousand
dollars; but when we consider the millions
of property in bis bands such s bond is
ridicnlons, and an insult to this community.
Is it possible that the thousands of credit-
ors who *“ have proved their claims,” and
the bundreds of attorneys who are inter-
ested in bankruptoy mits are satisfied with
the ““moral responsibility " of Mr. E, E,
Norton® We think not. Now that their
attention is called tothe matter we believe
they will demand some more kubstantial
security. The law guarsatees it to them
in each separate case, and that < (he bond
shall be filed with the record of the case.”
Can a “ good and suffisient bond ™ be ob-
talned from one assignee in six bundred
different cases, involving many millions of
property, and each requiring a separ-
ate bond?! We think net. Does Judge
Durell think differently ?
