The 
man who stabbed the deceased stood where 
he stabbed him, and witness heard Colonel 
Luckett remark that it was horrHsle, or 
something to thafceflVct, whereupon witness 
told Colonel Lucketc that that man was 
going to die. After this Colonel Luckett 
went into the back part of the room and the 
assassin went ont of the front door, both 
very rapidly. Witness then went outside 
and called the policp; they came over and 
he described to them the fugitive. Witness 
did not see Colonel Luckett any more in 
the room after he walked to the rear of the 
room.

Witness describes the murderer as being a 
man of five feet seven inches, had a dark 
complexion, mustache, and goatee, trimm­
ed and jet black, aud witness thinks he had 
a checked linen sack coat and felt hat. 
but does not recollect the color. He was of 
rather stout in appearance. Witness thinks 
that he will recognize the man again. The 
deceased never spoke a word or made any 
resistance after being struck, and had noth­
ing in his hand during the whole affair. 
The attack commenced about three or four 
minutes after Colonel Luckett and his friend 
came in. Did not hear Colonel Luckett ask 
to send for a physician after deceased had 
been struck.

Louis D. Craig: Knew Major Frank Man- 
ney. Known him four or five years. Took 
a plate of soup with the deceased Thursday 
night At half past eight o’clock in the restau­
rant: never saw the cutting, as witness at 
the time was standing outside of the door. 
The mac that killed tne deceased never said 
a word. The one that it was said had killed 
him had been eating in the restaurant. 
After finishing with the supper, witness and 
deceased started to leave. Witness was 
leaping up against the door on the outside 
awaiting bis friend when the killing oc­
curred. Witness had supposed that de­
ceased was following immediately on be­
hind him. Could not have been leaning up 
against the door more than a minute when 
a man passed witness going out. Did not 
notice him any more than he would any 
other man in a public house. Thinks Col- 
olel Luckett was with him; he had been 
eating dinner with the man that passed wit­
ness in going ou*.
