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THE NEW ORLEANS REPUBLICAN.

It is now nearly six mouthy since the 
present editor and proprietor of the R e­
publican assumed possession of its prop­
erty and editorial charge of its columns.

It owes nothing of consequence, 
or that it can not pay at sight, and its 
assets have increased about twenty thou­
sand dollars.

It is 
with great satisfaction and pleasure that we 
think of this great change in the p ro jects  
of the R e p u b l ic a n , and claim a prominent 
part in the goo 1 work. But it is with much 
greater satisfaction and pleasure that we 
remember the changes which have come to 
Louisiana during the time to which we 
refer. We have held an election by far 
more important than was ever before held 
in this State, we have elected a majority of 
eur candidates, and have ratified a constitu­
tion guaranteeing justice and liberty and 
equality to all men, and one step farther will 
carry us back iuto the Union of States.

The time is rapidly approaching when

So 
far as we can recollect, the Democracy has 
never had an affirmative policy. In most 
of their presidential platforms may be 
found resolutions opposing in general 
terms many of the least popular measures 
of the day ; but in none can be found any­
thing 1 Ä  an original proposition for a new 
policy.

The only claim Mr. Chase has on their 
gratitude arises from his recent opposition 
to impeachment, and his neglect to try 
Jeff Davis. But as he volunteered his serv­
ices ia both instances the Southern Democ­
racy are disposed to let him find his reward 
in a satisfied conscience.

The Western Democracy are decidedly 
unfriendly to Mr. Chfese for several rea­
sons.

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MEETING OF THE LEGISLATURE.
To-morrow at two^ve o'clock the Legis­

lature of Louisiana meets at Mechanics’ 
Institute in this city. After long years of 
warfare, of trial, and of suffering the terri­
ble effects of secession and rebellion are 
passing away. Bat the lessons they have 
taught to our people can never be forgot­
ten, nor can their authors be again trusted 
until they have done works meet for re­
pentance. There will he two parties rep 
resented in our Legislature—the Itepub 
lican party of progress and the reactionary 
Democratic party, and between them there 
ia no affinity whatever. The Democratic 
party is responsible for the wrongs and 
sufferings of secesaion and rebellion, 
has been a pro slavery party from its in­
ception, and is a reactionary party now 
Its battle cry is “The Ihiioii as it was.’’

If it were possible it would even now re­
store to Louisiana the slave oligarchy, 
slavery, and all the sin and ignorance of 
the past Its end and aim will be to ob. 
struct loyal legislation, and to prevent the 
restoration of peace and prosperity under 
the administration of loyal men

It is only to the Republican party that 
our people look tor that legislation which 
will insure the enforcement of the laws, re 
store the credit of the State,rebuild our lev­
ees, erect schoolbouses and churches, and 
make Louisiana peaceful and prosperous. 
To the Republican party are due the glori- 
rieus deeds of the last seven yearB. Its 
measures conquered the rebellion; its laws 
brought freedom to the slave; its members 
of Congress passed the reconstruction laws, 
and finally the Republican party bas made 
and ratified the constitution of Louisiara un­
der which the present Legislature convenes, 
and has elected a majority in each house of 
the Legislature.

BANKRUPTCY.
Parties interested .in the assets of the
famous six hundred” bankruptcy cases 

pending in the United States district court 
have become areused, by the exposures 
made in the columns ef the R zpublican to 
the necessity of looking clesely after the 
general assignee and the fnnds in his hands. 
Proceedings are now daily instituted to 
make Mr. Norton give security that the 
proceeds of sales shall not take unto them- 
aelves wings and mysteriously fiy away 
to Northern watering places, and other ag­
grieved persona come into court and claim 
a lopping off of the many and enormons 
overcharges with which the general as­
signee lengthens oui his bill of costs. 
The presiding judge has been compelled 
to graut these petitions in accordance with 
the provisiona of the law.

By the act of Congress mad the rules in 
bankruptcy adopted by this court all funds 
accruing from the settlement of bankrupt 
estates must be deposited In a bank deeig- 
nated by the jndge, and can be drawn 
thence only by his order. At least this fa the 
statement of a legal 8rm, who have taken a 
rule requiring Mr. Norton to ahew cause 
why he has not deposited assets ia this 
manner. The immediate cause ot notion 
is said to bo the rumor that the 
general assignee baa loaaad a well-known 
fallow citizen the enormous sum 
of two hundred thousand dollars at a 
usurious Interest. We, of coarse, have no 
means of ascertaining the truth of this re­
port, but Judge Dnrell owes it to Ms own 
credit, and to the credit of the tribunal 

which ho so ably preaidea, that the 
matter be thoroughly investigated. The 
mere fact that aach a  rumor baa existence 
betrays a  lanfhntably loeae and unsatisfac­
tory condition of affairs ia the general re ­
ceiver’s office, and should tbo assertion long 
go uacoutradicted most create a panic in 
the minds of the hundreds of oar citizens 
whoa# property, without their soaeent, has 
bee« iatraatediuthe heads af this official.

