After some discus­
sion General Buohanan ordered General 
Neill to write an order to  Colonel Batchel­
der, directing.that after he had read the roll 
of members tn d  a telegram from General 
G rant he should retire and allow the Legis 
teture to proceed in its own way—thus re.

In  regard to  education he recommends the 
establishment of a thorough svstera of 
public schools, and th a t Congress be memo­
rialized for aid, as the State is too poor to 
pay for them by taxation.

He advises that crops be diversified and 
urges the passage of laws encouraging im­
migration. He advises the Legislature t<S 
relieve every citizen of all political disabili­
ties. In  regard to militia he advises a 
thorough reorganization and tha t no oath 
be required but to support the present con­
stitution of the 8tate. He strougly recom­
mends the encouragement of railroad enter­
prises, and advises measures for securing 
the immediate completion of the Blue 
Bldge railroad.
