LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
S u d d en  D e a t h .— Yesterday morning about 

nine o'clook Emil Grobhoeper, a German 
twenty-seven years of age, was found dead on 
the floor of his room, No. 146 Caroudelet, a 
boarding house kept by William Davidson,
It appears that the deceased, a native of 
Germauy palatinates, arrived on the first of 
July from Galveston, Texas, and took lodg 
ing at Williamson’s. Deceased went out 
during the day to find an employment as 
clerk, and returned about five o'clock 
Went again out and came back about eight 
o’clock, took a cup of tea, and retired to his 
room. He was entirely well except he 
complained about paius in the head. Yes­
terday morning when it  was time to break­
fast he did not come down. Alter some 
waiting it was suspected that something 
might have happened, and a policeman 
(Gleasoi ) sent for, who, through the win­
dow, discovered the body of the deceased 
lying on the floor. Apparently he was in 
bed, and jumped out either from suffering 
or for drinking water; during this moment 
he must have been struck by apoplexy. No 
sign of violence or poison—nothing at all 
could be seen. What could explain that sud­
den death? Taken to the stationhouse of 
the First District his body was examined by 
Coroner Boche, who explained that all was 
sound, except a little congestion of the 
brain. He could not see any cause of the 
death of the deceased. The jury gave a 
verdict accordingly. His body was interred 
yesterday evening at seven o'clock by the 
Turner Association of this city, as he was a 
member of the Association in Germany. In 
histruuk was found a revolver, a gold watch, 
and some wearing apparel of a gentlemae, 
and in the pocketbook sixty-five dollars in 
greenbacks.

O r l e a n s  B a il r o a d .—A year ago last April 
this reporter attended one of the first meet­
ings of what subsequently became the Or­
leans Bailroad company. Since then the 
road has been constructed, aud a trial trip 
made last evcniDg, five or six cars running 
over the route. The stables and workshops 
of the company are near the Fair Grounds, 
aud will occupy two squares of ground, 
which was purchased at the cost of $12,000. 
The contractor for the buildiugs is to reociRC- 
$26,000 for their erection.

The company have about a dozen cars 
ready for immediate use and fifty five mules. 
As the road extends through sections of the 
city much in want of railroad facilities, and 
as one of the principal objective points is 
the Fair Grounds, witliiu one square of the 
main entrance to which the track extends, 
the travel must be very large and the 
shares wlU become profitable.

The President of tho road, Mr. George 
Clark, will manage it with energy, and will 
see to it that every possible accommodation 
is afforded those who will naturally become 
its patrons. Mr. F. Mouuey, the Assistant 
City Treasurer, is the originator of the pro­
ject which lias resulted in the construction 
of the Orleans railroad. He is entitled to 
commendation and public gratitude for the 
tenacity with which he has clung to his 
purpose to see the road completed.

Quite a number ot gentlemen, including 
attaches of the press,'drank to the success of 
the road on the return to the office oÇ tho 
company, on Dauphine street, last evening. 
Cars will commence regular trips to morrow, 
thus celebrating the Fourth of July.

The route has been so often defined in 
these columns that it is not necessary to 
state it now. The curves for the branch 
road from Dumaine to Yiliere street, and 
from St. Peter to Marais street have been 
constructed, but work on the branch will 
be suspended for the present, in consequence 
of the act of Mr. Conway, who sits in the 
Mayor’s chair, disapproving the adjudica 
tion of the contract between the Orleans 
company and the city.

Inquests' mr Coroners.—Coroner Boche 
held an inquest on the body of a person 
whose name was J. HWHastings, twenty 
seven years old, whose pareats reside in 
Cambridge, Indiana. He was fottpd dead 
in N o ,  490 Baronne street, and all evidence 
was clear that he had deliberately commit­
ted suicide. He left the following note, but 
which was not addressed to any one:

I step into the unknown future without 
fear. Please cause to be telegraphed to my 
father, A. Hastings, Cambridge City, In

Farewell. J. U. 11.

What was the cause of his rash act we do 
not care to offer our conjectures. Verdict, 
“ suicide.”
