b ination  o f insanity  and jealousy. Some 
years ago John Clancy, keeper o f  a grocery 
a t the corner o f Adele and Rousseau streets, 
m arried , and having  liv e d  to lerab ly  pleas­
an tly  w ith  his spouse fo r tw o years or so she 

died. D uring  the tim e a sister o f the  w ife  
had been liv in g  in  the fam ily . A fte r the  
death o f his w ife Clancy took up w ith  the  
sister A nn, and w ith o u t the  fo rm ality  o f a 
m arriage cerem ony the tw o  dw elt together 
u n til a short tim e  ago. when legal ceremo­

nies made the tw o  one flesh. A fte r this  
Ann had been arrested several times on 

a charge o f insanity , and Special Officer 

Dumas informs us th a t on the occasion of 
h er last incarceration  she threatened, in  a 
frenzy, to  k il l  h er husband as certa in  as life  
was spared h er to  accomplish the deed. 
Dumas hastened to in fo rm  C lancy o f the in ­
tention  o f the w ife, bu t he apparently took  
no heed o f the w arn ing , and even made 

lig h t o f the m atte r. On the date o f her  
form er arrest she wished to swear to an affi­

d a v it th a t her husband had m urdered her 
three different tim es,and she was fearful tha t 
the  fourth  was pending. Ann was sent to  
the Insane Asylum  for the  th ird  or fourth  

tim e, b u t the husband again got h e r  released 
and took her home. A t the tim e mentioned  
he was ly ing  asleep on his bed, when the  

wom an qu ie tly  aud s tealth ily  approached  
him , and w ith  a  grocery cheese-knife ten 
inches long deliberate ly  forced the huge 
blade in to  his le ft side, between  

the ribs, the  blade severing a lung, 
aud o f course aw akening h im  to  
a te rrib le  re a lity . H e  expired at ten  

o'clock last n ight, b u t previous to his death  
he inform ed those present o f the  woeful 
transaction as w ell as he couid, and made 

his w ill, leaving  considerable available  
property. M r. Dumas found in  the house 

several thousand dollars, w hich were p rop­
e rly  disposed of, and the Coroner held an 

inquest. Boon a lte r C lancy received his 
fa ta l wound he signified a  wish to m ake his 

w ill,’and Judge Jackson being sent for was 
present as a witness, also M r. L . Yon  

Z in ken . The poor man was too near eter­
n ity  to  sign his name to his last testam ent. 
Officers Corbett and W illis  arrested the 
w om an and took her to the Fourth  D is tric t 
stationhouse, w here we conversed w ith  
her, and, in  our judgm ent, she is no t as in ­
sane as she pretends. H e r  m aiden name 

was Fox. O nly last w eek she 
was under arrest, but a t the solicitation  
of her husband was released, he vouching  

in  her beh a lf t ly it  he w ould  be responsible 
for any crim e she m igh t com m it, and now  
the voucher is in  ano ther w orld, sent there  
by the hand th a t he claim ed as his own. 
Deceased re lated  a ll the  facts to  Coroner 
Roche, as n early  as he could, and the  v e r  

d ie t is made in  accordance w ith  those 
statements. The w om an’s tone o f  conver­

sation in  prison is a m edley of love, je a l ­
ousy, hatred , insanity , and o f wrongs suf­
fered and endured. T here  is no th ing  

p a rtic u la rly  noticeable in  her personal 
appearance, more than th a t she has a lean  

aud hungry look, not iu  the  least crazed. 
She was rem anded to prison by Recorder 

Jackson, and w il l  be arraigned d uring  the
