Senator F. L. Jewell introduced the Gov­
ernor to the President, who then introduced 
him to the General Assembly.

The Governor then read his inaugural ad­
dress, as follows:
Mr. President and Gentlemen of the Senate and

H ouse of Representatives:
I in am deeply impressed with the grave 

and peculiar significance of this occasion 
and the magnitude of the responsibility 
which I am this day to assume. I trust the 
hearts of all of us are moved and pervaded 
by a realizing sense of the new and serions 
duties we have been called upon to dis­
charge. Before me is the first Legislature 
as an equal member of the Americun Union 
that has sat for seven years. I need not r< • 
count to yon the history of these 
seven years, so fuH of startling 
and wonderful as well as painful and terri­
ble events—so pregnant with momentous 
iesnes, so productive of great and glorious 
results. Nor do I deem it expedient at this 
time to trace the chain of causes which led 
to these events, and produced these results, 
or to discuss the queetious of who have beeu 
most culpable and responsible for whatever 
has beeu wrong or mistaken in the past, and 
who are most deserving of credit for what­
ever is good in the present. We have here 
met not to speculate upon the past, 
nor to brood aud quaTrel over its ashes, 
but rather to meet the great living 
issues of the present, and the duties 
which it imposes upon us. We stand amid 
the ruins of an old order of things; it 
should be ours to work wisely and man­
fully for the establishment of a new aud 
better order of things upon the foundation 
which these seven years have established. 
60 long as time is spent in futile and irri­
tating discussions upon the realness and 
probable permanency of these foundations, 
or persistent and perhaps turbulent efforts 
to unsettle and upheave them,so long will the 
public peace, order, and tranquillity refuse 
to be restored, and so long will the restora­
tion aud development o f all the great in­
terests of the State be delayed ana endan­
gered .

Gentlemen,the corner stone of these found­
ations laid and fixed forever by a great war. 
sealed as I firmly believe by the hand of God 
himself, and recognized by that organic law 
under which we have assembled, ar.d which 
I am here to swear to support and defend is 
the equality before the law and the CDjov- 
meut of-every political right of all the cit­
izens of the State, regardless of race, color, 
or previous condition; and only when this 
grand distinctive feature of the new consti­
tution shall be stamped on every act of 
legislation, and when such legislation shall 
find approval and support in that 
general public sentiment which gives 
to law its vitality, will our State 
fairly enter upon that career of gréa ne i 
and prosperity which the Almighty dcsiguod 
for her. It would be idle to deny that while 
a large majority of our people have testified 
in the strongest manner to their approval of 
that feature of the Constitution of which I 
have spoken, there is still a minority, not 
wanting in intelligence and virtue, who are 
strenuously opposed to it. Much is to be 
hoped from the good sense, the discretion, 
and inherent love of justice of the Ameri­
can people for the gradual wearing away of 
the predjudices upon wh’ch alone this op­
position is founded. Meantime let our 
course, while resolute aud manly, bo 
also moderate and discreet. Let 
legislation be kept as much as possible in 
hai rnony with the sentiments of the whole 
people. It is better that the course of leg's- 
lation should rather fall behind than to out­
strip the popular wishes and demands. Let 
everything consistent with right and justice 
be done to bring back the era of good feel­
ing, and to wash from the memories of all 
everything that tends to alienate one class 
or one party from another.

I refrain at this time from entering Into 
any discussion of measures which 1 mav 
deem of importance. In future I will 
discharge the duty imposed upon me by 
giving to the General Assembly information 
respecting the condition of tne State, aud 
recommending to its consideration such 
legislation as may seem expedient. I  Ten­
ture, however, to urge immediate measures 
for the repression of lawlessness and dis­
order now rife in many parts of the State. 
From many parishes we have almost daily 
accounts of violence and outrage—in many 
cases most brutal and revolting murders— 
without auy effort on the part of the people 
to prevent or punish them.

