Terrible Outrage in Natohez

THE DEMOCRACY PUTTING THE BLAIR DOC- |a
TRINEYNTO EFFECT,

A Citizen Tortured and Narrowly Escapes
Being Burned Alive, - L

The followikg letter comes to us vouched
by gentlemen of the highest respectability
in Natelez.
