in a newspaper, of whatever nature, shall 
be published, which newspaper shall be print­
ed and published in the parish in which it 
shall be so designated, and that in case there 
is, in the judgment of the Governor, Lieu­
tenant Governor, and Speaker of the House 
of Representatives, or majority of them, 
ho loyal newspaper published in a parish, 
then, and in that case, all the legal notices 
before mentioned or referred to shall be 
published in a loyal paper convenient to 
said parish, tobe designated by the Gov 
ernor, Lieutenant Governor, and Speaker 
of the House of Representatives, or a ma­
jority of them, for the publication of legal 
notices, etc.

Sf.c 2. And be it further enacted, 
That each newspaper so designated shall 
be the official newspaper for the parish or 
parishes lorj which said newspaper shall 
b<‘ so designated, in which all the legal ad 

;tising of such parishes shall be made as 
required by law. Audit shall be the duty 
of the editor or publisher of such newspa­
per, upon the payment of the printer’s fee, 
to file in the Clerk's office of the Court hav­
ing jurisdiction his affidavit, with the 
printed copy of such affidavits, advertise­
ments appended, together with his receipt 
for the payment of the printer’s fee, paid by 
the party at whose instance, and for wlio-c 
benefit such advertisement shall have been 
made, lind to be collected as other costs. 
The said affidavits shall give the date of the 
newspaper in which the advertisement ap­
peared, and be filed and recorded by the 
Clerk as legal evidence of the publication 
of the same, to hi- read, or a certified copy 
thereof, in all court« of law and equity; and 
any such publication made contrary to the 
provisions of this act in the parish or districts 
where newspapers are so designated shall 
be null and of no effect^

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, That the 
c.mnncn«ation tn the editors nrnnhllshers of 
newspapers in this act shall be one dollar 
and fifty cents per square for the first in­
sertion, and seventy live cents for each sub­
sequent insertion tor the publication of the 
notices hereinbefore mentioned, one square 
being ten lines solid agate.

S ec. 4. Be it further enacted, That all 
acts or parts of acts not consistent with 
the foregoing sections of this aet be and 
the same are herebv repealed.

Wyoming.— Washington, July 22.—The 
bill organizing Wyoming Territory created 
a good ileal of squabble in the Ilou^o this 
afternoon.
