L O C A L  I N T E L L I G E N C E .

T r a v e l  on  t u g  F erryboats.—It would 
be a source of unalloyed amusement to 
w itch the varied crowds which ou every 
fine afternoon during the summer season 
throng to the ferryboats plying between New 
Orleans and Algiers, were it not for the seri­
ous accidents that sometimes happeu in 
consequence of the recklessness evinced by 
many of those who cross the river.

Happily these aocldeuts rarely occur: but 
they need not, and would not happen a t  all 
if the least prudence was exercised by a 
majority of the passengers.

Observe the boat about to laud. Most of 
those on board crowd to tlic railings ap­
parently actuated by a frenzied desire to 
escape from the vessel as if she was on tire 
with a hundred barrels of gunpowder in the 
hold. Some spring as soon as she attains the 
distance of three or four feet from the wharf: 
and but a small portion seem willing to 
wait until the boat is secured and fairly at 
rc«t. Per contra, those on shore waiting for 
a passage seem equally frantic to get on 
board, as if the boat would.net remain for a 
quarter of a second. These people, comiDg 
and going, do not Intend to be uncivil to or 
inconvenience one another; bu t each party 
is eo intent on its object th a t they charge 
like knights in a  slow tournament, jostling, 
pushing, crowding, banishing comfort, and 
incurring risk. The evil is the more absurd 
from the fact th a t the boats always remain 
at the landings between each trip  long 
enough to permit several hundred people to 
get on shore, and then several hundred to 
get ou board. There is no occasion.for h urry.

Soru'estimes after an accident has hap­
pened people talk about the necessity of 
having railings along the ferry wharf. But 
no railing or other preventive will super­
sede the necessity of prudence in those 
who travel on the boats. A little caution 
on the part of passengers is all th a t is 
needed.

These reraaiks will not be considered in ­
opportune iu view of the dreadful accident 
which occurred on Sunday last, and which 
has had the effect of exciting a spasmodic 
public feeling soon to subside until revived 
by a new catastrophe.

J u d g e  A b e l l  ox  D u e l in g . —Judge A b ell 

lias made a supplementary charge to  the 
Grand Jury :

He charged them that they were invested 
with the sole power of indicting offenders, 
aud tha t the Court was powerless if they 
(ailed to do their duty. The public look to 
them for a -enrobing investigation iuto the 
numerous homicides tha t are committed. 
The Legislature has denounced dueling as 
m urder when death ensues; the law pre­
sumes malice till the contrary is shown. 
Dueling is a practice reprobated by the laws 
of all civilized countries, often destructive 
to life, ruinous to the happiness of whole 
families, aud of a most demoralizing tend 
ency to the youth of the State, aud in the 
opinion of the Court unequal iu its applica 
tion, and should be discouraged. The kill­
ing of a fellow man without the highest ne 
cesslty cau never be justified in morals, aud 
is denounced as murder by the statutes 
which it is your duty to enforce. Carrying 
concealed weapons is a kindred practice of 
dangerous tendency: weapons about the 
person frequently emboldening persons to 
seek a pretext to use them without legal 
cause, and frequently to commit homicide 
or murder.

F o u n t # w D is t r ic t  R e c o r d e r ’s  C o u r t  
C l e r k s . —Judge Jackson has renewed his 
clerical force, aud Mr. L. Von Zinken takes 
the principal desk, which has so long been 
faithfully filled by Captain Badger.

T h e  U n d e n t in g  P e t e r  O n c e  M o r e .— W o 

yesterday recounted two fancy transactions 
as performed by Peter Conrad, and then 
anticipated tha t we should again hear from 
him. Ho again appears, this time in the 
Fourth District Reuordcr’s Court for having 
sold a stolen eart. I t  is asserted th a t Peter 
visited W, H. Kimmernian and sold to him 
cart numbered 3305, which belongs to Ur­
ei«. Deslonges. This little piece of villainy 
was discovered and accused imprisoned, In 
consequence of the real owner appearing 
and claiming his cart. Conrad was liberal 
with other people's property, as he sold the 
cart and license for only $30. Another item in 
this cfue is that whoo Deslonges found his 
property iu  the hands of Zimmerman, he 
swore oat an affidavit against Mr. Zimmer* 
ipan. The m atter will be investigated on 
the fourth proximo.

