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V/e hear many excellent persons declare 
tha t they do not lik e  the Democratic nom­

A  J O I N T  R E S O L U T I O N

Ratify ing  a Proposed Amendment to tne Con­
s titu tion  o f the United States.

W hereas, The Congress of the United 
States has adopted a resolution proposing 
an amendment to the Constitution o f the 
United States, to  be submitted to the Legis 
latures o f the several States, and to be 
known as a rtic le  fourteenth o f said Consti 
tu tion , as follows:

A r t ic l e  X IV .—Section 1. A ll persons 
born or naturalized iu  the United States, 
and subject to  the ju risd ic tio n  thereof, are 
citizens o f the United States, aud o f the 
State wherein they reside. No State shall 
make o r enforce auy law which 6hall abridge 
the privileges o r im munities o f citizens of 
the United States: nor shall any State de­
prive any person of lif*-, libe rty, or property 
w ithou t due process o f law, nor deny to any 
person w ith in  its ju risd ic tion  the equal pro­
tection o f its  laws.

Sbc. 2. Representatives shall be a; 
tioned among the several States according 
to  the ir respective numbers, counting the 
whole number o f  persons in  each State, ex­
cluding Indians not taxed. B u t when the 
r ig h t to  vote at any election fo r the choice 
of electors for President and Vice-President 
o f the United States, Representatives in  
Congress, the executive and ju d ic ia l officers 
of a State, o r the members o f the Legisla­
ture thereof is denied to  any of the male 
inhabitants o f such State, being twenty-one 
years o f age, aud citizens o f  the United 
States, o r in  any way abridged, except for 
partic ipation in  rebellion o r other crime, 
the basis o f representation therein shall be 
reduced in  the proportion which the num ­
ber o f 6uch mule citizens shall be to  the 
whole number o f male citizens twenty-one 
years of age in  such State.

Sec. 3. No person shall be a  J&enator ~. 
Representative in  Congress, o r elector of 
President and Vice-President, o r hold any 
office, c iv il or m ilita ry , under the United 
Slates, o r any State, who, having previous­
ly  taken an oath as a member o f  Congress, 
o r as an officer o f the United States, or »
member of any State Legislature, o r a s __
executive o r ju d ic ia l officer o f any State, to 
support the Constitu tion o f the United 
States, shall have engaged in  insurrection 
o r rebellion against the same, o r given aid 
o r com fort to  the enemies thtereof. But 
Congress may, by a vote of two-thirds o f 
each House, remove such d isability.

Sec. 4. The va lid ity  o f the public debt o f 
the United States authorized by law, in 
e luding debts incurred fo r payment o f pen­
sions and bounties lo r services in  suppress 
iug insurrection and rebellion, shall not be 
question' d. B ut neither the United States 
nor any State shall assume or pay any debt 
o r obligation incurred in aid o f insurrection 
o r rebellion against the United States, or 
any claim  for the loss o r emancipation of 
any slave; but a ll such debt«, obligations, or 
claims shall be held illegal and void.

Sec. 5. The Congress 6hall have power to 
enforce, by appropriate legislation, the pro­
visions of th is article.
