Bo it funher resolved, Tuat we concur 
in and approve the sentiments expressed 
by the Chief Magistrate of the Stute, wheu 
addressing an assemblage of excited citi­
zens in front of tue rooms oi the Constitu­
tion Club of 1S60, in this citj-, on the third 
instant, and we hereby pledge to hi* Ex­
cellency Governor Warmoth, tho best ef­
forts ot this Assembly toward thejpreserva­
tion of law and order throughout the Slate, 
and will unite with him in guaranteeing to 
every citizen, rcgardl**»8 of race, color or 
degree, the fullest enjoyment ot those In­
estimable blessings, life, liberty, and the 
pursuit of happiness.

Mr. Poindexter: Mr. President, I am op­
posed to that bill. I believe any oue that 
wants to come to this State can come,and we 
have the same privilege to ho to any other 
State, and I don’t think it Is our duty to in 
vite citizens to come to this State uuless they 
desire to come. We have people by the 
hundreds now who are starving There arc 
hundreds of men in the city of New Orleans 
to-day who can get no employment, who 
have to live upon tho mercy and charity of 
their friends and of the public. £ move to 
strike out tho first part of this resolution.

Mr. Thompson: Mr. President, it seems 
to me that there is something in this reso­
lution which is rather an aspersion upon 
the character of the people of Louisiana. I 
am satisfied that any man can freely express 
his opinion now, and that so far as tho pre­
amble is concerned, It is false.

Mr. O’Hara moved to adopt the resolu­
tion.

Mr. Bacon moved to strike oui the pream-
ble.

Mr. Day: 1 hope that preamble will be 
stricken out. We have had enough of party 
flings. Let us do away with them, and go 
to work and legislate for'the good of the peo­
ple.

Mr. O’Hara: Mr. President, I think this
?reamblc states nothing but the truth, and 

hope it will be adopted. As Senator 
Thompson says, we have tho right iu this 
State to express any sentiments we choose, 
but, 6ir, we must abide by the cousequences. 
There are gentlemen upon this floor who 
can give you a little account of their expe­
rience iu that matter. I could tell you my­
self, did I choose to make my own personal 
wrongs a matter of discussion before the 
Senate, and am not aione. Thero is not a 
single man in the State of Louisiana who 
has expressed Republican principles with­
out being persecuted. Nobody denies the 
right, but wheu you erpress them you must 
expect the consequonces. I too, as Senator 
Day says, think it i» time these things wero
Sa»8ed away, aud that a better era should 

awn upon tho State of Louisiana; lime 
that every man should not only be allowed 
to express his views, but to do so without 
fear of harm. But that time is not yet here. 
If you will show me any way to bring it 
about by legislation I will do everything 
toward it iu my power. ft is 
to bo deplored that such a stato 
of things exists; but if any man can can­
didly and honestly rise upon this floor and 
assert that it does not exist, he lives in a 
better part of the country than it has been 
my lot to reside since I have been in the 
State. Individually I have been perseedted 
for nothing but my political opinions. 
There are other gentlemen in the Senato, 
honorable men—men of property aud clmr 
acter— who have been persecuted and their 
property destroyed, simply because they 
chose to adopt the principles ot tho Repub­
lican party. Is this the way to bring about 
peace and order and harmony in the com­
munity ? I could name you every officer 
elected in my parish, some of them ot large 
property qualifications, who have had to 
mortgage their own property iu order to 
get bonds, simply because they were elected 
on the Republican ticket—that was the 
only thing brought against them. Until I 
see the party that I think i8 to blame for all 
those troubles making some move toward 
conciliation themselves, they most ask uo 
conciliation for me. When they do this— 
when they are sincere in their professions 
by making some practical movement toward
keeping the peace and protecting citizens 
from these persecutions for opinion’s s *ke, 
you may be sure I am as willing to concili­
ate as any one. But until that is done, until 
freedom of speech is protected all over the 
State, I am lor legislating and doing all that 
this General Aseembly can do to bring 
about such a result. Therefore, Mr. Presi­
dent, I am in favor of the adoption of the 
resolution with Us preamble as it stands,

Mr. Poindexter inquired what it was 
Senator Bacon desired stricken out.

Mr. Bacon stated it was the preamble.
Mr. Poindexter: Now, Mr. President, I 

am like a man that represents both white 
and black upon this floor, and upon this 
question I see a great many arguments. Iu 
the first place, I lake this ground: that when 
I have my political rights guaranteed to me 
as a citizen of Louisiana aud of the Uult< d 
States I ask nothing further. I ask no «pe­
dal legislation to force another man to go 
my security in case ( am elected. A man 
elected to office In this S’.ate should be a 
ma» who baa oast his lot in the State; u 
man identified with thb people; 
man of credit, and honor, and prin­
ciple. Now. sir. all the tagi-U-
tfon in the world can not make

man go fwenrity for another unless he 
chose«. I do not think it should go upon 
our minutes that we the people of Louisi­
ana desire special legislation after we are 
guaranteed our rights by law. I oppose it 
on the ground that it is not fair. I believe, 
air, when a man has every right cf aa 
American citizen guaranteed him it is all 
he needs. Wo Lave remedied the trouble 
about getting security by allowing an officer 
elect to obtain bondsmen in any part of the 
State, and if that don’t satisfy them God 
Almighty onfy knows what will ! (Laugh­
ter.)

Mr. O’Hara: I wish to explain. It is 
evident the Senator is misled. This is sim­
ply a preamble stating that the State of 
Louisiana has heretofore persecuted men 
for opinion’s sake. I used the fact of men 
finding it difficult to get bonds as an illus­
tration—

Mr. Poindexter: That is just the way I 
understood It. And I say that the constitu­
tion—the fundamental law of the land- 
having guaranteed to every man equal 
rights before the law, if he can’t stana by 
them and assert them himself after that tie 
doesn’t deserve them.

Mr. Thompson: Mr. President 1 fully 
concur with Senator PoinJe .te. u\ 
his remarks relating to the *6 - 
olution, and I see no necessity for his 
Senate expressing an opinion in regard to 
rights which we already have ana have 
always enjoyed. That preamble etates in­
correctly in that regard, and I seo no neces 
sity for this Senate expressing an opinion 
upon what is already guaranteed. Because 
a few persons are disposed to disregard the 
law and create disturbances, it is uo reaa-»n 
why an expression of the Senate should be 
had at this time. I therefore move to lay 
the resolution ou the tab e.

Tbe merchants and idlers here in this 
town are doing ererything in their power 
to demoralize and bring about a collision 
or riot among tbe colored men. They 
persuade or coerce them into the stores 
and rum shops and get them drnnk, and 
then (urn them ont, instructing them t .  
eben t for Seymour and Blair, and to de­
nounce every man, white or black, who 
dares te open his month or speak against 
tbe Democratic ticket.

I hare been informed !>y roost re­
liable men that on Saturday night last, 
two of tbe most prominent Democrats 
of the town went into the street with their 
drunken colored Democrats, encouraged 
them and done their utmost to create a 
riot. They told them to “lay out,” “drive 
off,” or “cut to pieces” every Radical 
white or black who showed bis head. But 
there being only a very few colored Rad­
icals In town, in consequence of a rain, a 
serious affray was no doubt prevented.

Tbe whole town is in a tumult nearly 
every night, aud it is unsafe for any owe 
except a rebel to walk tho streets attar 
dark. They bold a Democratic meetiag 
so-calied every night. They have two 
quite large mongrel American Bags hung 
to the breeze. 1 can send you an affidavit 
from an ex-rebel soldier that he has drilled 
under one of theec tiags under the rebel­
lion.
