Many Colored Peopls Murdered,

SPIRIT  OF  REBELLION  RAMPANT,

WILL GENERAL EUCHANAN REPORT?
JIn Bt Laodry parish, beiween the first
aod tenth of July, near Grand Cotesu, s
band of men disgulsed fired into a hounse
where colored people were assembled ot o
party, killing one woman and two men
aod wounding thres others. Parties fully
identifivd by somo of the colored people
were arrested and examined before  jus.
tive of the peace; but they conveniently
proved an “alibi” and were discharged.

In Lafayette parish, about the same time,
o colored man who bad testfi«d in court
aguinsta white man was called outof hs
bouse at night by a party of four wbie
men, who were koown to him, and told by
them that he must go to Vermillionville
and testify in the same case, because bis
testimony ot Abbeville was good for noth-
ing. They took another colored man along
with them and went about forty yards from
the house, when thay ehot at both the ool-
ored men,

One of thom was killed, The other wis
wounded, but escaped. The wounded mau
identified the parties, one of whom has been
arreated and bheld to bail to await trial, not
on the oharge of murder, but on the less
serious charge of “Intent to kill.” Ha being
at large, of course advises the other three
desperadoes to keep out of the way till the
excitement is over.

In Calcasien parish o white woman and
a colored man were both found one morning
murdered in the honse where they resided
