To the Honorable Board of Health of the City of 
of New Orleans:

Gentlemen: We respectfully bog loffYeTIo 
lay before your honorable body the follow­
ing'statement with regard to the tax or fees 
imposed by law and collected by the Resi­
dent Physician or assistant at the Quaran­
tine Staiiou on all vessels aud small crafts 
sailing up the Mississippi river from infect­
ed ports. It has been, and is still, custom­
ary to collect the above fees from small 
crafts running through the “ Rigolets ” 
and not coming from infected ports. It is 
of this custom we beg leave to complain. 
We find the same very onerous, and should 
it continue we will be obliged to give up our 
business. The quarantine law of 1858, sec­
tion two, relates only to the Mississippi 
river, and not at all to the Rigolets. The 
fees of $7 59, $5, etc., are Invariably exact­
ed from us, which, together with the other 
dues, and fees, such as canal, wharfage, 
etc., dues, scarcely any profit is realized to 
compensate for the labor employed or the 
capital invested in transporting wood, shells 
or coal to the city. We are all of us poor, 
hard working men, with large families to 
support out of our daily toil, and it goes 
haid with us to think that after exhausting 
our strength, losing our time, that the little 
profit is consumed l»y onerous fees that are 
not strictly authorized by law. Gentlemen, 
we anneal to you to take this matter under 
consideration, and after carefully examining 
the case, we are sure you will grant 
us the relief we pray for by abol­
ishing this custom of collecting fees 
not strictly legal. In case you refuse we 
will be obliged to lay up our boats, and thus 
be deprived of making a living lor our­
selves and families, all in consequence of 
the numerous and onerous taxes, duties, 
and fees we are obliged to pay, which, in 
fact, eat up all the profits that are real­
ized. Gentlemen,any amount of proof can be 
furnished you to substantiate the foregoing 
statements. We applied to the military,think­
ing they had control over this matter, but 
they recommended that application should 
first be made to you, aud that in case you 
declined that they would attend to the mat­
ter. Hoping that your honorable body will 
take this matter under consideration, we 
respectfully await an answer.

popularly known as the reconstruction 
acts of Congres*, and openly and actively 
assisted the loyal men of the State in their 
efforts to restore Louisiaua to her position 
in the Uniou shall be held to be included 
among those herein excepted,” and hence 
was not an elector under the constitution at 
the time of his c lection.

And they do further report that the con* 
testant, Augustine Maurice, has not pro­
duced sufficient evidence of fraud to entitle 
him to a seat as Representative of the 
Eighth Representative District of the parish 
of Orleans,

Washington, August 24.—The Herald and 
the World publish the following:

White Sulphur Spring, August 23.—For 
the past few days the political world has 
been intensely excited over the visit of 
General Rosecrans here prior to his de­
parture on the Mexican diplomatic mission. 
Having first visited Hot Springs where 
General Robert E. Lee had been, and 
finding that distinguished gentleman had 
left for thi9 beautiful resort, where he was 
cordially welcomed. General Rosecrans 
set out in hot pursuit, and here found not 
only General Lee, but a very large collec­
tion of the representative Southerners that 
he wishe-I to consult with. The laudable 
object of the General is to effect through the 
agency of his former West Point compan­
ions and prominent civilians a reconcilia­
tion of the entire people of the country. He 
comes here with a desire to know the real 
disposition and true intentions of the South­
ern people iu the coming Presidential cam­
paign. Ho believes that they represent 
more fully the intelligent people of tho 
Southern States than any leaders ever repre­
sented the mass of their people, and that the 
power which for lour years sustained the 
Confederacy, D capable <«f accomplishing 
great good for the nation if set beneficially 
to work.

To put this great influence actively at work 
is the General's object. He thinks that if it 
can be don«', our political status as the 
greatest of Republican governments can be 
secured. Our financial stability will follow: 
and that our bonds would rise to par, and 
also our greenbacks; the brood of insatiate 
speculators an«l military consolidationista, 
and the depreciated credit, repudiation and 
ruin which now threaten the country, would 
disappear, and the sunshine of a long and 
glorious career would then dawn upon our 
future.
