We learnn from a correspondent that a 
large and enthusiastic mass meeting of the 
Republican party was held on Saturday, 
August 29, at the Baldwin Seminary, for­
merly the Darby Plantation, on Bayou 
Tecbo. From eight hundred to one thous­
and persons were present. The meeting 
was called at two o'clock, P. M., but long 
before that time, several hundred persons 
were assembled. The assemblage was 
called to order, and Colonel H. H. Pope 
was chosen chairman, who stated the ob­
ject of the meeting in a few. but very ap­
propriate remarks. He urged the necessi’y 
of banishing from the grounds all intox • 
caliug liquors, as it was to reason and not 
to tbe passions, that appeals would be 
made, and stated that no personal vitupera­
tion would be resorted to, as that 
failed to convince any thinking man, 
and only served as a cloak to hide 
Imperfections, as was clearly demonstrated 
by the opposite party. Colonel Pope then 
informed the colored citizens who were 
present that the great Republican party 
regarded them not as personal property, 
but as men, men who, with an equal cnance 
in the race of life, will elevate themselves 
to a position in which they will be useful 
and respectable citizens in this great re­
public. He then thanked the meeting for 
the compliment conferred by selecting him 
to be the presiding officer, and called on 
Dr. James H. Handy to address the meet­
ing.

Dr. Handy responded, though evidently 
unwell. He stated that he heartily in­
dorsed the remarks of the chair and hoped 
that they would be followed out during 
the campaign.

Three cheers were then given for General 
Grant aod Governor Warmoth.

Telling speeches were then made by 
several colored men, including John Van 
Slycks and James Dorsey, of Brashear City. 
These last were listened to with marked 
attention, and their speeches were noted 
for their sound good sense.

In the Senate, on Tuesday. September 1, 
1868, an act to authorize the Auditor to issue 
warrants for the payment «f the expenses 
of the General Assembly, introduced by Mr. 
Lewis, beiug under consideration.

The President: Iu the opinion of tho chair, 
if the Legislature passes an act making the 
warrants receivable for taxes, it will depre­
ciate the value of the warrants. It is too 
eaily in the day for the passage of such an 
bill.

Mr. Ray: Mr. President, I think this bill 
should go to a committee. There are other 
acts looking to the same object, and we will 
try to frame a bill that will accomplish the 
objects set forth by each of them.

Mr. Bacon: I think the warrants tendered 
to members of the General Assembly only, 
should be receivable for taxes.

Mr, Lewis: It is simply to get at some­
thing that will be beneficial to the members 
and employes of this General Assembly. I 
waut somtning that is tangible—something 
that will by some means place money at the 
disposal of the TreAaurer or somebody else, 
to pay the per diem of the members aud 
the employes of the General Assembly.

The bill was referred to the Committee on 
Judiciary.

A bill to authorize the Auditor to employ 
such clerks as he may need, having been in­
troduced by Mr. Lewis, aud being under 
consideration—

Mr. Ray: We have already passed a bill 
giving the Auditor additional clerks.
~ Mr. Lewis: The Auditor tells me that he 
has not clerks enough to audit our accounts, 
and I concluded, sir, that it it is really the 
case, we had better give him some more. 
There is something wrong there. Either he 
has not got sufficient assistants, or he has not 
got the will to attend to these matters, and I 
am perfectly willing that a committee should 
be appointed by tli s Senate, or a joint com­
mittee, to wait upon the Auditor and ascer­
tain the facts of this business.

The President: There is a Senate com­
mittee appointed for that purpose, but one 
of the Senators being abseut no report has 
been made up to this time.

Mr. Lewis: I move that the committe be- 
instructed to report by to-morrow at twelve 
o'clock.

Mr. Day: The committee was oaly in­
structed to investigate the difficulty be­
tween the Warrant Clerks, and to exam­
ine their books aud report upon the diffi­
culty existing. It had no reference to the 
number of employees or the wants of the 
Auditor.

The bill was referred to the Special Com­
mittee appointed to examine into the ac­
counts of the Auditor aud Warrant Clerk.

