To Incorporate the Town of Alexandria.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in  General Assembly convened, 
That from and after the passage of this act 
all th a t portion of the territorv lying on 
Red river in the parish of Rapides known as 
the town of Alexandria, a plat of which is on 
tile in the office of the Recorder of the parish

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not . previously repotted

of Rapides, and also that portion of land 
adjoining the same on both the upper and 
lower sides, heretofore designated as the 
town of the upper and lower suburb, a plat 
of which is also on file iu the said Recorder’s 
office, shall form a corporation and body 
politic bv the name of the town of Alexan­
dria, and as such shall have perpetual suc­
cession, and all the inhabitants thereof 
shall form a body corporate under the name 
and style of the Mayor aud Council of the 
Town of Alexandria, and bv tha t name 
they and their successors shall be known in 
law. aud be capable to sue and be sued, 
Plead and be impleaded, defend and be de­
fended in all courts aud places whatever, 
and in all manner of actions and causes 
whatever. Also, to hold, purchase, receive, 
possess, enjoy aud retain to them and their 
successors all and every kind of property 
whatever ; provided, the same be for mu­
nicipal purposes, and the same sell, trans­
fer, alien and lease from aud dispose of, and 
may have and use a  common seal, aud mav 
alter and change the same a t pleasure.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
on the first Monday of Jannarv, eighteen 
hundred and sixty-nine, and every two 
years thereafter, a t election precincts, one 
of which shall be established by the City 
Council in each ward, there shall be chosen 
by ballot, by the citizens of the ward quali­
fied to vote by the laws of this State and ike 
United States, and who shall be residente of 
the ward in which they offer to  vote for ten 
days preceding the election, the Alderman 
allotted to each ward, respectively, by this 
act, and one Mayor, one Treasurer, one Con­
troller, all oi whom shall be residents of the 
city at the time of their election, and who 
shall, when elected by a majority of the 
votes of the whole city, enter upon the dis­
charge of the duties of their respective 
offices on the third Monday following tlieir 
election: the Aldermen shall be voters in 
the ward from which they shali be elected.

Be it further enacted, etc. That 
the Governor shall upon the passage of 
this act remove the present Board of 
Council and other officers of said city, and 
appoint th f  Mayor, Treasurer, Controller 
and Board of Council until the aforesaid 
officers shall have been elected and quali­
fied as in accordance with section third.

Seo. 4. Be it farther enacted, etc., That 
the said Mayor and Oouncilmen shall, be­
fore entering on the discharge of their du- 
ties. ttfecribed by this act. take and sub-

The Assessor shall be authorized to assess 
and the Collector to  collect taxes due the 
corporation in the same manner as the As 
sessors aud Collectors of parish taxes are 
authorized to proceed by act of the Legisla­
ture. and in such other manner as the Mayor 
andCouncil may determine: that the taxes as­
sessed by virtue of this act on a privilege 
lien on the property to be taxed.

Sec. 10. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the Mayor and Common Council shall have 
power and authority to lay and collect an 
Dually such a tax as they 'may deem neces­
sary for the improvement of the town, for 
the comfort and convenience of its inhabit­
ants, aud for preserving a well organized 
police; Provided, it shall not exceed one 
per cent of their value upon all landed 
property, buildings within the corporation, 
observing in the assessment and collection 
thereof equality in proportion to the value 
o f said landed property aud buildings: they 
shall have power to impose such tax as 
they may think proper on all stores, whole­
sale and retail, or retailers of spirituous 
liquors or tavern keepers, or keepers of 
billiard tables, grog-shops, restaurants, ten­
pin alleys, beer, wine and cakt-shops, ex­
hibitions, hawkers, peddlers, auctioneers, 
boarding-houses, livery stables, carts, 
wagons, drays and carriages running for 
hire, on steamboats, datbo&ts and other 
water crafts landing within the limits of 
the town, and on all other property not 
enumerated above, should they deem it ex­
pedient and necessary.

S ec. 11. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
it shall be lawful for the Mayor and Coun­
cil to enact from time to time such by-laws 
and ordinances in writing as they may 
deem expedient relative to streets, levees 
and landings, and sidewalks, relative to 
the public markets, relative to slaughter­
houses and nuisances generally, and  rela­
tive to whatever may be necessary for the 
improvements, police or good government 
of said town, aud may require for any neg­
lect or disobedience of any such law’s or or­
dinances; the person or persons so offending 
shall, on conviction before the Mayor, be 
riued in a sum not exceeding fifty dollars: 
provided, such regulations are not made 
inconsistent with the laws of the United 
States or of this State.

S ec. 12. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
all storekeepers, retailers of spirituous 
liquors, keepers of grog shops, taverus, bil­
liard tables, beer, wine and confectioners, 
restaurants, tenpin alleys, exhibition carts, 
wagons,<lrays,aud carriages ruuniug for hire 
before they be authorized so to do, snail 
obtain a license to that effect from the 
Mayor, after paying the amount of such 
taxes as the Mayor aud Council mav hav 
imposed by virtue of the power vested i 
them.

S ec. 13. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the Mayor and Council shall have power to 
provide for the punishment of vagrants aud 
disorderly persons who may be found iu the 
day or night time disturbing the public 
peace, by fiue not to exceed fifty dollars, 
and imprisonment not exceeding forty-eight 
hours.

S e c . 14. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the Mayor shall have power to recall aud 
annul any license that he may have granted 
by virtue of this act, where, from tue disor­
derly, outrageous or improper conduct of 
the party, the peace and good government 
of the town may require it.

S ec. 15. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
whenever the owner of property in trout of 
which a sidewalk, banquette* or other

alks shall have been ordered to be 
made, tilled up or repaired, shall 
fail to do so within the time required by the 
ordinances of the Mayor and Council, the 
said Mayor aud Council shall order it to be 
done a t the expense of the proprietor of the 
said property, and that the said corporation 
shall have a special lien and privilege on 
said property to seeure the payment so due, 
which privilege shall entitle the corporation 
to be paid in preference to any other m ort­
gage or claim upon said property, and in
case said owner shall be unknown, said 
poration shall have the power to proceed in 
reçu against the said property iu the same- 
manner as is pointed out iu article two hun­
dred and ninety-one of the Code of Practice: 
the corporation to be entitled to eight per 
cent interest upon the said amount paid 
upon for such work, from the time it is ad­
vanced until paid.
