At the meeting of the Grant Guards held 
in  the Senate Chamber on Thursday even­
ing, General J . H. Sypher addressed the 
club and spoke as follows:

F Kixow-Citizens—This is the first time I 
have had the pleasure of addressing the 
Cirant Guards, and I wish now to induce 
.you to display a more potent enthusiasm in 
the noble cause you are engaged in and 
make this a lively and determined cam­
paign. I t seems to me that our party lacks 
organization and I fear (hat we are allow­
ing the election in this State to go against 
us by default, as those who claim to be the 
leaders have not organized the party suffi­
ciently.

The Legislature has fixed on November 
3, for the election, and we must see that 
our voters are registered—every man must 
see that his neighbors are registered.

The present is not altogether a political 
issne, but a  contest for our very political 
existence.

Let us make amends for the past, and 
infuse such a spirit in the hearts of our Re­
publican voters as will enable us to carry 
the State for Grant and Colfax. Our duty 
commences in this city. Committees must 
be appointed in every ward to attend to 
th e  registration. The Democracy are a l­
ready giviDg way on the subject of pro­
scription. and when Grant is elected thev 
w ill be ariiamed to acknowledge that they 
ever p ra ttic id  it. He insisted on the abso­
lu te  necessi y of showing a good fight for 
the  Presidential election, and referred to the 
ancien regime as being oppressive to the 
poorer classes.

A H  U S  E M  E N T S .

We republish the following account of re ­
cent disturbances upon the Red River, from 
the Caddo Gazelle, a Democratic journal 
published at Shreveport. We ask our 
readers to scrutinize it carefully. Though 
an effort at defense, it ia most damning tes 
timony.

It is charged that a white man was arrest­
ed by negroes for having fired his pistol 
as the negroes said at one of them. For 
this arrest and detention the whole popu­
lation arm themselves and hunt down and 
shoot the negroes wherever they can be 
found. I f  the blacks were guilty of any 
wrong, no attempt was made to bring 
them to justice. Not only those charg* d 
with the offense, bu t “ wherever they can 
find them ” they are murdered without 
warning or explanation:

A thousand conflicting reporta of the 
horrible assassinations in Bossier parish 
have been circulated far and wide. To 
correct erroneous reports, and give our 
readers a plain, unvarnished history of 
these revolting acts, is the object of this 
article. The apprehension so long enter­
tained that the two races would eventually 
make war upon each other has been 
changed to a horrid reality.

We present the following statement of 
all the facts we have obtained connected 
with the disturbances and murders which 
have occurred in Bossier parish during the 
past week:

On Sunday morning Mr. Elisha Gibson, 
with several of his neghbors from Columbia 
county, Arkansas, were returning home 
from Shreveport. They had sold their cot­
ton and made their purchases, but still re­
tained several hundred dollars, which were 
in the hands of M r. Gibson. This party 
stopped at the Shady Grove plantation on 
Red River, eight miles above this place, 
and purchased corn. While there a pistol 
was fired. It is aot proven that the pistol 
was fired at any one. Gibson asserts that 
it was an accident while the negroes on the 
place declare that it was shot a t one of 
them. At any rate nobody was hurt.

When the party left a number of negroes 
followed them and arrested Gibson. No 
resistance was made, as the whites were 
unarmed and unprepared to defend them­
selves. The negroes returned to Shady 
Grove with their prisoner, and for safe 
keeping he was chained by the neck to o 
tree. Mr. Brownlee, Dr. Vance and Mr. 
Byrne, of our city, advised the negroes to 
release Gibson, assuring them that he was 
a worthy citizen ot Arkansas. Failing in 
this, Mr. Brownlee went to Benton and 
secured the assistance of several citizens, 
who came down and rescued Gibson from 
the infuriated barbarians. Gibson then 
informed them that he had been robbed of 
all his money, his hat and coat.

The was an interval of two days, a lull 
which preceded a terrible storm of passion.
Un Wednesday morning before daylight a 
party of about thirty men, said to be trom 
Arkansas, surrounded the negro quarters 
at Shady Grove and demanded the surren­
der of the guilty parties. A lij-ht ensued, 
in which one negro was killed and three 
wounded. Five negroes charged with steal­
ing the money were taken in the direction 
of Aikansas. Thus ended the first bloody 
tragedy.

On the same morning (Wednesday) 
number of negroes from adjoining planta­
tions posted themselves along the road near 
Mr. Brownlee’s, and when (Le latter left 
the residence of Mr. Saggus. his father-in- 
law, in company with Mr. Francis Ogden, 
they surroimded them.and then deliberately 
shot them down.

Mr. Baer, who was present, protested 
against the assassination of these young 
men, bu t the negroes stated that they had 
rescued Gibson from them, for which crime 
they must be killed. Bird shot were used, 
mixed with a few buck sho*. and these white 
men were literally filled with lead. Neith­
er ot them were killed instantly, but Mr. 
Ogden died in a  few hours, and Mr. Brown­
lee is in a critical condition. The negroes 
having fired by plattoons upon thege help­
less men, left them in the agonies of death, 
as they supposed, and walked off quietly as 
if they had obeyed a military order.

When the news leached our city it pro­
duced the wildest excitement for the safety 
of white families in the neighborhood, who 
were outnumbered ten to one by the ne­
groes. Volunteers quickly rallied to the 
cry ‘*to arms,v and about fifty men started 
for the dark and bloody ground.

In  answer to this re­
quest the negroea began to fire, which was 
returned, when the negroea beat a hasty 
retreat. E i. Sturgess’a clothes were torn 
by shot, and bis horse was badly wounded. 
About twenty-five shots were fired, but no 
one was killed. One negro was severely 
wounded and baa since died, the balance 
escaped.

The plantations along the river were vis 
ited, but strange to eay all the negroes had 
deserted their cabins and taken to the 
woods. They seem determined to ahield 
the murderers of Brownlee and Ogden.

The party from Arkansas did not return 
home as was expected, b a t halted a t Bea­
ton until they could learn the result of 
their raid on Shady Grove. They were 
enraged by the murder of Brownlee and 
Ogden, and have retaliated terribly on th e  
negroes wherever they can find them.

Un Thursday morning five negroes were 
shot by the Arkansians at Shady Grove, 
although the proprietor vouched for their 
good character and had promised them 
protection.
