Springs Railroad Company.

S bction  1. Be it enacted by the Senate 
and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General A sse m b ly  conveiicJ, 
That H. Alexander, W. 8. Mount, John 
Roches, C. M. Soria, N. Page, M. Candron 
and their associates be and are hereby spe­
cially made a body corporate under the 
name and style of the Mandeville and Sul­
phur Springs Railroad Company, and under 
this name shall exist tor the term of fifty 
years and shall be capable, for the purpose 
enumerated in this act and for all otner pur­
poses incident to like incorporations, of buy­
ing, selling and mortgaging all kinds of real 
estate and other kinds of property, of suing 
and being sued in any of the courts of law 
and equity of this State, of having a com­
mon seal and of altering it at pleasure.

Bu. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the capital stock of the Company is fixed at 
the sum of one hundred thousand dollars, to 
be divided into shares of one hundred dol­
lars each, to he paid in such manner as the 
first Board of Directors of said company 
shall deem proper.

S*c. 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the said company is hereby authorized and 
empowered to survey, locate and fix, con­
struct, alter, maintain, work and repair a 
railroad with one or more tracks from the 
lake shore, at Mandeville, to Hulphur 
Springe, with such other branches as the 
company may deem proper or expedient to 
create and facilitate business, io carry, 
transport and convey property and persons, 
and the mails, troops and ammunitions of 
war of the United States, or any of the 
States thereof, upon said road and brunches 
by steam-power or any other power or com 
fcination of power, proper to oe used there 
on, and to hold and own said road and 
branches, and the lands and tenements at­
tached thereto.

Sic. 4. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the said company is authorized to accept 
and receive to its use for the purposes of 
constructing, using and keeping in repair 
Bald railroad any grant, gift, donation, loan,

shall have the option, after thirty days* 
written notice to tlie defaulter, of forfeiting

Be it further enacted, etc., That 
it shall be the duty of the Board of Direc­
tors to furnish a detailed statement of the 
affairs of the Company to the stockholders 
once a year, and dividends, if any, declared 
and paid over semi-annually or annually, 
as the case may be, and it shall be the duty 
of the Company, at all times, to keep printed 
copies of this charter and of their by laws, 
placed in conspicuous places in their office 
or offices, so that the public may know and 
be kept advised as to the rights and duties 
of said Company, which company shall have 
the right to keep an office in or out of this 
State.

Sec. 15. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
whenever the dissolution of the corporation 
shall render necessary its liquidation, three 
commissioners shall be elected by the stock­
holders, whose duty it shall be to take pos­
session of the road and other property of 
the Company and conduct its business to a 
final liquidation on such terms and in such 
manner as shall be determined by a meeting 
of stockholders, regularly convened for that 
purpose, and If at the expiration of the 
present charter a majority of the stock­
holders in number and amount shall desire 
to renew the same for a further term, the 
stockholders dissenting from the renewal 
shall be bound to transfer their stock to 
those desiring the renewal, at its fair value, 
to be fixed by appraisers mutually chosen 
lor the purpose.

Sec. 16. Bo it further enacted, etc , That 
this act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.

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To Amend and Re-enact the Thirty-fourth
Section of An Act Entitled An Act Rel­
ative to Criminal Proceedings. Approved
March 14,1855.
S ec t io n  1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly convened, 
That the thirty-fourth section of an act en­
titled an act relative to criminal proceed­
ings, âpproved March 14, 1855, be and the 
same is hereby amended and re-enacted so 
as to read as follows: Whenever any per- 
eon shall be accused of any breach of the 
peace, crime or misdemeanor by the oath ol 
one or more credible witnesses it shall be 
the duty of the Justice of the Peace or 
committing magistrate or judge before whom 
the accusation is brought to receive the 
complaint and to cause the accused to be tu 
rested, and if the offense for which the nr 
cosed is so arrested be one that may sulj 'ct 
the party to capital punishment or to im­
prisonment in the penitentiary, the accused 
shall, when arrested, be brought before 
cither the District Judge of the district or 
the Parish Judge of the parish in which the 
offense may be charged to have been com­
mitted and to be proceeded on and examined 
according to law.