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THE TEXAS CATTLE TRADE.
We have recently made gome severe 

strictures upon the Texas cattle trade with 
New Orleans, as conducted upon the Mor­
gan line of steamers. Our objeci was two­
fold. First, to call public attention not to 
individual instances, but to an organized 
systeiA of brùtality.

One would hardly fuppose tin t there 
could be found in our enlightened commu­
nity a man so^debased, even by the yellow 
haze of gold, as to deliberately send out 
upon the high seas, under the blazing béât 
of our tropical sun, shipload after shipload 
of cattle, wedged on the main deck like 
sardines in a box. and without one drop of 
water or one mouthful of food provided for 
their sustenance. The shoitest of these 
steamship routes require^ about twenty 
hours. The usual trips require about sixty. 
But when the trips are prolonged to several 
days, aBtbey are apt to be by gulf storms, 
the consequence? are too revolting for 
description. Thir’y, fifty, and one hundred, 
two hundred, sometimes the whole cargo 
of three or four hundred cattle, weak irom 
hunger and thirst and terror, are trampled 
and crushed to death. Sometimes not a 
single live animal is found in the bloated 
mass. A few years ago a steamer was 
lost with all-on board from the swaying to 
and fro of the half living cargo. The Aus­
tin, one of the Morgan steamers, recently 
came into port with five feet of water in 
her hold. One hundred and nineteen 
dead animals were then thrown overboard. 
The rest of tbe cattle, dragged out from 
the bloated mass, and gasping with tbe 
last breath of life, their flesh quivering 
with fever and parboiled by the intol­
erable heat, were sent to the New 
Orleans market. Here the flabby, stringy, 
and diseased beef from these holocausts to 
the “Steamship King” is served out to our 
monopoly-ridden citizens at ti om fifteen to 
twenty-five cents per pound, while the 
most savory beef in the world should be 
abundant at five cents. Passengers who 
pay eighteen dollars on the Morgan ships 
from New Orleans to Galveston, a littfe fur­
ther than from New York to Boston, describe 
the scenes sometimes witnessed on board 
as terribly revolting.

The very mention of these facts—and no 
one bas dared to deny or even to palliate 
them—should exclude the guilty perpetra­
tor of such barbarities from the pale of 
civilized society. The very brutes will 
rise up in judgment against him. Happily’ 
the Legislature of Louisiana will soon con­
vene. Elsewhere legislation has provided 
for the comfort and health of animal as 
well as human passengers when trans­
ported from place to place. If the Legis­
lature of New Yoik could, last winter, 
make Vanderbilt, the “Railroad King,” 
check Hudson river steamboat baggage on 
the Central railroad, we think that tbe 
Legislature of Louisiana will be able to 
make the “Steamship King” treat the brute 
creation as a civilized man should, and not 
as a heathen.

Another object of our strictures is to 
call tbe attention of the public, and es­
pecially of the people ef Texas and of New 
Orleans, to the enermous tax imposed upon 
them by this grinding menopoly. Is it not 
generally affirmed that were it not for the 
secret opposition of Charles Morgan the 
Opelousas railroad would long ago have 
l>een extended to the Texas line? The 
pnblip so understood it. Who does not 
know that the periodical promises of build­
ing these few miles of railroad—only about 
one hundred and eighty miles, of which 
nearly one-half is graded —are a snare and 
a delusion ? We will revert to this subject 
again.

OUR O irY  SCHOOLS.

These schools have ceased, and hereafter 
we are to have Public Schools in Loui­
siana.

Distinctions not recognized in the stat­
utes of the State will not be tolerated in 
our system of pnblie instruction.

With the barbarous slave system every 
barrier against the education of all the 
people most be swept away.

Oar cntemporariM seem to exult over 
the fact that a few “colored schools” have 
been sustained in this city during the past 
year, but make no allusion to the wretch­
ed, fourth rate buildings in which colored 
children were crowded together, regard­
less of hygienic laws or the claims of com­
mon convenience sad decency.

While it may be true, as sae cotempora­
ry remarks, that “as good quality of in- 
strvctlon” has been accorded to the 
colored as to the white children, and even 
while the “selection of textbooks and 
studies” may have been tbe same to the 
One class as to tbe other, it is nevertheless 
a fact that the colored schools have been 
shaaefally abased and neglected by the 
school authorities.

Hereafter we hope to see the interests of 
public education in Louisiana free from 
the bias and partiality which have marked 
all former administnfooDs, and bo far 
guarded and fostered as to advance them 
to a  point of efficiency equal to that at­
tained in any of our sister States. The 
progress of the work of education daring 
the past year, as evinced by the recent 
school examinations, Indicates a degree of 
industry on the part of tbe teachers which 
merits tbe eemmeadation and gratitude of 
tfeo community. •

Therefore, the proclamation issued by this 
Board, dated the fifth day of Jnne, 1868, is 
hereby so modified as to be in accordance 
with the provisions of the aforesaid bill in 
relation to tne meeting of the General As­
sembly and inauguration of civil officers, 
and the members of the General Assembly 
are hereby notified that they will be con­
vened ia the manner provided by section 
two aforesaid.