We want peace and order; without it we 
can have no prosperity. Such measures 
must be adopted to secure life and property 
as may be necessary. If the taxpayers pre­
fer to support a strong constabulary force 
to doing their dnty as citizens by helping 
the officers, yes. by making the officers of 
the law keep the peace, and protect the 
life of every mau, however poor, then the 
responsibility will be upon them, and not 
the State administration. Everybody knows 
that the strong men, the property holders, 
and those who claim and command the re­
spect of their parishes, could make it as 
peaceable and safe throughout the State as 
any part of the Union.

The hands of the courts must be strength­
ened and upheld—the peace officers must do 
their duty—tha good people must rise op 
and vindicate the law. The press, too vin­
dictive and partisan, should unite with the 
government in denouncing crime, and aid 
~ the establishment of a healthy public sen-

timent which df itself would protect the 
oeape by its frowns upon evil doers. You 

fsnoula drive those droues upon society who

m

eat but do not work, who consume and pro­
duce nothing, more dangerous to peace and 
prosperity than famine or pestilence, to go 
to work or find another country than this 
to curse.

I appear before you to-day not as a par­
tisan, but to take oi office pre­
scribed for those who are chosen by the 
people to dttcharge the duties of the office 
of Governor of our 8tatê. My object will 
be to enforce the law, protect thç people, 
and aid in advancing the social, material, 
and political Interests of the whole people. 
.1 believe the epoch has the smiles or Prov­
idence. Cursed for our sins with war, 
scourged with the epidemic, our crops

blighted for a succession of years, our fair 
State overflowed by the torrents of the Mis­
sissippi. commerce paralyzed, the people im­
poverished—the event of my inauguration 
is welcomed by the full restoration of civil 
government and raadmission into th,e 
Union, the fairest prospect for crops, reced­
ing floods, aud improving credit. Let us vie 
with each other in seeing who of us 
shall receive most blessings for eood aud 
faithful services rendered the State.

He then announced that he was ready to 
take the constitutional oath. Chief Justice 
Hyman being called upon, administered the 
oath of office.

BIy F ellow  C itizens—Ladies aud Gentle­

men—Standing to-day before this vast con 
course of loyal people on this ninety-second 
anniversary of American Independence, on 
free soil consecrated to liberty again by the 
blood of a million patriots shed in the cause 
of liberty aud Union; in this remote State 
of our national domain, a short time since 
the home of the slave, and now not an inch 
of her productive soil pressed by the foot of 
a slave; standing here, protected by the 
folds of our national ensign, its lustre un­
sullied by the fearful ordeal through which 
it has past, its brightness undtmmed bv any 
blot or staiu, being the meteor of liberty 
wherever it floats, kissing to-day the winds 
of the four quarters of the globe, respected 
aud loved by all people, ieared alone by 
tyrants. To-day ninety two years ago a 
nation was born. As the sturd'y liberty lov­
ing American heard for the first time the 
great truths of the declaration hurling 
defiance at the crowned heads uf iiie oid 
world and creating a republie on the shore! 
of a new continent, be determined to trans 
mit to his children what he himself might 
not be permitted to eüjoy. The first prin­
ciples of the republic were promulgated to 
the world almost amid the smoke of bat­
tle. Thirteen seagirt and rockbound col­
onies with a handful of people bade de- 
fiauce, for the 6ake of liberty, to the 
accumulated itrength of ages of the old 
world. The oppression and persecutions of 
tyranny could no longer be borne peaceably. 
Trusting themselves to God and the track­
less ocean the persecuted of the old world 
sought a home where they could worship 
God according to the dictates of their 
own consciences. That home was 
America. The battles of the revo­
lution were fought, victory and lib­
erty, after ft bloody and desperate war 
achieved. The immortal truths of the dec­
laration of independence were made patent, 
that all men are created equal, endowed by 
their creator with certain inalienable rights 
among which are life, liberty,aud the pur­
suit ot happiness.