Visiting the Second District we learned 
th a t Conrad is accused by George Merz, 
brewer, with having wheedled a small sum

ot money out of him, by representing that 
he was sole proprietor of a  schooner load of 
lumber. When Merz became aware tha t he 
had been swindled he was wroth, and makes 
the fourth utfiduvit against the lively Peter, 
who now must make himself nearly omui 
present to  auswer two charges iu the First, 
one iu the Second, and oue iu the Fourth 
District, all (or obtaining money by faläb 
representations. Let people read this paper, 
and they will be warned intim e against this 
kind of sharpers.

T h e  P o n t c h a e t r a in  R a ilr o a d  D e p o t — 
.Nearby A nether Accident.— Last evening 
the tragedy of Sunday last came very near 
being repeated a t the Pontchartrain rail 
road depot. As the five o’clock train for 
the lake had ju st started a lady came rush 
ing up and attempted to board the moving 
traiu: was in the very act of stepping on 
board when her dress caught on a large 
splintt r, and she lost her balance and fell 
against the car. But owing to the timely 
efforts of some bystanders, who succeeded 
in dragging her away, she would, in all 
probability, have met the same lamentable 
(ate of Mrs. Knight. Now, in order to 
avoid a constant liability to accidents as the 
present construction of the depot platform 
is tending tha t way. a  few simple sugges­
tions and a few facts will not be amiss. Iu 
the first place the platform was built, not for 
the accommodation of pa-sengers, but for 
loading aud unloading freight cars.

The platform is too high, and is not only 
dangerous, bu t inconvenient for passengers 
getting on the cars. By actual measure 
meut the distance between the body of the 
cars and the depot platform is but five 
inches and a half. Tin; platform is on a 
level with the floor of the cars, and the dis­
tance between the depot platform and the 
platform of the cars varies in different cars 
from three feet two inches to two feet nine 
inches, according to th« slope of the steps. 
Any one possessed of ordinary sense will 
a t once perceive that the stride to be made 
in entering a car from this platform is iu 
convenient if not dangerous, especially lor 
ladies.

Owing to the peculiar build of the plat 
form, it is impracticable to  lower it: but 
there ia a  remedy still better than th a t to 
avoid these accidents, which a t present 
are always liable to occur, and tha t is to 
erect a platform, say from six inches 
to one foot in height, situated be­
tween the middle track and the 
track on the west side of the depot, using 
the middle track for the passenger tra in  in 
stead of the west track, as is now done. 
Thc-re is a  space of six feet between these 
two tracks, and sufficient room for passen­
gers not to crowd each other, as the depot 
is over three hundred feet in length. Both 
side tracks cau then be used for freight and 
not interfere with the passenger department 
at all; besides removing the cause lor acci­
dents, which in this way can very rarely 
occur. In  Northern an 1 Western cities 
many depots are thus arranged where acei 
dent« like the recent disaster never have 
been known to take place. The company 
should look iuto the matter immediately, or 
it is feared these horrors will be of very 
common occurrence.

A n I n t o l e r a b l e  N u is a n c e . — I t  seems very 
queer with all the many ordinances govern­
ing the city tha t such a vast collection ot 
pickpockets, thieves, loafers, aud vagabonds 
are allowed by our city authorities to crowd 
around the postoffice, and stare everybody 
out of countenance, ladies especially, Who 
have business at the postoffice. From nine 
o’clock in the morning until the ladies’ de­
partment of the office is closed, it is next to 
Impossible to elbow one's way through the 
motley m ultitude who line tin sidewalks on 
both sides of Old Levee street, fronting the 
customhouse. Ladies attending tlic post 
office are uuder tin: necessity of closely 
v Hing themselves or be subjected to the 
disagreeable scrutinies and unpleasant re ­
marks aud gestures of the bystanders. It is 
decidedly uncomfortable for ladies to wear 
thick veils this warm weather, and there 
fore such conduct on the part of gentlemen 
is simply outrageous.

^ L ie u t e n a n t s  o f  F ir s t  a n d  F o u r t h  D is  
t k ic t s . —Lieutenant Schreiber, having quite 
recovered, will take charge cf his office to­
day. His illness hu9 had the effect to  set 
him back a little physically, but tlieu, his 
vision regarding rogues has grown acute, 
and he is prepared to make times warm for 
evil doers in the First District.

That is pretty 
rough on an officer whose daily walk aud 
conversation is quite as nearly perfect as 
can be. There are few officers in this city 
who are less liable to such accusations than 
Madden. We see him daily, and can vouch 
for his general behavior as an official and 
as a gentleman.