House bill No. 61, a joint resolution to 
appoint a joint committee to investigate 

j the action of the First and Second District 
Drainage Commissioners, beiug under con­
sideration—

Mr. Ray: This seems to be a bill merely to 
appoint â committee for the purpose of in­
vestigation. I move that this resolution be 
considered as engrossed.

Mr. Braughn: Before the motion is put I 
would like to inquire whether a necessity 
exists for this investigation or not: or 
whether it is another attempt to add addi­
tional employees to the fifty-seven clerks, 
porters and attaches which “the Senate al­
ready has. I know nothing of any such 
necessity, and if any gentleman on the floor 
knows of any such necessity, I would like 
to hear from him upon the subject.

Mr. Ray: Mr. President, I know nothing 
at all about the merits of this bill. I am ä 
member of the Committee on tho Board o. 
Public Works, and in that capacity I have 
ascertained that the drainage of the city is 
divided into three distrtets. Complaints 
have been made to that committee that offi­
cers have not been discharging their duties 
properly. This bill having been originated 
in the äouse, I don’t know what view the 
House may have had.

The object of the resolution is to raise a 
committee conjointly with the House for 
investigation as to what disposition has been 
made of the funds belonging to those drain­
age districts, which are of great importance 
to the health of the city.

I do not see the necessity of any clerk 
whatever for the committee. The drainage 
of the city is a matter of so much import­
ance to the property of the city that 1 think 
au investigation shou’d be made into the 
management of it. The previous law is 
made to meet the necessity of the case, but 
it seems not to have done it; and there is 
considerable of a contest going on whether 
the old system shall be abandoned and a new 
one inaugurated. As I said, I knew nothing 
about the resolution until it was read. But I 
think it should pass as it seems to be very 
important. The House must certainly have 
had some evidence that lead them to it or 
they would not have passed the resolution. 
I can’t state any particular facts, but there 
seems to be an impression that these drain­
age districts have not been properly man­
aged. I hope the resolution will pass.

Mr. Braughn: Mr. President, I am very 
glad, sir, at all times to invite to and sup­
port the investigation of the conduct of any 
public officer or officers; and when the in­
tention is bona fide aud for the purpose of 
discovering anything injurious to the State 
or community Î am in favor of it. Now, sir, 
it was urged bv a geutleman just now (not 
the gentleman from Ouachita) that the Com­
missioners desire this investigation them­
selves. That beiug the case, I am still more 
in favor of an investigation, and believe 
with the gentleman from Ouachita, that uo 
additional clerical assistance will be neces­
sary. If these gentlemen require this in­
vestigation they can verjr well aid the com­
mittee by their own clerks aud employes, 
aud for this reason I offer this proviso: 

Provided, that uo expense will accrue to 
the State from the appointment of said com­
mittee.

I ask for a suspension of the rules to offer 
the proviso.

Mr. Ray: I hope the Senator will not in­
sist upon it. I concur fully with him that 
there is uo necessity for any clerical assist­
ance. If the committee employ clerical as- 
siu.ttuce, without a provision iu the resolu­
tion itself to authorize it, we are not at all 
obligated to pay for It. I hope the Senator 
will not press the question.

Mr. Braughn: Well, sir, it I withdraw the 
proviso I shall have to move for a postpone­
ment of the resolution.

The President: I will state to Senator 
Braughn that while in the Council there was 
r- irne trouble with the Commissioners—the 
Drainage Commissioners—aud there was no 
satisfactory result arrived at at all. It was 
supposed by the Council that the Commis­
sioners had the money on hand, and they 
called «Fibern to have certain work done, 
such as cleaning out the canals. The Com-

mlssioners refused to do so, statin? they had 
no money; and still the Finance Committee 
were of the optuion that they did have some 
money. The Chair is of opinion that this in­
vestigation should be had—of course with as 
little expense as possible. The community 
was apprehensive that the condition of the 
canals would bring on an epidemic. By a 
resolution of the Council the commissioners 
were called upon, but no satisfactory result 
was arrived at.

Mr. Braughn: Well, sir, I withdraw the 
proviso under that statement of the Presi­
dent; but, sir, I shall oppose, at the proper- 
time, any attempt to authorize this commit­
tee to employ any clerical force or go into 
any expense.

Mr. Ray: I certainly concur with Senator 
Braughn in that. I move the adoption of 
the resolution.