When the person bo accused shall bave 
been brought before the Justice or magis­
trate, if the offense be not punishable as 
stated in the above paragraph, or the Dis­
trict or Pariah Judge if punishable as stated 
in the above paragraph,it shall be bis duty to 
examine on oath such witnesses as may ap­
pear against him and to reduce their dep al 
tion to writing. It shall also be his duty to re­
ceive the voluntary declaration of the person 
accused, and the answers which without 
promise or threat, he shall make to the ques­
tions which the examining judge or magis­
trate shall put to him and to cause them to 
be reduced to writing, and signed by the 
prisoner in his presence and that of two wit­
nesses, or if he can not sign to mention that 
circumstance and t© certify the declaration 
tion with his signature and that of two wit­
nesses, white declaration thus certified and 
signed, shall be evidence before the grand 
and petit jury.

After the examination shall be thus made, 
if it shall appear from the testimony of the 
witnesses that a breach of the peace, crime 
or misdemeanor has been committed by the 
Moused, it shall be the duty of the parish 
judge, if the examination has been made be­
fore him, to send the accused to jail under 
the custody of the sheriff or constable, if the 
crime be punishable with death, and of the 
District Judge, if the examination has been 
made befere him, to send the accused to jail 
if the crime be punishable with death and 
the proof evident or presumption great.

If the offense or crime charged may be 
punishable by imprisonmoat in the peniten­
tiary, the District or parish judge may set 
him at liberty upon his giving 
bond with approved security for such sum 
as the judge shall fir, and if the offense be 
punishable with less severe “  
accused shall be set at liberti 
ing bond with approved security for
sum as the Magistrate or Judge shaL___ ,
■aid bond shall be conditioned for the ap­
pearance of the party accused at the next

Parish or District Court, as may be stated 
in the bond, in the parish in which the of­
fense »hall have been committed: it he be 
unable or refuse to give bond with such 
security the Magistrate or Judge, as the 
case may be. shall commit him to prison 
until he be delivered in due course of law.

The District and Parish Judges shall have 
jurisdiction as committing Magistrate in all

S e c . 1. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
all laws or parts of laws contrary to the 
provisions of this act be and the same are 
hereby repealed; and that this act take 
effect from and alter its passage.

To Regulate and Define the Duties and to

stipulate the Jurisdiction and Emoluments
of Coroner.
S ec t io n  1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House ot Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana, in General Assembly convened, 
That a Coroner shall be elected in each par­
ish by the qualified electors thereof, except 
in the parish of Orleans, in which there 
shall be two Coroners so elected, one to per­
form the duties of Coroner on ‘he left bank, 
below middle of Canal street, in the said 
parish, and the other to perform the duties 
of Coroner on the left bank, above the mid­
dle of Canal, and also in that part of the par 
-h known as Orleans Right Bank; that said 

Coroners shall hold their offices for the 
term of two years respectively; ‘bat an 
-lection for said Coronershaving been held 
in accordance with the provisions of the 
Constitution adopted March 7, one thou­
sand eight hundred and sixty-eight, articles 
one hundred and fifty-three (153) and one 
hundred and fiity-lour (154), future elec­
tion shall be held every two years there­
after, to wit, on the seventeenth and 
eighteenth days of April, whenever the said 
days shall not tall on .Sundays or legalized 
holidays, and when they or either of them 
shall so tall, on the nearest secular day or 
days thereafter respectively; that every 
Coroner shall take the oath prescribed by 
the Constitution, and shall give bond and 
security according to law iu the parish of 
Orleans, in the sum of twenty-five thousand 
dollars, and in the other parishes of the 
State, in the sura of two thousand dollars, 
lor the due performance of the duties of his 
office. Should a vacancy occur subsequent 
to an election, it shall be tilled by the Gov­
ernor, and the person so appointed shall 
continue in office until his successor shall 
be elected and qualified.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc.. That no 
person shall be eligible lor the office of Cor­
oner, either by election by the peo­
ple, or appointment by the Governor 
of the State, who is not a lawful citizen of 
the State, of fair edut ation, good moral char­
acter, and possessed of general busiue*3 
qualities, and that it shall not be necessary 
mat he shall have had a medical or surgical 
.‘ducation, or have been a regular practi­
tioner of either branch of science.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the Coroner shall be a conservator of the 
peace.