Iu the contemplation of our eventful his­
tory what memories crowd upou us. What 
a contrast between the thirteen origiual 
American colonies then with uncultivated 
and unexplored territory of that day, com­
pared to the extent, wealth, aud population 
of the forty two States aud Territories of 
the Republic to day. With her vast resour­
ces of soil, climate, and production the in­
stitutions of the country are felt beyond 
the 8t. Lawrence, and bearing to the south 
their influence is recognized across the val­
ley of fllexlco, while the Sandwich Islands 
and lowlands of Holland quiver under the 
Invigorating effects of a power which to 
taem is portentous. Our institutions 
have, invaded the sunny plains of France, 
made the ascent of the Andes, scented (he 
winds of the two oceans, and reminded 
Greece of the lessons of her freer days. 
The constantly increasing boundaries of our 
national domain has beeu no more marked 
upon the atlas of tho world than has been 
the wonderful development of the general 
intelligence ot the American people. The 
republic, separated from any formidable foe 
by the oceans, has reached a greater pitch 
or pride and power than the experience of 
history cites in the sanm space of time. 
Nature first consecrated her to freedom and 
prosperity. But she needs no eulogy from 
me. Her past is gone into history; Her 
future is radiant with promise. Bat pleas 
iug as is this theme, I am compelled to leave 
it, to consider the things which more nearly 
concern our present duties and the obliga­
tions depending upou ut. The Southern 
sunny country—the land we inhabit—famed 
in story, iu war, aud iu song : this garden 
spot of America, an integral portioa of the 
Lulon, with her rich alluvial soil#, her vales 
watered by the Mississippi, her harbors un­
surpassed by any section of the Union or 
auy country in the world; aud Louisiana, 
the queen of the States, a natural agricul­
tural and commercial centre, sitting at the 
mouth ot the Gulf, like a queen upon 
her throne, remaned a third rate 
btate of the National Union. Need I 
tell you the reason of this? Your own 
sad experience will mournfully answer 
the question. Slavery, that blightiug 
curse hung like an incubus upon the South.

The poor man, the down trodden masses of 
the old world, sought iu vain for refuge 
from persecutions in the South. The for­
eigner had left his mother country to find 
freedom not slavery iu the South. Ee com­
pared the institutions of the so called re­
public to the monarchical systems of Eu­
ropean governments. To him the father­
land was much freer. If persecutions 
exhted, slavery did not. The poor man 
could not find à home. Heconld not consist­
ently with his manhood work upon one side 
of the fence while the bounteous earth on 
the ether side was tilled by slave labor. 
To his children 1 he institutions offered no 
educational facilities. The schools were 
erected for the wealthy and aristocratic 
few, and what advantages might have been 
derived from the liberal system of the pub­
lic school law the caste of society and oub­
lie opinion consigned to oblivion. ‘ So, 
standing aghast on the Southern shore 
f the republic he naturally exclaimed: 
Cau this be the republic of America : Is 

this civil and political liberty !”
Slavery had taken root in the colonies, 

and was continued in several of the States 
after the adoption of the Constitution 
of the United States. It was con­
tinued by a .sort of compromise, tacit 
consent, and existed afterward by virtue of 
laws made to secure it. I doubt very much 
whether under our system of laws it could 
have been abolished by any peaceable act 
of the general government. A revolution 
was necessary to accomplish the divine end. 
And by the dispensation of a merciful Provi­
dence, aided by the federal army, it was 
açcomplished.

You are aware that two great political 
partie# had immemorially existed in the 
United States. One of these parties, the 
Democratic party, opposed to progress, iu 
favor of slavery. Prostituting and subvert­
ing its great name to uses and purposes for­
eign to the meaning thereof, for forty 
years this party,by a united front, bade defi­
ance to any party opposing it. It was vic­
torious iu nearly every political contest; so 
completely held the reins of government 
that he who wished to be President must 
first become a Democrat. This party inau­
gurated secession at the Charleston Conven­
tion-called State conventions of all the 
slave States—seceded from the general gov­
ernment—called the Constitution of the 
United States a piece of waste paper—pro­
nounced the United States flag a dirty rag— 
inaugurated the war by seizing the fort*, 
arsenals, and magazine stores of the United 
States—by repudiating Northern indebted­
ness—by arming and drilling the people of 
the South, and the ball was opened by firing 
red hot shot upon the United States’flag at 
Fort Sumter—fought a four years war to 
smash up the govern ment of tlie people: and 
to erect a southern Confederacy, to build a 
new government with aristocracy and slav­
ery as the foundation stones.