Mr. Braughn : I second the motion.
The joiut resolution was passed.
Mr. Day having introduced a memorial to 

be referred with a bill authorizing the 
change of the city government of the 
Pariah of Carroll, and protesting against 
such change.

Mr. Pollard: I oppose the passage of the 
resolution. I have had close consultation 
with General McMillen and Colonel Yorke. 
and they have informed me that the passage 
ot the bill is desired by the people of the 
parish. (Laughter.)

Mr. Day: This matter has not been can­
vassed in the parish at all. The bill was 
introduced by General McMillen for his own 
exclusive beuefit. The memorial I have 
presented shows that it is not known to the 
most prominent citizens of the parish, and 
thev have not been consulted in the matter.

Mi. Ray: I suggest, as the subject is be­
fore the committee, to let the mémorial go 
before the committee with the bill. Tlie 
whole matter should be referred to tbe 
committee, aud when reported back by them 
it can be discussed.

The memorial was referred with the bill 
to the Committee on Corporations and 
Parochial Affairs.

House bill No. 164, an act to provide for 
certain appropriations, being under consid­
eration—

Mr. Ray moved that the bill be consid- 
ered engrossed.

Adopted.
Mr. Bacon: T will just say to gentlemen 

that if they pass that bill our warrants will 
not be worth fifty cent9 on the dollar.

Mr. Wittgenstein moved that the bill 
finally pass.

Mr. Ogdon: I object. Mr. President, be­
cause I do not understand the meaning of 
the bill. This is the first time my attention 
has been called to it.

Mr. Ray: Upon investigation of this sub­
ject, Mr. 'President, I fiud that those arc the 
appropriations generally .made by every 
Legislature for those officers. They are 
generally made in the general appropria­
tion bill. The reason they Jure usKed for 
now is that there is no money in the trea­
sury, aud these officers desire to have the 
amounts audited. I have conferred with 
Mr. Peralta,(who i9 the Secretary of our com­
mittee. and he showed me the law, and that 
this is the customary mode of procedure,

The bill was finally passed.
Senate bill No. 134, an act to incorporate 

the New Orleans and Ship Islaud Caual 
Company, being under consideration.

Mr. Lewis moved a postponement of its 
further consideration until Monday next. 
The mere fact of asking a few days time to 
investigate aud inform ourselves'correctly 
upon this bill, I thiuk is not unreasonable. 
It is on this ground and this alone that I 
ask that the bill be postponed until Monday 
next.

Mr. Ogden: Mr. President, I am an advo­
cate of the passage of this bill, although I 
am perfectly willing if the Senate desires 
that it shall be made the special order of 
the day tor Monday next. The only objec­
tion that the advocates of the bill make to 
the postponement is, that there is a great 
deal of businesj before the House, aud there 
is a possibility if not a probability, that by 
tue fifteenth or nineteenth day of Septem­
ber we will take a recess for a month. We 
fear that wo shall not be able to get through 
with this bill unless taken up immediately. 
Now. sir, this bill is perhaps as important 
as any that is upon the calendar of tue Sen­
ate. and it is so simple, so easily understood, 
I am satisfie 1 that any gentleman here 
who takes the trouble to read it fully will 
fin 1 it so just aud so beneficial to the State 
at large.that he will uot hesitate in support 
ing it.

One of the first principles of this company 
asks of the State of Louisiana no other 
privilege than that they shall have a charter. 
They ask simply to be incorporated; they 
ask irorn the State not a single dime, nor 
through it will they. They expect to receive 
upon their own bond, aided by the general 
Government, sufficient land to carryout the 
project. This caual does not run through tin 
heart of the city of New Orleans, as has 
been stated. It starts from some point in 
the pari>h of Jefferson, to be determined by 
the company, and runs from there before 
the City of Jefferson, iu a direct line to the 
Risolets.