Sec. 4. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
iu case of vacancy in the office of Sheriff, 
the Coroner for the portion of the parish of 
Orleans on the left bank below the middle 
of Canal street shall execute the duties of 
Sheriff of the Criminal Courts; and the 
Coroner for the poi tion ol the said parish 
on the left bank above the middle of Canal 
street and on the right bank shall execute 
the duties of SheritLof the civil courts until 
the appointment or election of a new 
Sheriff; and while acting as such Sheriff the 
Coroner shall receive the same fees as are 
allowed by law to the Sheriff. In country 
parishes the Coroner shall in like manner 
fill vacancies in the office of Sheriff.

Sec. 5. Be it further euacted, etc., That 
it shall be the duty of the Coroner on being 
informed of the violent death of auy per­
son within h‘8 jurisdiction, the cause of 
which is unknown, immediately to proceed 
to view the body and make all proper in­
quiry respecting the cause and manner of 
the death; ana if from such injury he 
shall be satisfied that no person has been 
guilty of causing or procuring the death, 
aud that there are no suspicious circum­
stances attending it, he shall, without fur­
ther proceedings therein, deliver the body 
to the friends, if any there be, for inter­
ment: in case there are no friends who 
will take charge of the body, and if the 
deceased shall not not have left property 
sufficient to pay the expenses of the burial, 
then it shall be the duty of the Coroner to 
bury it.

Sec . C. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
where inquests are not held the Coroner shall 
issue a c< rtificate of the following or similar
import: I , ---- , Coroner of the parish (or
district, &b the case may be), o f ---- , hav­
ing been notified of the death of ------- ,
and having viewed the body of the said
------- , and made inquiry respecting his
death, do certify that I am satisfied no guilt 
attaches to any person by reason of the 
death, and that an inquest is unnecessary. 
And where it shall have become necessary 
for the Coroner to bury the dead body, the 
certificate shall continue and say : That the 
deceased has no friends who appear to take 
charge of and bury his body, nor as I can 
ascertain, has he left property sufficient 
to defray the expenses thereof, I 
have, therefore, buried the same, and this 
certificate shall be filed in the omoe of the 
clerk of the country parishes aud in the 
Clerk’s office of the Fourth District Court in 
the parish of Orleans.

Skc. 7. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
if the Coroner shall have reason to suspect 
that the person whose body he shall been 
called to view came to his death Dy violent 
means, then, and not otherwise, it shall be 
his duty forthwith to proceed and take in­
quest of said death.

Sec. 8. Be it farther enacted, etc., That 
in the parish of Orleans the j urisdictiun and 
duties of the Coroner for the portion of that 
parish on the left bank below the middle of 
Canal street shall extend and shall be con­
fined to inquisitions on subjects found or 
brought within the said limitp, and that the 
jurisdiction and powers of the Coroner for 
the portion of the parish above the middle 
of Canal street, ana on the right bank shall 
extend and be confined to inquisitions on 
subjects found or brought within these said 
limits: provided, that nothing herein con­
tained shall be construed as preventing, 
prohibiting or forbidding persons fludiug 
the bodies of drowned persons in the river 
from notifying the nearest Coroner thereof, 
or as releasing the said Coroner from the 
duty of forthwith holding an inquest 
thereon.

8*c. 9. Be it farther enacted, etc., That 
when inquest is to be held the Coroner shall 
summon forthwith five citizens residing in 
the parish to appear before him, at the time 
and place expressed in the summons, then 
and there to Inquire upon view of the body
of ------- there ljiDg dead, when aud by
what means he came to his death.