When the smoke of four years of battle 
had cleared away, when the boys in blue 
went marching home again, it was sup­
posed that the old Democratic party was 
defunct. That it had died a natural death. 
But lo, aud behold! It was not dead, hut 
onlv sleeping. It again unfolded its slimy 
folds: and becoming warmed by the intense 
brilliancy of its victorious rival, lay for a 
short time concealed iu the high grass; a 
filthy, crawling poisonous copper-head. It 
now shoots forth its fangs, in protests 
against the new Constitution; and prepar­
ing for its own funeral, admonishes the 
United States Senate that it is the same pi 
tv, which fought the late war against the 
Federal irovernment. That they are in favor 
of a white-man's government. That the 
blacks are self-willed, vindictive, and incapa- 
b’e of exercising the right of franchise. 
That they, the Democratic party, are op­
posed to every liberal provision of the new 
Constitution,'and have always been, and to 
show their consistency, proclaim to the 
grave Senators that they opposed the con­
vention, opposed the new Constitution, op­
posed the reconstruction policy of Congress, 
in every particular, and in toto. Disclaim­
ing throuerh the public press, every affilia­
tion with the “pole cat" or “black and tan” 
Convention. The old Democratic psrty is ful­
ly organized. It is in the field. In the face of 
the facts I have enumerated they have the 
effrontery to ask you to voté ‘for them, 
telling you they are the friends to the col­
ored race. Aud ask you to vote for them 
because among other things they murdered 
the man who set you free.

Arrayed against the Democratic party is a 
young giant—vigorous, healthy, strong. 
Upon its forehead is stamped the goddess 
Libcrtv. Upon its ample brows the laurel 
of victory and the olive brauch of peace. 
It has not become effeminated by long su- 
pineness. The vices, follies, and corrup­
tions of long supremacy and power have 
not Millled or weakened it. Such as it is 
it has been from the beginning. The party 
of progress, of equality before the law, of 
liberty, and national union. It is now and 
has been the party,of all sections, and of 
the whole country. *It exerted its strength 
against the armed hosts of secession and 
treason. From four million slaves it 
knocked the shackles: suppressed tho mo«(

fligantic rebellion of the âge; gave the bal 
ot to the disenthralled of the South; and 

rising above the silly sectional notions of 
th° time, carried into full force the meaning 
of the Declaration of Independence; made 
the United States a republic iu fact as well 
as in name It snatched the insulted flag 
of the republic from the dust of Fort Sum­
ter, and again placed it in triumph over 
that dismantled pile. Saw it place the 
flag of the tree on the hill at Fort Donel 
son, and a colored garrison left to pro­
tect it. It gleamed above the surrendered 
hosts cf treason on the Fourth of July at 
Vicksburg, floated shimmering with liberty 
over the prison pens of Georgia, aud shone 
like a en iborst over the burning city of 
Richmond. In one hand this party carried 
the Bible, iu the other hand the sword. 
Wherever its influence is felt invigoration 
and renovation is its watchword. It is a 
beacon of hope to the lowly of this and other 
lands. It is the poor man »party; the party 
of all the States. All the world recognizes the 
justice of its principles. It is the party of 
liberty, action, great deeds. Its principles 
are founded upon the revealed law of God, 
upon the future prosperity of the country, 
upon eternal truth.

The Republican party ha9 set a race free, 
made them men, American citizens all. In 
one fell swoop it has knocked into nothing­
ness the ancient cherished creeds and dog­
mas of the Democratic party. In the face 
of opposition, subject to abuse under which 
not anything could exist but adamantine 
principles, it has come out victorious,

the United States Supreme Court says he 
himself drew the bills. They used as an 
argument against your right to vote that 
you were lazy aud would not work, 
whi e they already admit that y o u  
work better than while you were slaves! I 
might go on for a month reciting their pre­
dictions, and proving them false, did time 
and strength permit me.