The object of the company is to enable 
large ships that are now delayed from two 
to a>re days on the outside of tue bar, sub­
ject to the trouble and expense of freight­
ing a towboat, to sail mp immediately 
to the city of New Orleans, and instead of 
having to come 125 to 150 miles up the Mis­
sissippi river against a strong carrent, requi­
ring assistance of two-boats, they came di­
rectly across to the city, making the dis­
tance in a direct line of only thirty miles. 
Now. every one who has the direct interest 
of the city at heart, aud also of the State, 
must admit that the very instant you take 
off the restriction thrown upon commerce, 
by the enormous tax that necessarily arises 
from the navigation of the Mississippi river, 
that instant you open our ports to a larger 
aud more prosperous trade than we have 
ever had before.

The principle reason why we desiro the 
immediate passage of this' bill, is that a 
gentleman who is to be oue of the corpo­
rators, expects to go next week to Wash­
ington. city to make the necessary arrange­
ments for the construction of the caual.

Now. I hope the gentleman will withdraw 
his objection until the bill is read section 
by section, and then if he still thinks it 
should be postponed 1 will not object.

Mr. Bacon : Mr. President, as a represent­
ative of the district immediately interested 
in this bill. I must say that it has from the 
beginning looked to me as something which 
needed to be closely examined and carefully 
considered, and a9 to which we should give 
tho;e who are the inhabitants of this city 
and interested in its real estate a full oppor 
tuuity of ex imluing into the merits of the 
bill, and giving their opinion as to whether 
it should pais or not. I doubt whether 
there is a Senator here from the parish of 
Orleans who lias examined this Dill care­
fully, and who has had the counsel of those 
who are competent to judge whether it is a 
wise bill cr not. I confess, sir, that although 
l have had more experience upon that sub­
ject, probably, than any gentleman here, 
aud have hud more to say, and been* com­
pelled to think more upou the subject of 
these internal communications of the city 
from the outer world than almost any other
fentleman here. I have seen nothing and 

eard nothing, sir, that induces me to come 
to a conclusion favorable to the bill, but 
rather against it. As to the question whether 
we should have a shorter communication 
than that across the bar, I agree with gen­
tlemen, and we are likely to nave one now. 
The old scheme, which has been mooted for 
a loDg time, of catting the city by a short 
canal below that which was advocated 
so recently for many years by Colonel Dick 
Stewart, is a much more feasible plan 
than this, and parties are now prepared to 
carry it into effect; parties for which I h'-ve 
not the slightest interest, political, personal, 
or pecuniary. But I may state they have

unie, oir, lue uuc yivj/wu ..v»™,
U perhaps the most circuitous aud difficult 
to complete. It proposes to cut this city 
la two from north to south, or around the

bends of the river, whichever wav they 
take their poaitlon.

Mr. Ogden: You are laboring under a 
great mistake, Mr. Bacon—a geographical 
mistake. The canal goes directly from the 
river to the Kigolets in an air lice.

Mr. Bacon: Well, It cuts the city in two, 
and it is a most expensive and almost lm- 
possible project, and the only result will be 
that the people in that region of the city 
through which it proposes to go will be In 
doubt whether tho ground they nave got is 
to be a part oi the canal or ground to live 
upon. They can’t build houses upon it: 
they can’t sell their property: thev can’t do 
anything. It never can be running water 
it must always be a pond; a disagree 
able object to look at, like this 
new  canal we have out here, or the 
old canal; and I can’t conceive anv 
advantage that the State will gain from it. 
1‘,‘he drainage la done into that canal it 
will be as injurious to health as drainage 
into Canal Garondalet or tlie now canal 
and to tbe people who own the laud ad­
joining it.

*fÆ erre Çan be any good reason shown for 
tbe bill I should like to have it shown. But 
I who have been thinking and writing upon 
the subject for the last twenty years can not 
come to a conclusion distinctly upon that 
subject without further light.