Sec. 10. Beit further enacted, etc., That 
if any person summoned as a juror shall fail 
to appear, without reasosable excuse there­
for, he shall forfeit the sum of twenty-five 
dollars. All forfeitures under this section 
in New Orleans and Jefferson, may be 
recovered for the benefit of the Charity 
Hospital of New Orleans, by suie to be 
brought by the Administrators of the hospi­
tal. In the country parishes all forfeitures 
recovered under this section, shall be 
deposited in the parish treasury »nd for the 
use of said parish, by suit to be brought 
before a Justice of the Peace in the name 
of the police jury thereof.
Skc. 11. Be it further enacted, etc., That 

when the iurori who have been summoned 
appear, the Coroner shall call over their 
names, and then, in view of the 
body, he shall administer to them the fob

what means the person whose body here lies 
came to his death ; and that you will return 
a true inquest thereof, according to your 
knowledge and such evidence as shall be 
laid before yon, so help yon God.” If any of 
the five jurors shall not appear, the Coroner 
•hall summon jurors from the bystanders to 
complete the number of the jury.

Bsc. 12. Be it farther enacted, eta., That 
the Coroner may summon witnesses at such 
time and piece As he shall direct; the per­
sons summoned shall, for non-attendance 
or refusal to testify, be subject to the same 
penalties, to be expressed m the summons

as if they had been served with a subpoena 
on behalf of the State to attend a Justice's 
Court. It shall be the duty of the 
Cf Timer, if adjudged nece=sary either by him­
self or by a majority of the jury, in order to 
ascertain the cause of death, to order a post 
mortem examination, whether surgical 

ly, or chemical also, to be made on the 
body of the subject of the inquisition, by 
competent nuaical practitioners; and the 
expense of such post mortem examinations 
shall be paid by the parish or municipal 
authorities within whose jurisdiction the 
inquests shall be held.

Sec. 13. Be it euacted further, etc., That 
the Coroner shall administer the following 
oath to all witnesses:

‘‘You solemnly swear that the evidence 
you are required to give on this inquest 
shall be the truth, the whole truth and 
nothing but the truth; so help vou God."

S e c . 14. Beit further enacted, etc.. That 
the testimony of all witnesses examined on 
auy inquest shall be reduced to writing and 
subscribed by the witnesses.

Sec. 15. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the jury, upon the inspection of the body, 
and after nearing the testimony of wit­
nesses and making all needful inquiries, 
shall sign and deliver to the Coroner their 
inquisition, under their hands, in which 
thev shall cîrtify when and by what means 
of deceased came to his death, and his name, 
if it is known, together with all material 
circumstances attending his death, and if it 
shall appear that the deceased was feloni­
ously killed, the jurors shall further state 
who were charged with hr ing guilty, either 
as principals or accessories, if known, or 
with beiug iu any manner the cause 
of his death, which inquisition may be in 
substance as follows: Au inquisition taken

year---- , before the Coroner of the parish
(or portion of the parish, in the case of the
parish of Orleans) of-------.upon view of
the body of---- ,(or of an unknown-person)
there lying dead. The jurors whose names 
are hereuuto subscribed having been sworn 
to inquire ou behalf of the S.ate when 
and by what means said— came to his death
upon theirouth do say; [then------- insert
when, how and by what person or persons, 
means, weapons, or instruments he was 
killed], lutestimony whereof Ike the Cor­
oner aud jurors of this inquest have here­
unto subscribed their names the day aud 
year above stated.

S e c . 10. Beit further enacted, etc., That 
if the jury find that any murder or man­
slaughter has been committed on the de­
ceased, the Coroner shall bind over, by re- 
c Jgnizance, such witnesses as he shall think 
proper to appear and testily at the next 
court tobe held in the parish at which an 
indictment for such an offense can be found; 
he shall also return to the coui « the inquisi­
tion, written evidence, and ell recognizance 
and examination by him taken, and may 
commit to the jail of the paiisn any wit­
nesses who shall refuse to recognize in such 
manner as he shall direct.