Mr. Ray: Mr. President, whether this bill 
is acted on to day or Monday, so far as I am 
concerned, makes no difference. It is a 
subject that, as chairman of the committee 
to which it was referred, required me to 
make an examination, and I arrived at the 
conclusion from a careful investigation of 
the surveys that it w as a very great work for 
the city of New Orleans—the construction 
of a caual from the river to the Rlgolets. 
There is a fall of eight feet between the 
river and the Rlgolets which would always 
keep a sub current flowing and act as a per­
fect drain to the land through which it 
passes. I am surprised, sir, to see the Sen­
ator from Orleans opposing works of public 
improvement with reference to this city. It 
is that stand-still policy which keeps New 
Orleans behind Chicago, St. Louis, and all 
the great cities of the West. Even when 
we wanted to charter a Grain Elevator Com­
pany, for the purpose of bringing tho grain 
trade of the West to this city, there was an 
opposition from certain members of the city 
delegation. There is nothing asked by this 
canal company from the city or the State: 
but a caual, costing many millions, will be 
built without cost to the city, which will 
drain it effectually, and add to the value of 
its property probably more than any enter­
prise that cau be undertaken. Nothing is 
asked at all but the right of way, which 
does not interfere with a single tenement 
from where it leaves the Mississippi to 
where it empties into the Rigolets—through 
a swamp all the way, that is now inhabited 
by nothing but frogs and aligators. Iam 
proud to see men willing to invest their 
money in great improvements of this sort. 
It makes no difference to me whether it is 
passed to-day or another day, but it does 
seem strange that gentlemen should oppose 
such works of public improvement.

Mr. Bacon: Mr. President, I desire to say 
that when the elevator bill came up, I was 
anxious to see whether there was not too 
much privilege given to that company, with 
reference to its connection with railroads. 
But as for favoring an Elevator Company, 
the gentleman was some months, or per 
haps' years, behind me in the advocacy of 
it: for I have been advocating such a pro­
ject for three or four years. And when I 
Had an opportunity to fully examine into 
the bill respecting the Elevator Company, 
it passed with as much help on my part as I 
could eive it. So with reference to rail­
roads, I have given my support to them as 
much as I could, and I believe the city 
members all gave their aid in favor of these 
railroads. I did oppose, warmly aud ear­
nestly, the giving of an additional charter 
to the three or four now in existence, to a 
company for the construction of a road to 
connect with the Opelousas road and go to 
Texas, because I thought the treatiou of 
another company would have an injurious 
effect and hinder rather than promote tlie 
building of that road: and I am not yet 
prepared to say I was mistaken.

I consider that road of more importance 
to the city of New Orleans than anything 
else, but I was doubtful about the efficiency 
of the means proposed—the chartering of a 
new comnauv.

Now, sir, with reference to this Canal 
Company, the gentleman pronounces it a 
great improvement. If he be engineer 
enough to decide upon the matter, aud pro­
nounced it feasible, I would have no objec­
tion to it. But as I have no knowledge of 
the gentleman's capacity as an engineer, 
and tnink the bill should undergo the in­
spection and consideration of professional 
eugiueers, aud they pronounce it practica­
ble and desirable, I am opposed to its pas­
sage. I desire to have it printed and pre­
sented to such men as General McAllister 
and General Beauregard, aud other men 
who have capacity as engineers. I am aux- 
ious to do everything which shall promote 
the commerce of New Orleans; but it seems 
to me that while this company is waiting 
for aid, which mav be for years, the owners 
of the property through which it may pass 
will be iu doubt as to the exact location 
of it. and a great deal of trouble will 
result, which might be avoided by submit­
ting it to gentlemen who have the knowl­
edge to decide.

Mr. Braughn: Mr. President, all these dis­
cussions are entirely out of order, a motion 
to lay on the table the motion to, postpone, 
being before* the House, uponiwhicli the 
veas and nays were called. But as several 
Senators have expressed their opinion upon 
the bill, I take the liberty of expressing 
mine.

The President: The chair has no recolloc- 
tion of a motiou to lay on the table.

Mr. Braughn: Mr. Lewis made a motion to 
postpone, aud a motion was made by Mr. 
Wittgenstein to lay it on the table.

The President: The chair did not hear 
such a motiou or a second to it.