Sec. 17. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
if any person charged by the inquest with 
having committed such offense shall not be 
in custody, the Coroner shall arrest and 
conduct him before some committing mag­
istrate in the parish in which the inquest is 
held, to be examined and proceeded with 
according to law.

S e c . 18. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the expenses of the inquest, witn the Coro­
ner's fees, shall be paid by the parish, incor­
porated city or town within which the in­
quest shall be held, when the Coroner shall 
make out an account of the expenses of the 
inquest, and certiiy under oath that the 
charges are no more then allowed bylaw, 
and iu case the charges in the certified ac­
count exceed those allowed by law, he Bhall 
be liable to the penalties of perjury.

Sec. 19. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
anj Coroner shall, in case of sickness or 
necessary absence, have power to appoint a 
deputy to perform his duties. Said deputy 
shall possess the qualifications required for 
the office of Coroner specified in section two 
of this act; and the Coroner appointing 
him shall be responsible for his acts, and 
shall pay him out of the fees to which the 
Baid Coroner may be entitled.

Sec. 20. Beit further enacted, etc., That 
aCoronor shall receive for every inquest 
held, twenty-five dollars; for every viewing 
of a body in which no inquest is held, five 
dollars; lor every burial performed at his 
expense, twelve dollars; and for all other 
feës, including the sweariog and qualifying 
of a jury, the administering of oaths, the 
returning of the procès verbal, and the sum­
moning of witnesses, five dollars.

Sec. 21. Be it further enacted, etc .That 
no other lees than those specified in the 
foregoing section “twenty” of this act, sbail 
be adowed to any Coronor, any law or ordi­
nance to the contrary notwithstanding; 
Provided, That nothing in this act shall be 
construed as prohibiting the payment by 
parish or municipal authorities, of necessa­
ry or unavoidable expenses, being certified 
to as necessary or unavoidable by the Coro­
nor and a majority of the jury,

Sec. 22. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
every person who shall Berve ns a juror on 
any inquest shall be allowed the sum of two 
dollars for each day he shall so serve, and 
in other parishes of the State than that of 
Orleans, five cents for every mile he shall 
necessarily travel to attend such inquest 
and to return home: Provided, That mile­
age shall in no case be allowed more than 
once going to and once returning from the 
said inquest; and provided further, that no 
mileage shall be allowed in the parish of 
Orleans.

Sec. 23. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
it shall be the duty of the Coroner, imme­
diately after the jury shall have been dis­
charged, to deliver to each juror a certificate 
specilying the number of days he has at­
tended, the distance for which he shall be 
entitled to receive mileage, and the amount 
due, which shall be ascertained by the oath 
of the juror, to be administered by the 
Coroner, and such certificate shall be re- 
ceivablé in payment of parish taxes, or paid 
out of any money in the pariah treasury not 
otherwise appropriated.

8 e c . 24. Beit further enacted, etc., That 
it shall be the duty of every Coroner through­
out the State to transmit to the General As­
sembly of the State, through the Governor 
of the State, within ten days after the open­
ing of every regular session ot the said 
General Aeserably, a report of the inquests 
held by him, of bodies viewed by him with­
out inquest being held, aud of bodies buried 
by him, specifying the name, if known, ot 
the deceased, the verdict of the jury in each 
case in which an inquest shall have been 
held, the cause of death in which he shall 
have viewed bodies but shall have adjudged 
an Inquest unnecessary, and the total 
amount of fees received by him during the 
period covered by his report.

Sic. 25. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
any person who shall have knowledge of a 
drowned person, or shall find a corpse adrift, 
shall be authorized to take it ashore, and 
shall be required to cause notice to be given 
to the nearest Coroner having jurisdiction; 
Provided, that in case a Coroner can not be 
notified in time to hold an inquest thereon 
forthwith, a Justice of the Peace of the 
neighborhood, or two witnesses, shall be 
immediately called to view the body, ascer­
tain its condition, and drâwuD a procès ver­
bal thereof, to be forthwith transmitted to 
the Coroner.