Mr. Braughn: Mr. President, on the part 
of the city Relegation, of which I am one, I 
cau not permit the imputation which is cast 
upon it by the Senator from Ouachita 
to pass without denying it in toto. 
From the commebcement of the session 
we have opposed no measure for the 
prosperity aud welfare of New Orleans. 
When the measure to which the gentleman 
has alluded—the incorporation of a Grain 
aud Elevator Company—was before the 
Senate, I advocated it to the extent of my 
humble ability; and I believe, sir, on behalf 
of my colleagues, I can promise that, when 
any measure comes before us, no matter from 
wliat source, having for its object the com­
mercial or social advantage of this city, its 
representatives will not be backward in 
supporting it. But I thiuk, sir, that upon a 
question of postponement such an imputa­
tion as has been made comes with exceed­
ingly bad t»ste from the gentleman from 
Ouachita. We simply ask a postponement in 
order that the Seuators in whose hands the 
welfare of the city is in a measure entrusted, 
may ascertain the advantages or disadvan­
tages of this measure. Why, sir, I veil 
turc the assertion that ’ not half a 
dozen Senators in the house have read this 
bill. I know that I for one have had no 
time to peruse it, and believe that none of 
my colleagues have. And now its immedi­
ate passage is urged upon the simple read 
ing by the Secretary, without giving us any 
chance to examine it minutely—a bill which 
involves a capital of six millions of dollars, 
and which proposes to divide the corpo­
rate limits of the city by a canal—a fact 
which of Itself is a sufficient reason to ask 
for time to properly consider it. We can 
not sav what effect in point of health, drain 
age, or otherwise this canal may have upon 
the city.

r admit, sir, that from a casual glance 
at the bill, and from the statements made 
by its friends, it is a plausible scheme, and 
I have not heard a single direct objection 
against it by those who desire a postpone 
nient. And I said that If all the statement*- 
now made prove true, I will td/ocate it* 
passage with as much aeal us the gentleman 
who advocates its passage to-day. All w» 
ask is that it be postponed until we can 
thoroughly digest and understand it.

Mr. Wilcox: Mr. President, I desire to, 
state that this bill was introduced, I think, 
more than ten daya ago. It passed Us fini

and second readings, and was referred to  
the Committee on Internal Improvements, 
it remained in their hands several days, was 
read over and carefully considered by them: 

proposed by them 
“ 2 *? 5?the »Hthor. of the bill,

favorably. It m  
printed and has been lying upon the desks 
of Senators five or «ix daj« . they hare cer­
tainly had an opportunity to atudy and In­
vestigate It to their heart’« content; If ther 
are so much interested In It aa they assert, 
and are uot now prepared to act upon it it 
ia their own fault. When the hour ’for 
which it had been fixed, as the special order 
ol the day arrived on last Saturday, we had 
no quorum and could transact no business, 
and it lost its place upon the calendar. I  
ask now that the bill be read and acted 
upoD. I think it is no more than lair that 
I should have this opportunity of repre­
senting the friends of the bilL lîot 
often nave I opposed the suspension of th© 
rules to introduce or call up a bill. I think 
that In courtesy to myself and the friends of 
this bill it should be taken up and carried 
through. The Senators have all had an op­
portunity to hear and read It; they have 
printed copies before them; if there is any­
thing to be amended let it be done. I  am 
opposed to a postponement, and I am sur­
prised that the Senator from De 8oto (Mr. 
Lewis) should come in and advocate the 
postponement of the bill—a bill about which 
he knows nothing. The Senators from the 
city have a right to ask it, of course; but 
still I think the same objection holds there; 
they have had ample time to examine it.

So far as the merits of this bill are con­
cerned, Mr. President. I think no man who 
has the interests of Louisiana at heart, or 
the interests of the city of New Orleans, 
can oppose or offer any plausible objection 
to this bill. It will enhance the value of 
the property of this city, and increase its 
commercial advantages. It will be a bless­
ing to the city, the State, and indeed to the 
whole Western country.

It proposes to give to the commercial men 
of this city all thatha9 been asked by the 
merchants and commercial men of St- 
Louls and Mobile. They have been for two 
or three years agitating the question of 
opening a ship canal from Pass Manchao 
into Lake Poutchartrain, and thence to Mo­
bile, affording a channel for the vessels from 
Mobile to pass through to the river, and 
vice versa for the steambers from 8t. Louis 
to pass through to Mobile. This bill will 
secure all the advantages they have asked, 
and obviates all the objections to the other 
project. By the other route you have to 
pass through Lake Pontchartram, in which 
you have only an average of six to eight 
feet of water. Vessels that come to New 
Orleans by the river can not come through 
that lake. By this route it is proposed to 
commence the canal at Carrollton, and have 
a ship lock that will permit thé passage of 
any vessel that floats through to the Mis­
sissippi river. Iu a commercial point of 
view the advantages of this canal are so evi­
dent that it seems^uunecessary to say more 
upon that point.