S e c . 26. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
all laws contrary to the provisions of this 
act, and all laws on the same subject mat­
ter, except what is contained in the Civil 
Code and the Code of Practice, be and they 
are hereby repealed.

Providing for the Free Passage of Children 
attending Free Public Schools over ail 
Public Ferries or Roads over which the 
State have complete Jurisdiction.
Siction 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House ef Representatives of the State of 
Louisiana in General Assembly convened, 
That the free right of passage or conveyance 
over all the public ferries, bridges and roads 
(except the ferries on the Mississippi riser) 
which are rented out by the State or parish, 
or over which the State or parish exercises 
any control, or for which license is paid or 
toll exacted, be and is hereby granted to all 
children on foo t attending free public

schools, and that no tolls or fpps shall be de­
manded or exacted from said children by 
the keepers or attendants of said ferries, 
bridges ot roads i n  their passage to and 
from school, between the hours of seven 
o'clock A. 31. and nine o'clock A. M and four 
o’clock P. 31. and six o’clock P. M.: provid­
ed that on Sundays and school holidays no 
scholar shall have the right to cross such 
ferries, bridges or roads on terms different 
from those of any ordinary passenger.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
this act have effect from and after the es­
tablishment of free public schools through­
out the State, and that it sha'l not apply to 
any lessee of a public ferry whose contractor 
lease was made previous to the date of this 
act.

S ec tio n  1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives’ of the State 
ot Louisiana in General Assembly convened. 
That the right of the Sheriffs of the Parishes 
of Orleans, Jefferson and St. Bernard to ap­
point or qualify Deputies shall be restricted 
to the number necessary to execute the 
process of the Courts and to do and perform 
all such duties as may be r> quired by law 
necessary for the faithful administration of 
justice iu the respective parish'

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
whenever it becomes necessary iu either of 
the narishes of Orleans. Jefferson or St. Ber­
nard for the Sheriffs, or either of them, in the 
execution of any legal process or warrant 
within their jurisdiction to obtain additional 
force to enable him to do so, he shall make 
application in writing to the Board of 31c- 
tropolitan Toffee, who shall immed’ately in­
struct the Superintendent of Met i opofitan 
Police to give to the Sheriff applying the 
necessary assistance to enable him to exe­
cute the process.

S ec. 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
it is hereby made the duty ot the sheriffs of 
the parishes of Orleans, Jefferson and St. 
Bernard within five days after the passage 
of this act, to furnish the Board of Metro­
politan Police with a list of the names of all 
the deputies in their employ, together with 
a statement ot the duties they perform, and 
thereafter whenever either of said sheriffs 
shell make an appointment of a deputy he 
shall, before the aepuly enters npon the dis 
charge of his duties, make like report to the 
Board of 3Ietropolitan Police.

S ec. 4. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
upou aU occasions of emergency or appre­
hension of riot, tumult, mob, insurrection, 
or pcsri’ence, «11 power and authority shall 
be vested in ana exercised exclusively by 
the 31etropoliton Police Board, and on days 
of election they shall exercise exclusive con­
trol, make all rules and regulations for the 
preset vation of order at the polls, and en­
force the same through the aeency of the 
Metropolitan police force, and it is hereby 
declared to oe a misdemeanor for auy 
sheriff, or deputy, in either of the parishes 
of Orleans, Jefferson or St. Bernard to do 
any act or exercise any authority by virtue 
of any appointment or commission as sheriff 
or deputy prohibited by this act, and auy 
sheriff or deputy so offending shall, on con­
viction, suffer the penalties prescribed in 
section twenty-six of an act entitled an act 
to create a 3Ietropolitan Police District, 
approved September fourteen, eighteen 
hundred and sixty-eight.