Second. As to the drainage it affords, I 
say that if this canal is ever built, it will 
form the foundation of a drainage system 
far superior to any that has yet been de­
vised for New Orleans. You now have your 
little ditches running through the city 
which amount to nothing, with one to three 
feet of offensive and stagnant water, doing 
very little good in a sanitary point of view, 
but rather the reverse. This caual, running 
from Carrollton to the rear of the city, 
through all that low swamp ground, inhab­
ited, as Senator Ray has said, only by aligA- 
tors aud frogs, through which the street« 
even have not beeu opened, will be one hund­
red aud fifty feet wide and twelve feet deep, 
with the privilege of deepening it hereafter 
to twenty-five feet and widening it to three 
hundred feet. Let gentlemen consider 
what will be tlie effect .and ad vantages of 
opening such a canal from the rear or the 
city to the Rigolets, aud they can arrive at 
no other conclusion than that as a drainage 
it will be the most complete possible 
success.

Mr. Wittgenstein renewed his motion to 
lay on the table the motion to postpone.

Mr. Foute: Mr. President, as other Sena­
tors have been indulged iu remarks upon 
this bill, I desire to say a few words.

Mr. Wittgenstein: I withdraw my motion 
for the present.

Mr. Foute: I dislike, Mr. President, to be 
compelled to differ with the courteous gen­
tleman who has thus addressed the Senate 
(Mr. Wilcox), but I have had the map before 
me, and I have been unable to arrive at & 
practical conclusion as to what this bill pro­
poses. I thiuk no hurt can be done bv & 
postponement. Let the men whose profes­
sional experience as engineers, such as Mr. 
Surgi, Mr. Bourier and others eminent in 
their profession, who are familiar with 
canals and with the work of draiuiug of the 
city, who are not dreamy but practical men, 
be consulted. We may do incalculable in­
jury to the city by acting in a hasty manner 
upon this bill. Gentlemen tell us there arc 
forty feet of water in the Rigolets. When 
I was a boy, sir, I was accustomed to yacht­
ing through those waters, and I do not be­
lieve there are forty feet of water in any 
portion of it.

Look, sir, at the map. This canal is td 
run through the heart of the First District. 
It is said that it will drain the city effectual­
ly. We have a draining system already. 
Let us see whether that is defective, and if 
so, how to remedy it. If there is to be a 
canal let it run from Carrollton to Lake 
Borgne, which is but twenty-eight midea. 
By the route proposed you will never get a 
ship up there in the world. It is a practical 
impossibility.

Mr. Wilcox: it proposes to strike deep 
water at the Rigolets.

Mr. Ogden: Mr. President, I also have 
yatched there in my early days. Where this 
canal will s:r.ke the Rigolets there is forty 
feet of water. There n uo point in the 
Rigolets that is less than forty feet deep. It 
seems to me, sir, the argument of the Sena­
tor is shallow in this respect. [L au g h te r.]  

Mr. Foute: I maybe out of my depth«, 
Mr. President. (Laughter.)

Mr. Bacon: You are uot alone, sir, in 
that. I don’t think there is nuy man en­
gaged in the discussion of this bill that is 
not out of his depth. (Laughter.)

Mr. Foute: If this caual is to be built, 
Mr. President, let the bill be first examined 
by experienced eugiueers. Let the topo­
graphical surveys of the United States en­
gineers be consulted. The maps can be 
procured easily. And, if after a thorough 
canvass of the sultfect, the route and scheme 
here proposed are the best, I shall heartily 
support it; but until that is done I think 
the matter should be postpoued.

Mr. Wilcox: I will st.ate, Mr. Président, 
that is no new scheme. It was urged 
three years ago by the parties that have 
now drawn up this bill. There are many 
things to bo said, but I do uot consider it 
neccssarv. The great advantages to be 
derived from it are too apparent to need 
further argument.

The further consideration of the bill was 
Anally postponed, and it was made the 
special order of the day for Monday, at one 
o’clock.
